Problems of translation of English language texts and their teaching

Abstract

The article discusses the problems of translating English texts into Azerbaijani. Language is the
most important means of communication among people, and it manifests itself verbally and in
writing. Each of these two types of speech activity has its own special features. Oral speech and
written speech work and develop in a reciprocal relationship. Written speech manifests itself in the
form of functional groups. All styles are realized in the text. The problems of translation of English-
language texts have their own method of study. The article talks about these teaching principles and
methods. Many scientific sources were used in writing the article.

Giris

Moatnin dil monasinin onun miindaricasi haqqinda miixtalif sokilds isaro vermasi fikri ¢oxdan
molumdur. Homin masaloys nishoton son vaxtlardan bori bir ¢ox homhiidud elm sahalarinin
miitoxassislori diqgat gostormays baslamislar.

Onanavi olaraq linqvistika, onun ardinca isa torciimosiinasliq masslasinin daha ¢ox dil cshatinag
fikir vermislor. Bu iso ona gatirib ¢ixarir ki, forma ilo mazmun arasinda birbobir miivafiglik yoxdur.
Homin elmlor buradan ortaya ¢ixan ¢oxmenaliliq vo sinonimlik mosalalorino daha artiq fikir
vermiglor.

Coxmonaliliq vo sinonimlik dil universalligidir, amma onlar har dildo basqa-basqa sokilda
tozahiir edir. Bunu basa diismayin torciima nazariyyasi va praktikasindan 6trii miistasna shomiyyati
vardir. Dil vahidlarinin manasi bir ¢ox hallarda ciimla saviyyasinds neytrallasir.

Torclima nazariyyasinin asas masalalarindan biri har bir ciimls va kontekstin moanasinin onlarin
miindoricasi barasinds kifayat godar signal vermasi faktidir: Z.D.Lvovskaya bu miinasibatlo rusca
«Priexal Petoy ctimlasini misal gotirir. Homin climloni iki ciir basa diismok olar: 1.Fikir elomoayin
(narahat olmayin), Petya heg hara getmayib; 2.Vanya yox, Petya galib.
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Bu vo ya digar dil vahidinin biitiin miimkiin olan islonma hallar1 iralicodon heg¢ bir ligatdo
nozords tutulmur. Ona gora do torciimada tokco ayri-ayri sozlorin liigavi monalarindan yox, daha
cox konkret mogamla bagli olan monalarindan ¢ixis etmok lazimdir.

Bu gobildon olan miisahido vo gonastlor ona getirib ¢ixarmisdir ki, torciimo sahosinds olan
todgiqatlarda dil yox, nitq diqgst markazinds olmusdur. Bu iso «torciimo edilobilmayiny ilk sababi
olmusdur. Bunun sayasinds torciimado ekvivalentlik masalasinoe  funksional yanagsma meydana
golir. Bunun mahiyyeti ondan ibaratdir ki, ilkin dildoki (ID) matnlorin bu vo ya diger monalarin
torciimo dilindoki (TD) moatndo hansi vahidlorlo verilmasi vacib deyildir, vacib olan onlarin
funksional eyniliyi masalasidir.

Torclimonin vazifasi orijinalin insirlarinin - vo strukturunun hasil edilmosi, illah da
doyisdirilmasi (¢evrilmasi») deyil, odur ki, tarciimagi onlarin funksiyasini basa diissiin vo belo iin-
stirlori 6z dilinin strukturlarina daxil etsin; bunlar imkan daxilindo borabar funksional yararliliq vo
ekvivalentlar ola bilarlar.

Bu istigamotdo aparilan axtariglar noticasinde askar olunmusdur ki, nitqi miiayyan
modoaniyyatin, miiayyan sosial kollektivin niimayandasi olan, 6ziiniin fardi, subyektiv cizgilori olan
insandan ayriligda 6yranmok olmaz.

Bu moévzuda deyilon nazori miiddoalarin illiistrasiyasi kimi boyiik Azarbaycan sairi S.Vurgunun
«Yevgeni Oneginy manzum romaninin torclimasi iizorinds necs g¢alisdigia dair geydlari oldugca
xarakterikdir. O yazirdi: «...Puskin dilinin sadaliyini vo onun fikir darinliyini qorumaga bdyiik
digget vermisom. Torciimo etdiyim zaman mon homisa éziima bela bir sual verirdim: gorasan,
Puskin 6zii burada 6z fikirlarini Azarbaycan dilinda neca ifada edardi? Bu sual mani macbur edirdi
ki, Puskinin obrazlarint daha digQatlo va daha darindan dork edim, onlari timkiin gadar daqiq, sado,
ifadali torciima edimy» (Tarciima Sonati, 1990: 16-17).

Sair daha sonra torciimo tizorinds isloyarkon Puskinin yaradiciligi haqqinda tarixi materiallar,
tongid va bibliografiyanin ona ¢ox komok etdiyindon danisir. «Bii materiallardan istifado edarkan,
mon Puskinin na ciir soraitds yaratdigini, onun hoyacanlarini 6yranirdimy.

S.Vurgunun sonraki sozlori onun fikrinin, niyystinin bagqa ciir istigamatini do aydinlagdirir:
«Toarciima zamani daim ¢alisirdim ki, sxematizma (harfiliya) yol vermayim, torciimoni canli, dolgun
edim, ela edim ki, aSar Azarbaycan xalqu iigiin aydin olsun. «Yevgeni Oneginyin torciimaSinda man
homginin Azorbaycan dilinin safligini, alvanligini, ahangdariigint goruyub saxlamaga ¢alisirdim»y.

Ayri-ayr dil kollektivlorine mansub olan adamlarmn nitqi tizorindo miisahidolorin oan miithiim
naticalorindon birini belo bir fikir toskil edir ki, montigin vo diinyanin dork olunmasi ganunlarinin
eyni olmasina baxmayaraq, ayri-ayri xalglar diinyan1 6ziinomoxsus, spesifik sokildo «goriirlor», on-
lar1 ohato edon gergokliyi basqa-basqa sokilda oks etdirirlor va gergokliyin 6zii miixtalif xalglar ti¢iin
eyni olmaya bilor. Homin miisahidalordon ¢ox vaxt belo bir natico ¢ixarmislar ki, guya varliq yox,
dil ictimai giiuru formalagdirmaga qabildir (Sepir-Uorf forziyyasi).

Miixtalif dillorin tokco formal yox, semantik strukturlarinin da &ziinomoxsuslugu onunla
baglhdir ki, dil tofokkiir tizorinds iistiinlitys malikdir, hor bir xalqin dili hamin xalqin idrak foaliyyati
prosesinds formalasgir.

Homin amillorin nozoro alinmamasi «torciimo edilobilmomok” haqqinda miibahisalorin
soboblarindan biridir.

Basqa xalqin hoyat soraitini, onun hayatinin tarixi, sosial, siyasi faktlarini bilmomok, orijinal
moatni basa diismomok do torciimo etmok iiciin ¢atinlik torada bilor. Xalqin dili, madaniyyati, tarixi
moaisoti arasinda olago torciima nozariyyassinin maraq dairasina daxil olan masalolordir. Bii miiddoa
torciima nazariyyasi vo praktikasinda boyiik rol oynayir.

Umumi tarciimo Nozariyyosi ikidilli iinsiyyat prosesini sociyyslondiron biitiin amillorin qarsiligh
tosirlorini agkar etmolidir ki, o, har ciir dil kombinasiyalar1 iigiin istifado edilo bilsin. O, torciimo
prosesinin imumi ganunauygunluglarint miioyyanlosdirmali, torciimagilik praktikasinin qarsisina
¢ixan problemlorin aradan qaldirilmasi yollarint gostarmalidir.
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Torclimonin birdilli tinsiyyatdon bir asas forqi vardir: Torctimagi torciimo dilindo miilahizalor
yaradarken oOziinlin soxsi lnsiyyat mogsadini, niyystini yox, orijinalin misollifinin iinsiyyat
vazifasini reallasdirir: o 6z fikrini yox, 6zgonin fikrini ifads edir.

Z.D.Lvovskaya torciimo nazariyyasini (torciimosiinasligl) 6z obyekti vo 6z predmeti olan bir
elm kimi saciyyslondirir. Onun obyekti ikidilli tinsiyyat akt1 kimi basa diisiilon torciimo prosesidir.
Bura orijinal miiallifinin matn yaratmasi anindan onun adresati torafindon basa diisiilmosine godor
torciimonin biitiin istirak¢ilarmin nitq faaliyysti daxildir. Torctimo nazariyyasinin predmeti torciimo
prosesinin mahiyyatinin ag¢ilmast vo onun Umumi ganunauygunluglarinin askar edilmasidir”
(Lvovskaya, 1980: 38). Umumi torciimo nozoriyyasi ¢orgivesindo bir sira fundemental masalalorin
holli miimkiindiir. Bura invariantligi, adekvatligi vo gismon do ona nail olma yollarin1 aid etmok
olar.

Z.D.Lvovskaya torciimo nozoriyyesinin inkisaf yollarindan danisarkon miiasir torciimo
nozariyyasinin 6z obyektinin spesifikasina uygun olaraq modellogdirma metodunu asas metod kimi
secib-gotiirdiiyiini geyd edir.

Belo bir gorar torciimo sahosinds todgigatlarin ilkin dil vo torciimo dili arasinda miivafigliklor
axtarmaq saylori naticasinds bargorar olmusdur. Bu zaman giidiilon magsad torciima dilinin va ilkin
dilin hansi leksik vo qrammatik vahidlorinin bir-birina miivafiq goldiyini miisyyanlosdirmok
olmusdur. Homin miivafigliklar nitq yox, dil saviyyasi ilo mohdudlagmisdir.

Z.D.Lvovskaya qeyd edir ki, bu ciir tadgiqatlar iki dilin miiqayisali dyronilmasi imkanlarini
tiikotmir vo torciima prosesinin spesifik ganunauygunluglarini miioyyanlogdirmays imkan verir.
Belo ki, iki matnin ekvivalentliyi he¢ do ayri-ayr dil vahidlorinin ekvivalentliyini nozardo tutmur.
yalniz miindaricanin dil vo dildonxaric amillorinin todqiq yolu ilo 6yranilo bilor (Levitskaya,
Fiterman, 1976: 41).

Bu geydlorin sonunda bels bir tosovviir yarana bilor ki, burada sdhbat timumiyyatls iki dilin
miiqayisali tadgigindon séhbat gedir. Bu belo deyildir. Z.D.Lvovskaya gostarir ki, torciimos haqqinda
elm iki dilin statistik tutusdurulmasi yolu ilo yox, torciimonin spesifikasinin nitq foaliyystinin xiisusi
oyranilmasi yolu ilo, torciimanin naticasine tosir gostoron amillorin todqiqi yolu ils, imkan
dairasinds torciimo zamani tofokkiir proseslorinin dinamikasi vo miindoarico ekvivalentliklorinin
kommunikativ cohatdon islonib-hazirlanmasi yolu ilo inkisaf etmosidir.

Biitiin bunlarin naticasi torctimoa proseslarinin, yani torciimoa zamani ardicil olaraq bir-birini avoz
edon analiz va sintezlarin modellosdirilmasi tasobbiislari olmusdur.

Z.D.Lvovskaya hor bir modeli bir nazariyyays barabor tutur. O, lingvistik va ekstralingvistik
amillorin qarsiliqh tasiri, dil manalar1 vo nitq moahsulunun miindaricasi arasindaki miinasibatlori
saciyyalondirir. Homin prinsipa gors torciima modellori asagidaki névlars boliinir: 1.Dil modellari;
2. Kommunikativ modellor; 3. Araliq hallar. Todris prosesinds bu prinsiplora miitlag riayst
olunmalidir.

Torctimonin  dil nazoriyyssino transformasiya vo semantik modellor, ganunauygun
miivafigliklor nazoriyyasi aiddir.

Torciimoys kommunikativ yanasma dinamik model, ekvivalentlorin saviyyasi nazariyyslari ilo
tomsil olunur

A Lilova torciimonin {i¢ asas formasi (yazili, sifahi vo masin torciimasi) Vo ii¢ asas noviini
(ictimai-siyasi odobiyyatin torciimosi, badii odobiyyatin torciimosi vo elmi-texniki odobiyyatin
torciimasi) onlarin janr vo homhiidud névlari ilo birlikds geyd edir. O, belo hesab edir ki, bu forma
Vo novlarin elmi xarakteristikasini vermok timumi torcima nazariyyasinin oan miithiim vozifasidir.

V.Q.Qak torctimanin vozifasine asagidakilari aid edir: «Toarctimanin vazifasi tokca orijinalin
dilindo xabar verilon fikirlarin mazmununun daqiq ifado olunmasi deyil, tarciima dilinin vasitasilo
islub va xabarverms formasinin biitiin xiisusiyyatlorinin yenidon yaradilmasidir» (Gak, 1980: 9).

L.S.Barxudarov orijinalla torcimanin bir vahdat halinda 6ziinii géstarmasini obyektiv bir zorurat
kimi qgiymotlondirir: «Bir torofdon torciimo motninin kémoayi ilo orijinalin 6z auditoriyasina
gostordiyi tosiro malik olma, digor torofdon iso torciimonin dil vasitolorinin 6ziinamaxsuslugu
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motnin dil mazmununun yenidon qurulmasi zaruratini ortaya ¢ixarir. Mahz bu zorurat torciimo
cevrilmoalori, avazlonmolor, olave vo buraxmalarin (6tirmoalorin) ilkin linqvistik oasasidir»
(Barkhudarov, 1975: 190).

R.T.Levitskaya vo A.M.Fiterman transformasiyalarin miixtolif novlorini osaslandirirlar: «Bir
dildon basqa dils torciimo grammatik transformasiya — bura birinci ndvbada ciimlanin torciimasini,
onun qurulusunun doyisdirilmasini aid etmok lazim golir — istor sintaktik, istorss do morfoloji
saciyyali clirbaciir avozetmolor olmadan miimkiin deyildir. Bir vo ya bir nega soziin alava edilmasi
Vo buraxilmasinin da boyiik shomiyyati vardir» (Levyy, 1970: 71).

Mislliflor grammatik transformasiyalarin sobablorini do gostarirlor: bunlar ham leksik, hom da
grammatik sociyyali ola bilirlor. Dogrudur, qrammatik transformasiyalarda oasas rolu dillarin
qurulusundaki farglorlo bagli olan grammatik amillor oynayir. Bununla bels, bir ¢ox hallarda
transformasiyanin bu iki ndvii elo ¢arpazlasir ki, naticads 0, leksik-grammatik xarakter kasb edir.

Misal iigiin miiolliflor ingilis dilino miiraciot edirlor. Ingilis dili analitik dil oldugundan onda
morfoloji zomin asili mévqe tutur. Sozlor arasinda miinasibatlor bu dilds s6z sirast ilo ifads olunur.
Sintaksisin bu ciir Gstiinliiyii bir sira vahidlords 6ziinii biiruza verir Ki, rus dilinds onlarin miigabili
he¢ do hamisa olmur. Ona gora doa torcima zamani onlar bir sira transformasiyalara sabab olur.

Demok lazimdir ki, homin s6zlari eynilo Azarbaycan dilino aid etmok olar. Bels ki, Azoarbaycan
dilindo morfoloji zominin rolu ingilis dilindokindon artiqdr.

R.T.Levitskaya vo A.M.Fiterman leksik transformasiyalarin rolunu bu ciir izah edirlor. Dillarin
leksik sisteminds uygunsuzluglar 6ziinii gostorir, ¢linki Sepirin dediyi kimi, «hor dilin 6z gabig1
vary. Dilin leksik-semantik 6ziinomoxsuslugu, har seydon avval, séziin mana strukturunun tipinds
Ozlinii biiruza verir. Har bir s6z nasoe alahidds bir sey deyildir. O, dilin leksik-semantik sisteminin
bir hissasi, onun toskiledici tnstridir. Miuxtolif dillordo s6ziin semantik strukturunun
oziinomaxsuslugu bununla baglidir. Bundan basqa, miixtalif dillordo miivafiq semantik vahidlor dil
sistemindo miixtalif mévqe tuta bilar. Bu isa onlarin monalarinin miixtalif olmasina sabab olur. S6z
bir dildo islok olub, basqa dildo islok olmaya bilor. Hotta onun terminoloji monasi ola bilar.
Miolliflor ingilis va rus dillarinds islonan beynalmilal s6zlori buna misal ¢okirlor. Biz olava edo
bilarik ki, beynalmilal s6zlor Azorbaycan dilindo do 6zlorinin imumi manalarindan tacrid olunmus
sokildo foaliyyat gostorir.

Dillarin tokca leksik sistemlorinin yox, iislubi elementlorinin do milli xarakteri vardir. Miixtolif
dillorin iislubi priyomlar1 (iisullar1) osasen eyni olsa da, onlarin nitqdo islonmosi basqa-basqadir.
Hor bir dilin Gslubi sisteminds eyni priyomun miixtolif sokildo islonmasinin daracasi vardir. O,
miixtolif vozifolor yerino yetirir, miixtalif xiisusi ¢okiya malikdir ki, bu, transformasiyalar1 vacib
edir. Qrammatik vo leksik ovazetmolor kimi, iislubi avozetmoalor do miimkiin vo hatta zoruridir.
Torciimagi 6z isindo bir prinsipi rohbar tutmalidir: O, orijinala xas olan effekti torciimoado
yaratmalidir, yani orijinalin dogurdugu reaksiaya nail olmalidir. Dogrudur, o ¢ox vaxt tamamilo
basqa vasitalora ol atmagla bu mogsadina gatir. Mialliflor geyd edirlor ki, torciimagi priyomun
Ozlinii saxlamaga cohd etmamalidir, amma verilmis kontekstdo onun funksiyasini ehtiva etmolidir.

L.A.Cernyaxovskayaya gora, monaca tizvlonmoa miixtolif dillordo miixtalif dil vasitolori ilo ifado
olunur. Masalan, tiirk dillarinds monaca tizvlonmo sadaco olaraq subyekt vo predikata grammatik
tizvlonma ilo iist-iisto diistir (Chernyakhovskaya, 1976:s. 89).

Umumi kommunikativ vozifonin ifadesi vo molumat, formal-grammatik strukturlarda
doyisikliklorin ifadasindon 6trii har bir dildo miisyyan vasitalor yigin1 (toplusu) vardir. Masalon,
ingilis dilindo ayrica gotiirlilmiis climlodo monaca (miindarico etibarila) morkoz ciimlonin sonuna
diistir:

I met the man in New York

Molumat strukturunda doyisiklik oldugda ya intonasiya, ya da formal-qrammatik strukturu
dayison dil vasitalari — artikl, isars avozliyi, xiisusi ayirdedici konstruksiyalar — iga salinir.

Belalikla, aydin olur ki, kommunikativ vazifa holo konteksta daxil edilmayan ayrica gotiiriilmiis
ctimlada yerina yetirilir. O halo nitqdon konarda giiman edilon potensial informasiya strukturunu
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togkil edir. Bu isa ona dslalst edir ki, kommunikativ vazifonin ifads olunmasi sintaksislo yanasi,
ciimlonin timumi qurulusunun ayrilmaz torkib hissasidir.

Umumi kommunikativ vozifonin iizerina fordi, situativ kommunikativ vezifonin qoyulmasi
informasiyanin qurulusunda doyisikliklor yarada bilor. Mohz iimumi vazifonin tizorina konkret
kommunikativ vazifonin qoyulmasmin yaratdigi bu hadisoni aktual nitq lizvlonmasi adlandirmaq
lazim golir. O ham ciimlonin kommunikativ yiiklonma vasitasi ila, ham da ciirbaciir dil vasitalori ilo
ifado olunur. Demoak, onun Oziiniin yegans ifado vasitesi yoxdur. Amma homin ciirbaciir dil
vasitalari igarisinds biri climlads istirak edir: bu, imumi kommunikativ vozifo ctimlonin miixtalif
tizvlori ilo formalasmis mona yiiklori arasinda miisyyan semantik slagslarin ifads olunmasidir.

Buradan belo gonasto golmak olar ki, manaca tizvlonmonin iki saviyyssindon danismaq olar: a)
ctimla Saviyyasinds, kontekstdon konarda manaca tizvlonmao.

b) miilahizo saviyyasinda monaca tizvlonma. Birinci halda onu ciimloanin daxili struktur slamati
kimi gotiirmok olar. ikinci halda ciimlo situasiyaya daxil olur vo konkret kommunikativ vozifa
qazanir. Bu saviyyada kommunikativ vozifonin ifadasi climlonin daimi struktur torkib hissasi olaraq
galir ki, bunun sayssindo basa diismo (anlama) tomin olunur. Lakin ayri-ayri hallarda mona
(miindarice) markazinin montigi, yaxud emosional cohotdon ayird edilmasi zorursti meydana
¢ixarkan (yoni, situativ vazifo timumi vazifoni doyisdirarken) ciirbaciir dil vasitalorindon istifads
olunur. Bunlar miilahizonin istor formal-qgrammatik, istorso do informasiya strukturunu doyisirlor.
Belo ki, monaca iizvlonma anlayis1 ciimlonin formal-qrammatik strukturu dairesindon konara
¢ixarilir vo miilahizanin informasiya strukturunun ifadasi kimi nazardon kegirilir.

L.A.Cernyaxovskayanin tadqigatinin bir hissosinin moévzusunu miilahizonin informasiya
strukturu ilo ctimlonin formal-qrammatik strukturu arasinda miinasibatin aydinlasdirilmasi toskil
edir. Miuollif geyd edir ki, miilahizanin informasiya strukturu mozmunun strukturunu taskil edir vo
kommunikativ yiikk mozmun qruplari (ctimls tizvlori) arasinda boliiniir.

V.Q.Qak vo Y.I.Lvin torciimonin vozifosini asagidaki sokildo toyin edirlor: «Torciimonin
vazifasino orijinalin dilindo olan fikirlorin, xabarlorin (molumatin) tokco dogiq ifadosi deyil,
torctimo dilinin vasitolori ilo Xobarin iislub vo formasmin biitiin xiisusiyyatlorini vermok daxildir.

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Abstract

The goal of this study is to demonstrate the value of using a communicative approach to
teaching English in the classroom, as well as offer additional methods, tools, and resources for
teachers to enhance their students' communication skills. The study employed observation and
analysis of classes, as well as a description of materials and equipment used to implement this
teaching format.

Bu todqgigatin magsadi sinifdo ingilis dilini Oyratmok ii¢lin kommunikativ yanagmadan
istifadonin doyorini niimayis etdirmok, hamg¢inin miollimlora taloboslorin tinsiyyat bacariglarini
artirmaq t¢iin olavo metodlar, alotlor va resurslar toklif etmokdir. Todgigatda darslorin miisahidasi
vo tohlili, eloco do bu todris formatini hoyata kegirmok figlin istifado olunan material va
avadanliglarin tosviri istifado edilmisdir.

Introduction
The purpose of this study is to demonstrate the importance of using a communicative approach
to teach English in the classroom, and to suggest additional methods, tools, and resources that
teachers can use to increase students communicative activity. The study used classroom observation
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and analysis, as well as a description of materials and equipment used to implement this teaching
format. The results of the study indicate that simulation, repetition, pair and group work are the
main means used by teachers to help students learn English at a high level and use it in their future
professional activities. It is important to emphasize the need for more cooperation between students
and teachers, feedback opportunities, and online technologies that provide students with more
opportunities to learn the language.

Foreign language teachers use different methods and approaches in their work to help their
students learn and communicate fluently in the language they are studying. This is necessary to find
the best way to make students competent in the disciplines they teach. Language teachers attend
professional development courses to learn more about new methods and approaches to teaching
English (Huseynzade, 2000: 14).

There are many possible methods or approaches that can be used to teach English in the
classroom. One of the most popular is the communicative approach to language teaching, or CLT
for short. In this article, we will discuss what CLT is, its definition, characteristics, factors of its
emergence, and some aspects of its implementation in English language classes.

The communicative approach is defined as an approach to teaching a foreign language that
focuses on the interaction of students as a tool for learning, with the ultimate goal of language
learning. Interaction is an activity in which two or more parties influence each other. CLT is
considered the most effective approach, with the main goal of developing the communicative
competence of students in many countries (Kaisheng, 2007: 89).

There are certain components of CLT characteristics in English language teaching methodology
classes: the curriculum, types of activities in the classroom, materials and tasks, as well as the roles
of the teacher and student.

The curriculum is a developed structural scheme that will be implemented in the process of
teaching the language. A curriculum that includes a communicative approach provides language
teachers with space for developing instructional materials and exercises in the English language
lesson plan. According to Brown, the curriculum in accordance with CLT includes six main
functions: transmission and search of factual information; expression and clarification of
intellectual attitudes; expression and clarification of emotional attitudes; expression and
clarification of moral attitudes; task performance and communication.

All these functions in the educational program create a communicative, personality-oriented
language teaching using different ways of implementation, which vary depending on the specific
role in a specific situation. There are many communicative exercises that can be applied in English
language classes for professional purposes, but some typical communicative exercises or types of
activities that promote interaction among students who are learning the language in class are group
discussions, simulations, and role-playing games (Brown, Abeywickrama, 2015). Firstly, discussions
can be conducted in pairs, groups, or in the whole class, which can improve students' cooperation
and communication skills. Secondly, simulation provides students with a real situation in class so
that they can simulate the real world in using the target language. Thirdly, role-playing is similar to
simulation; the difference is that role-playing can use an adopted identity. Communication in
different social contexts and different social roles enable language learners to study the social
culture of the country whose language is being learned because communication requires the
involvement of cultures (Abe, 2013: 48).

Communicative tasks provide opportunities for language learners to express themselves and use
the target language. By using their own communicative materials, students immerse themselves in
an atmosphere where language is used in accordance with context, time, and situation from real life.
Hymes argues that there are three types of materials used in accordance with the communicative
approach to teaching English:

- Authentic materials convey what students cannot learn from the outside world in class and
reveal the use of language by students in different situations.
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- Task-based materials allow language learners to use the target language by performing certain
roles.

- Textual materials, which contain a theme, task analysis or practical description of a situation in
communication between users of the target language (Hymes, 1971).

The concept of the communicative approach is that it is student-oriented, and the role of the
teacher here is seen as that of a facilitator who can immerse language learners in a communicative
learning atmosphere. The teacher develops communicative teaching, plans and applies
communicative teaching in class, which forces all students to communicate in a collective manner.
The role of students in CLT learning is the most important because they are communicators of the
language learning process. As communicators, they are responsible for coordinating the content of
speech, trying to understand the meaning of other people's messages during communication, using
their communicative competence in the knowledge of the language they are learning (Larsen-
Freeman, 2001).

The emergence of CLT in teaching English language (ELT) is due to many factors, but in this
article, we will limit ourselves to discussing two: the limitations of previous approaches and new
concepts of language competence.

There were certain methods and approaches that were developed and used in language teaching.
However, the process of implementing these methods or approaches in methodology classes has caused
some criticism or limitations due to their inability to meet the needs of learners. Below are some
critical comments and limitations identified by Larsen-Freeman, Brown, and Littlewood: the
limitation of the translation method lies in the lack of active role of the learner in the class, inability
to speak and write the language being studied (Brown, Abeywickrama, 2015; Larsen-Freeman, 2001;
Littlewood, 2000).

Criticism of the method lies in the fact that this method is difficult to implement in the
classroom because the communication situations in the classroom are not realistic, and the teacher's
skills are limited, which hinder the use of this method Critics of the audio-lingual method (ALM)
argue that the communicative competence of students in the language they are studying was not
achieved through accuracy and repetition of mistakes, and the opportunity for students to use their
creative abilities in using the target language is very limited.

Educators and linguists believed that these methods or approaches were not effective enough for
those who learn the language for the development of their language competence. Students had no
knowledge of how to use a foreign language in appropriate communication situations, gestures,
expressions, and phrases to communicate in the culture of the target language they were studying.
This new approach provides the development of communicative competence as well as linguistic
competence in real communication, students know how and when to speak, what and to whom, and
ultimately CLT is recognized as the most effective way of teaching a foreign language (Littlewood,
2000).

The concept of language competence in language undergoes significant changes over time,
including English as a target language. Previously, in the 17th and 18th centuries, English language
competence was the ability to read English literature. Nowadays, the concept of competence in
English as a target language includes more than one thing.

Firstly, competence is the ability to communicate effectively in English. This competence
requires English language teachers to use the CLT approach, where they change the mechanistic
approach to meaningful (Nunan, 1987: 7). In the CLT approach, all macro-skills are integrated into
the teaching of English to meet the needs of students to be competent and communicate effectively.

Second, English proficiency can be seen from standard scores on the standardized English
language test English Exam, such as TOEFL or IELTS, as a level English proficiency of their
students. The four macro-skills are really essential in order to students could take an English
proficiency exam. The CLT approach with the characteristics of its activities really contributes to
the improvement of students' mastery of the English language. Moreover, a good result in the
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English language exam will also enable students to continue their studies for abroad or work in
foreign companies.

Thirdly, competence, flexibility in perceiving the meanings of the English language as a target
language. The English language is widely distributed throughout the world and creates many
dialects among users. English language teachers should prepare their own students to use different
dialects among native English speakers. This information can be received during the use of
communicative approach through discussion of the importance of various activities. Flexibility in
discussing meaning in a real situation is an example of an activity to overcome information gaps in
the CLT approach.

As Nunan points out, CLT is the most common teaching practice during the last two decades. In
particular, CLT is considered as a communicative approach defining communicative competence as
the goal of language teaching, including English language teaching. This approach suits the format
of my professional activities as an English teacher (Nunan, 1987: 139).

Curriculum.

Undoubtedly, English is needed in all professions, which leads to the emergence of a discipline
known as "English language for professional direction”. Students learn English as a target language to
perform certain roles and tasks. More effective is to teach them specialized English using
communicatively oriented tasks within the scope of their interests, not general English.

For professional English language teaching direction, appropriate training is required, which is
the basis for determining the goals and objectives of the course. In the educational institution, the
program is established in the form of institutional education plan.

The curriculum is ideal for a CLT-aligned curriculum. Curriculum for teaching English must
incorporate a CLT approach to satisfy the needs of students when learning English, their need for
effective communication. Moreover, the goals of the curriculum using a communicative approach
will contribute to the emergence of CLT in teaching English in a professional direction.

Students are expected to be able to communicate in English as the target language, having
knowledge of function, meaning, and linguistic forms capable of using certain functions in an
appropriate social context and with other users, and able to succeed in discussing these concepts
with other users (Littlewood, 2000).

Students’ needs

Students studying English as foreign need this knowledge for two reasons. First, for academic
purposes. Peculiarities of learning English in a professional direction involve additional analysis in
the vocabulary, grammar, texts, functions, and skills in a specific field. Students will acquire
knowledge from information sources, both printed and non-printed materials published in English
using appropriate analysis in their field. In addition, activities such as pair work or groups,
modeling, and discussion in the audience contribute to the development of language functions in the
form of macro skills. These competencies in the form of macro skills are necessary to pass the exam
on proof of language proficiency, e.g. IETLS or TOEFL.

Material and technical base.

Institution of higher education and in particular faculty and departments that provide teaching of
disciplines "Foreign language" (English, German, French) must be equipped with means for proper
preparation of students of higher education for use acquired knowledge in real-life situations.

Daily use of a communicative approach to learning English in classes is reinforced by the use of
simulations and role-playing games, close to real communication. Students have the opportunity to
learn English in real circumstances interacting with each other, as well as to study society and
cultures through different social contexts and social roles. Use of CLT in further professional
activity, which, with the support of the institution, focuses on language learning in real
communication, makes students tolerant to the mistakes of others, develops accuracy and fluency of
speech, as they occur in a real situation.

Use of CLT at the Department of Foreign Languages aimed at a professional direction means
primarily trying to help students develop not only linguistic flexibility but also accuracy. Students
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get the tools to generate spontaneous language skills needed in professional activities when they
will graduate. These skills and knowledge will help them learn the language throughout life, and not
only during the performance of tasks in class. Practical use of a foreign language in classrooms
using CLT encourages students to fully realize their potential in the future sphere of professional
interests (Brown, Abeywickrama, 2015).

Although CLT is considered the most effective and efficient approach to meeting the needs of
foreign language learners, it also has certain disadvantages. Since its main goal is to achieve
communicative competence, students must have rules and knowledge about how to use the
language they reproduce in a certain situation and strategies of use languages for effective
communication. However, in this approach, functional aspects and formal structures of language
require strong communication to make language learning effective. This understanding of the
culture of the language being studied and the culture of the language learners remains a major
challenge for some foreign language teachers (Kaisheng, 2007: 89).

Four main problems may arise when implementing the CLT approach in classes. First, the
classes are too large in terms of the number of students for proper language learning conditions. To
solve this problem, it would be advisable to use group and pair work to maximize everyone's
participation. You can additionally choose group leaders to help properly follow the teacher's
instructions in the group. On the other hand, you can also get involved in an eclectic approach that
combines CLT and other methods such as the grammar-translation method that can help manage a
large class.

Second, students have different levels of competence. It can be expected that students with
different levels of competence should be given the same tasks from different material or different
tasks from the same material according to their levels of competence. In addition, different levels of
competence affect the speed of completing tasks. For students with a high level of competence who
can finish the assignment early, giving them an additional task or a simple puzzle can thus
overcome the boredom of waiting for other students to complete their tasks. However, there should
be additional activity stimulating. If it is boring, students will not try to finish the work early.

Thirdly, not all students use English all the time in class. To students who often use the native
language in the classroom, it is necessary to respond in English. It can create an English-speaking
atmosphere and encourage them to use English in the learning process, and also provide the
necessary feedback. Furthermore, it can encourage them to think about the benefits of using English
in class and beyond its borders.

Fourth, outside the educational environment, the use of the English language does not receive
proper support in many countries. English teachers must immerse their students in an atmosphere in
which linguistic competence is used in communication to convey messages with the appropriate
lexical form or grammar to reach the level of fluent and accurate command of the English language.
In addition, encouraging students to better understand the essence of language learning is how this
language can be used, so students shouldn't feel weird if their friends are using English in the
classroom or outside the classroom for communication.

Conclusion

Communicative learning is a product created in response to the need for an appropriate
approach to learning in the process of learning a foreign language. Understanding the definition,
characteristic, and factors of a communicative approach to learning a foreign language, we hope
that this approach will be able to meet the needs of English language learners. However, knowledge
of methods, approaches to teaching English, especially in a professional direction, gives English
language teachers languages will allow you to improve your skills in applying various pedagogical
techniques in education. In the process of finding the best method, approach to teaching English in
your classroom, English language teachers receive another additional one.

In pursuit of professional growth, one can explore new methods, principles, and approaches to
teaching the English language, such as Communicative Language Teaching (CLT), which can make
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the learning process engaging, communicative, and effective. Additionally, we believe it would be
beneficial to supplement one's education with other approaches, such as Task-Based Language
Learning and Computer-Assisted Language Learning (CALL), which can aid in the development of
all skills.

Yoluxucu xastaliklorin
vurdugu zarari taSavviira gotirmak tigiin tokco onu demok kifayatdir ki, 1918-1919-cu illards grip
pandemiyas1 dévriinda diinyada 20 mln. insan mohv olmusdur. Iqtisadi cohatdon geri qalmus, inkisaf
etmokds olan Glkolords oliimiin sabablori igarisinds avvalki kimi infeksiyalarin xiisusui ¢okisi
yiiksokdir (Agayev, Xolofli, Tagiyeva, 2022: 24).

Epidemiologiyanin epidemiya haqqinda elm kimi formalasmasi gadim tobabstin yaranmasi
dovrii ilo eyni vaxta toesadiif edir. Epidemiya termini («Epi»-lizorinds + «demos»-xalq) miioyyan
orazida avvollor geyd olunmayan yoluxucu xostaliyin yaranmasi vo artmasi kimi basa diisiiliir.
Yoluxucu xastaliklor hagqinda dogiq molumata bizim eradan 4000-3000 il avval rast galirik, ancaq
yoluxucu xastaliklorin oksariyystinin toradicilorinin insan badonine uygunlasmasi insanin siiurlu
nov kimi (H.sapiens) yaranmasi vaxtina diistir. Qadim Misirdon galmis papiruslarda b.e.a. 3700-
3710-cu illorda tobii ¢igoya oxsar xostoliyin olmasi haqqinda geydlor vardir; ciizam xastaliyi
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haqqinda ilk molumatlar orada b.e.s. 3000-2500-cii illords verilmisdir. Yoluxucu xastaliklorin
yaranma sobobi ilkin olaraq bir ¢ox qadim dovlatlords din ilo slagolondirilirdi. Epidemiya allahin
gozobi kimi sorh edilirdi vo onun qarsisinin alinmasinin geyri-miimkiin olmasina inam yaradilirdu.
Bizim eradan ovval 1120-ci ildo Misirdon kogiiriilmiis yohudilor arasinda taun epidemiyasi
hagqqinda gadim dini sonadlords geydlor vardir. Taun xostaliyinin sicovullarla slagesi hagqinda
gadim hindlilorin miiqoddss kitabinda malumat verilorok gostarilir ki, agor «damdan sigovul diisiib
oOlirsa, bu, taunun yaxinda olmasini gostoriry. Bir ¢ox yoluxucu xostoliklor haqqinda ilk
molumatlara Hippokratin asarlorinds (b.e.a. 460-377-ci illor) («Hava, su, yer», «Epidemiyalary, I-
VII kitablar vs s.) rast galirik (Agayev, Xolofli, Tagiyeva, 2022: 28).

«Epidemik konstitusiya («miazmatiky») nozariyyssi ilo Hippokrat b.e.o. 460-377-ci ilds
«Epidemiologiya» terminini tobabsto gatirmisdir. O, bu terminlo bu vo ya digar arazilords bir sira
epidemiyalarin inkisaf etmosini izah etmisdir. Alim epidemiyalari iqlim, davranig, atmosfer vo digar
tosirlorlo olagoalondirmis, homginin onlarin miixtalif tobii hadisalordon: vulkan piiskiirmasi,
dasqinlar va s. asili olaraq bas verdiyini soylomisdir.

Orta osrlordo  yoluxucu xostoliklorin genis yayilmasina baxmayaraq epidemiyalarin
oyranilmasinds yenilik geydo alinmir. Dindarlar bu sahadoa yeni fikirlorin amalo galmasinin
qarsisint alaraq qodim dovrlordo totbig olunan todbirlorin hoyata kegirilmasine manegilik
torodirdilor. Intibah dovriinde (XIV-XV osr) korkemli Italyan hokimi, astronomu Ciralamo
Frakastro (1478-1553) 6z kitabinda («kontagiyalar, kontagioz xastaliklor vo onlarin miialicasi») ilk
dofa epidemik xastoliklorin yaranmasi vo inkisafi hagqinda nazariyys yaratmaga cohd gostormisdir.
1546 il-c1 ilds yazilmis bu kitabda o, dahi uzaqgoranliklo yoluxucu xastaliklords (tabii ¢igok, taun,
qizilca, quduzlug, ciizam vo s.) canli toradicilorin shamiyyatini gostororok geyd edir ki, onlar
artmag qabiliyystino malikdirlor. Onlar xastonin ogyalar ilo birbasa tomasda oldugda, hatta hava
vasitosilo yayilirlar. Sonralar, sonaye inqilabt dovrindo (XVI-XVIII asrds) epidimiologiyanin
sarbast tibb elmina ¢evrilmasinda rol oynayan tobiot elminds yerins yetirilon elmi iglorin say1 artdi
(Agayev, Xolofli, Tagiyeva, 2022: 24). Homin dovrdo yaranmis olverigli sorait yeni bir elmin -
bakteriologiyanin meydana galmasing, bu da 6z novbasinds biitiin tibb elminin, eloco do yoluxucu
xastoliklorlo miibarizo sahasindo elmi vo tocriibi foaliyyot imkanina malik bir elmin —
epidemiologiyanin toraqqisine tokan verdi. O dovriin alimlori arasinda yoluxucu xastaliklarlin tabio-
tini izah edan biri-birino zidd iki fikir torofdarlart mévcud idi: 1) miazmatiklor, 2) kontagionistlor.

Birincilor (miazmatiklor) hesab edirlor ki, epidemiyanin amalo golmosi iglimdon asili olan
atmosferin «epidemik konstitusiyalarminin dayismasindon asilidir. Miioyyan soraitlordo «zararli
baslangic» (miazmalar) torpaqda artir, havaya yayilaraq insanlari yoluxdurur vo xastolik omolo
gatirirlar. Tobabotds bu istiqamatin torafdari mashur ingilis hokimi Tomas Saydenham (1524-1689)
idi. O, yoluxucu xastaliklorin miialicasi ilo masgul olarkon qizilca, goyoskiirak, tobii ¢igok, vaba,
skarlatina, malyariya va basqa yoluxucu xastoliklorin genis tosvirini vermisdir (Agayev, Xolofli,
Tagiyeva, 2020: 122). Saydenxam «Epidemik konstitusiya» vo ya miazmatik-kontagioz
nozariyyads (1624-1639) gostormisdir ki, epidemik xastaliklori toradon «baslangicy» amil ¢liriiyan
maddalords amalo galir. Bu nazariyys «mikroblarin 6zbasina yaranmasi» haqqinda olan baxislarla
birlikdo vo epidemiyalarin «konstitusional» tobiotini etiraf edon «epidemik konstitusiya»
nozoariyyasini tamamlayaraq xostoliklorin yaranmasinda, yoluxmus soxslor vo ¢irkli ogyalar
vasitoasilo otiirtilmoasinds onlarin rolunu tosdiq etmisdir. Miazmatik kontagioz nozariyya XIX asrin
sonuna godar hokm siirmiisdiir.

Ikincilorin (kontagionistlor) fikrinca, xoastolik xastonin badoninds artan «kontagiya» va Xarici
miihito ifraz olunan canlilar (kontagiyalar) torafindon toradilir. Bu fikrin miollifi gorkomli rus
hokimi Danilo Samoylovig idi (1744-1805).

Epidemiologiyanin inkisafinda ingilis hokimi E.Cenner (1749-1823) torafindan inok ¢icayi ilo
insanlarin peyvond edilmasi faktinin bdyiik kdmayi oldu. Bununla yanas1t XIX asrin ikinci yarisinda

Bu
miivaffagiyyatlor XX asrin gérkemli alimlarindon olan D.K.Zabolotn1 (1866-1929), L.V.Qromasevski
(1887-1980), V.A.Basenin (1882-1978), Y.N.Pavlovskinin (1884-1969) apardig: isloarin noticasinda
qazanilmigdir. D.K.Zabolotn1 sovet epidemiologiyasinin banisidir, ilk «Epidemiologiyanin ssaslari»
(1927) kitabinin musllifidir. Epidemiologiyanin sonraki inkisafi bir ne¢o onilliklor orzinds 3 moktobin
rohbarlari L.V.Qromasevski, V.A.Basenin va Y.N.Pavlovskinin adlar1 il baghdir (Osipov, 2004: 56).

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Challenges of teaching english in rural areas

Abstract

Nearly all the schools in Azerbaijan teach English, even those in the country's rural areas, which
is crucial to the country's educational system. Therefore, it appears that the educator, students, and
facilities are related to the challenges in rural locations. Therefore, the purpose of this essay is to (1)
identify the difficulties faced by teachers when instructing English in rural areas and (2) discuss the
contributing causes. According to the findings, teachers faced several difficulties related to student
motivation, the curriculum, teaching materials and media, student competency, teacher
development, and parental support. Furthermore, this research will aid in the professional
development of rural teachers.

Introduction

In today’s society, English has become the international language which is being widely used all
over the world as it serves the language of business, language of diplomacy, language of science
and technology and language of finance and commerce in this era of globalization. In view of the
growing importance of English, learning English is definitely essential in order to explore
knowledge globally and to improve one’s competencies in the globalizing world. English is
perceived to be very crucial not only for future study and employment, but also to boost one’s
confidence and widen their social circle through communication with the global citizens (Zefran,
2020: 27). Therefore, it is utmost important for learners or students to be aware of the significance
of learning and mastering the language of international communication to expose themselves to
more opportunities, upgrade their social mobility and increase their competitiveness in facing the
globalizing world. In order to increase English Language competence among students, it is
imperative to note that English Language teachers play a crucial role in increasing students’
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awareness about the significance of learning English as well as giving them guidance, motivation
and encouragement along their language learning journey.

Teaching English as a Foreign Language (TEFL) is the practice of teaching English to students
who do not speak English as their first language. TEFL is often taught in the student's own country,
either in the public school system or in private schools. TEFL teachers might be native or non-
native English speakers. The end objective of English courses in schools is to prepare students to
speak English in the age of globalization. For the time being, teaching English is more than a
commodity since English is recognized as a global communication tool. Teachers are also
characterized as professionals who can give students knowledge that will help them grow,
recognize, and gain abilities that will assist them to face future obstacles.

Rural is defined as an area marked by isolation in several ways, including significant distance
from cities, services, and low population density. Furthermore, du Plessis (Plessis, 2014: 56)
mentions several regional characteristics rural areas according to UNESCO 2005, such as rural
distances that are generally far from urban centers; unsupportive topographical conditions, such as
road conditions, bridges, and so on; access to various information technologies is very limited; and
transportation infrastructures such as buses, taxis; access to services and facilities such as
electricity, water, sanitation; health, education, and so on. Rural regions are distinguished by
common living conditions, lifestyles, and cultural trends. The characteristics (cultural and natural
heritage) that have been so carefully maintained in the countryside are being passed on to a modern
and highly urbanized individualistic culture. As a result, rural regions as a location to live are
becoming increasingly appealing to the metropolitan population. Another characteristic
fundamental feature of rural regions is that they are remote from cities and have traditional
agricultural management. When considering rural development, difficult access to quality
education, healthcare, and other important services becomes an unsolved issue.

Shikalepo (Shikalepo, 2019: 83) state that some challenges faced by teachers in rural area. For
example, teachers do not have enough time, limited teachers training and teaching
technique/strategy in teaching English, there is a dearth of educated and competent English
teachers, and there are insufficient facilities. Teacher training also constituted a danger to teaching
student teachers about place-based challenges in rural surroundings, as the majority of students
graduating from teacher training institutes are insufficiently taught and equipped to live and teach in
rural regions. It can be observed that in many countries, improving teacher training and reforming
the rural education curriculum has become a basic strategy to rural education reform.

The shortage of English Language teachers has always been a persistent problem faced in
English Language education in rural schools. Many English Language teachers are reluctant to
teach in rural schools due to several reasons such as low welfare and being underpaid. The lack of
English Language teachers in rural schools has caused teachers who are not expert in English resort
to teaching English. Their lack of profession and experience in teaching English has negatively
impacted the academic performance of English Language among rural students. It is noteworthy
that many English Language teachers in rural schools struggle to teach English given their lack of
quality and professional trainings. One of the main obstacles pertaining to insufficient professional
development among English Language teachers is the inability to use effective teaching strategies,
methods or approaches in teaching English to rural students which is liable for rural students’
limited competence in English Language. Without the knowledge and skills regarding to lesson
preparation and teaching methodologies, it is deemed difficult and challenging to teach English to
rural students especially when it comes to teaching the four English Language skills (Milon, 2016:
32).

English Language education in rural settings is characterized as disadvantaged due to
inadequate facilities and infrastructure to support teaching and learning of English Language.
According to Garder (Garder, 2006: 182), some rural schools are supplied with basic facilities and
equipment but they could not be fully utilized given the challenges in accessing to electricity. Other
than that, it is found that many facilities and equipment in rural schools are in poor condition or can
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no longer be used. In addition to that, the lack of internet access has been one of the prominent
issues faced by English Language teachers in English Language education which amounts to
difficulties in getting access to various kinds of interesting teaching and learning materials. The
shortage of teaching aids and instructional materials has posed a great challenge to enhancing the
process of English Language teaching and learning. For example, the shortage of English books and
materials. Many English textbooks or printed books are the old editions which are not related to the
current English curriculum. The lack of supports from schools and administrators in providing
necessary teaching resources has also significantly slackened English Language teachers’
motivation in teaching English and affected the efficiency and efficacy of English Language
education in rural settings.

Rural schools should not be deprived of offering quality English education due to the global
expansion of languages. The need for English for rural students in order to excel in life and stay up
with technological advancements. English language educational facilities in rural areas continue to
be a challenge for English teachers to satisfy the expectations of the curriculum. The curriculum
idea is extremely difficult to implement in the classroom. This is owing to the students' poor health
and insufficient facilities to facilitate its implementation. According to the interviews, English
teachers believe that their schools' facilities/resources are insufficient to meet their demands. Their
teaching and learning processes are sometimes hampered by inadequate facilities. One of the
schools visited for this investigation had only one book for teachers. When teachers assign
homework to students, they must rewrite the homework in their books. In the teaching and learning
process, this becomes a difficulty. Furthermore, based on the interview, a teacher at one school
believed that the information in the government-supplied book was inappropriate for rural schools.
He also stated that developing content was challenging owing to a lack of resources.

The issue of students’ limited competence in English is prevalent in rural areas which is
inevitably related to minimal language exposure (Brown, 2000: 56) and this would lead to countless
issues and challenges in teaching English among them. English Language is only used during
English lessons, but not outside the classroom and thus, rural students rarely get the opportunities to
practice the language in their daily life which results in low level of English proficiency among
rural students. Students are poor in mastering the four English Language skills: listening, speaking,
reading and writing. Besides that, students’ limited vocabulary mastery has rendered them to
difficulties to understand English Language. Moreover, rural students are also found to have
problems in pronouncing and memorizing English vocabularies. The strong first language
interference among rural students are liable for students’ appalling behavior towards English
Language which results in their lack of interest and motivation in learning English.

Based on the quotations, it is possible to deduce that English teachers experience challenges due
to their students' limited English vocabulary. This inhibits students' comprehension of the material
because vocabulary is essential for developing all language abilities. According to Quist (Quist,
1991: 128), vocabulary is one of the domains of knowledge in language that is highly essential for
the success of language learning since individuals cannot utilize the structure and function of
language without vocabulary. As a result, students' lack of vocabulary knowledge prevents them
from participating effectively in class.

Based on the statement above, it is apparent that good training is required for the development
of teaching abilities in order to become a creative and innovative teacher. English teachers found
themselves teaching English to students, particularly those from rural areas, without proper English
training. Teachers may struggle to properly implement teaching strategies if they simply have
minimal training in theory and practice. Teachers also face challenges when applying the theory
given during training to be applied to teaching and learning activities (Gardner, 1985: 376).

It has also been a great concern over the lack of parental support in English Language education
in rural areas. It is believed that parents’ educational background has an impact on their children’s
English Language education in rural schools. Many rural parents are not educated and therefore,
they are not acquainted with the importance of learning English. Consequently, they are less
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supportive towards English Language education. Low socioeconomic status among rural families
has brought about poverty and financial difficulties, exacerbating the issue of English Language
education among rural students. Parents are found to be financially burdened to provide their
children with learning resources and educational materials which hinders the learning of English.
Owing to poor economic condition in many rural families, many parents do not have enough time
and motivation to supervise their children’s learning due to prolonged hour of working. Other than
that, the lack of parent-teacher communication has instigated parents to be unaware of their
children’s performance and attitude in schools (Cheng, Yunus, Mohamad, 2016: 226), making it
hard to monitor their children’s learning progress and behavior.

Conclusion

Since English is the foreign language to the people of Azerbaijan, students of our country find it
complex task in their education. It is a matter of great sorrow that effective implementation of
English curriculum is still far away. Especially in rural areas of Azerbaijan, English is yet the matter
of fear for students. Urban students are comparatively adroit in English language because school
teachers are skilled in English language teaching and they get support from parents and house
tutors. But in rural areas, most of the parents are not educated and unable to spend money for
private tutor. If teachers become qualified and conscious to teach students, it will be helpful for
rural students to learn English effectively. To emancipate the fear of English language learning
among the rural students and to achieve the curriculum goals and objectives, government and non-
government organization, whose are trying to improve English language skills of area students,
should take some short and long terms plan by considering existent condition of English language
learning and the prevailing problems which are hindrances for implementing English curriculum.

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In english for special purposes teaching and learning vocabulary

Abstract
The purpose of this article is to analyze importance of teaching and learning vocabulary in
English for Special Purposes (ESP). Vocabulary is an integral part of any training. In order to
develop students' communication skills, language teachers should encourage them to learn as many
words as possible. Vocabulary should be based on a well-planned curriculum and taught regularly.
Keywords: teaching and learning english, teaching vocabulary, english teachers, english for
specific purposes

Introduction

English is the international business and communication language, which shows how crucial it
is for those whose aim is to master this language well in order to improve all of their language
skills. ESP is a language teaching approach that addresses the needs of certain learners. The main
goal of an ESP teacher is to design suitable courses for different learners whose goal is to be able to
use English both in communication with foreign partners in the professional field and in real
situations. VVocabulary is one of the most important aspects of language teaching/learning that leads
to achieve the mentioned aim above. If students have enough word knowledge, they can understand
the text they are reading, the words they are listening. It is said by Ashley G., that “for many, lack
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of vocabulary knowledge could be a reason that students are not able to access the meaning of a
text” (Ashley, 2018: 56).

Learning language is not just about learning its grammar but rather about learning vocabulary
and using it properly for communicative purposes. “Without grammar very little can be conveyed,
without vocabulary nothing can be conveyed” (Wilkins, 1972: 56). For this reason, English
language teachers should give vocabulary a high profile in the syllabus and in classroom activities
so that students can understand its importance.

Teaching vocabulary in ESP is becoming a challenge for English language teachers. It is
important to carefully identify what vocabulary will be decided for teaching and what techniques or
activities will be used to teach to the students.

Technical vocabulary is a group of specialized vocabulary in a specific area. These groups of
specialized vocabulary have specific definitions within the area, and their meaning does not have to
be the same as their meaning in common use. In this context, teaching and learning of technical
vocabulary is of high importance for the students of technical fields. Difficulties faced by the
teachers in teaching vocabulary include: in designing and determining the English materials that
appropriate to the curriculum, in explaining the vocabulary materials for students, and in evaluating
assessment of process and result in teaching English vocabulary. The cause of the difficulty
concerning in designing and determining the English materials that appropriate to the curriculum is
that many students who haven’t yet received English from school. Besides, the cause of the
difficulty concerning in explaining the vocabulary materials for students is that most of students are
lazy to find difficult words in the dictionary. The last, the cause of the difficulty concerning in
evaluating assessment of process and result in teaching English vocabulary is the lack of the
students’ activeness and confidence in learning English process. Teachers must help the learner
become familiar with ESP collocations, and such familiarity will develop best when the learner is
consciously aware of this tendency of words to go together (Lewis, 1993: 64). Beltran tried to
investigate some problems in teaching vocabulary such as incapability to find incorrect
vocabulary that has been taught, using vocabulary in a meaningless way, incorrect use of
dictionary, incorrect use of grammatical form, spelling, pronunciation, or stress. Thus, she
suggested that teachers need to select the words carefully, and think how they are going to lead their
students to an understanding. Further, she stated that students™ own process of learning should be
considered in order to make learning effectively. Meanwhile, Hiebert and Kamil (2005) pointed out
four main issues in vocabulary teaching such as the number of words that should be taught, the
particular words that should be taught, the vocabulary learning of two groups of students (English-
Language Learners and potentially at-risk students); and the role of independent reading in
vocabulary learning. Sedita (2005) tried to highlight some problems encountered by English
teachers in developing sufficient vocabulary in school (e.g. some types of students that became
challenge to successful vocabulary development). The challenge seemed to happen if the students
are lack of knowledge of English (Lewis, 1997).

Difficulties faced by the students in learning vocabulary are based on the Gabriel Fredi
Daar STIKES Santu Paulus Ruteng’s study to Students of Nursing STIKES Santu Paulus Ruteng
in 2016. Through the study, the obstacles found are the following: 1. Having lack of interest in
learning English Students possess lack of interest in learning to speak English. This factor makes
them reluctant to learn. It as well disturbs the students learning focus. When it appears the they 2.
The study was conducted qualitatively to 10 students of Nursing Unika Santu Paulus Ruteng in
2016, 5 tend to change their attention to other subjects which are more attractive according their
concepts. The emergence of being interested in learning certain subjects is determined by who are
in charge for teaching and how she or he teaches (Penny, 1996). The study revealed that the
students carry out certain concept of learning to speak English. According their view, English is
difficult to learn. This view then influences their learning style which is supposed to help them
facilitate learning success, and they are not interested in learning to speak English for this reason. 2.
Lack of learning motivation. The study presents a data that a majority of students are less motivated
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to practice speaking in English out of the class. One of the basic reasons is that the students have
less time to learn English, and it happens because they spend more time learning other subjects
given by other lecturers. Khan (Khan, 2016: 158) through his study found the absence of many
required needs for learning makes students look not to be motivated. It emphasizes upon the need of
creating motivation among students. Students need a lot of things in learning. It is important to
know what they need and how to fulfill their needs. Getting students to do various kinds of
homework, such as written exercise or composition is one of the best ways to encourage students’
autonomy. However, it will reduce the students’ motivation if it is given at the same time when they
have to complete other tasks. 3. Having lack of basic knowledge and vocabulary mastery, having
lack of basic knowledge and vocabulary mastery reduces the students learning motivation and
interest. Since 6 they tend to focus on achieving main competency, they seem to be careless to learn
English. The intensity of learning changed hinders the mastery of vocabulary that should be learned
and understood by the students. This factor causes further problem is that students find difficulties
to understand English materials learnt. It deals with the complexity of English language either its
semantic aspect, pronunciation or its sentence structure. 4. Having lack of self confident to speak
Students have lack of self confident to speak English. They seem to be under pressure and feeling
nervous when they try to practice speaking. It causes losing of time to practice and being fear to
speak. Leo (Leo, 2013: 206) says students lose their self confident and will never try again if they
feel embarrassed, unappreciated, disappointed, frustrated, or being looked down by others or even
teachers. It will be worse if negative comments are given. Students then are losing opportunities to
try even though they have a good intention to possess English speaking ability. Implication these
obstacles should be considered as great problems that hinder the nurse student’s success in learning
to speak English. Multiple solutions are addressed, including administrative support, professional
development, curriculum, textbooks, media, and other literacy materials, home-school connections
and community support. Beyond these aspects, teachers as direct instructors can also provide
assistance in various ways such as understanding nurse students learning needs and learning goals,
broadly cooperating with students to facilitate practices, 7 using technology to facilitate their
learning success, and provide bilingual or transitional instruction (International Civil Aviation
Organization, 2003).

Enhancing vocabulary causes to developing overall language skills. Students who have a rich
vocabulary can freely express their thoughts and be involved in communication activities.
Moreover, they are able to catch the conversations much better. In other words, vocabulary is not a
target itself. A rich vocabulary assists the skills of reading, listening and speaking much easier to
perform. For this reason vocabulary should be seen as a solid foundation, in contrast with the other
language skills, but upon which to build the overall language proficiency. As Dudley-Evans and St
John show (Evans, John, 1997: 83), “the teaching of vocabulary in ESP follows similar general
principles to those in EGP”. When a teacher to decide which techniques and methods to introduce
new words, it is important for teachers to be familiar with their students, their proficiency as well as
their needs. Material selection should also be done in accordance with the class size and the
students’ personalities.

The most accessible method of learning a word is the use of word. Words are grouped according
to their meaning, which helps to remember more easily. Teachers can also develop collection of
technical texts. Students are motivated to learn words in context, not as individual words.
Demonstrating students how words function in large contexts offered by authentic texts rather than
in isolated vocabulary drills leads to vocabulary learning. Getting students actively involved in
using word meanings and creating all kinds of relationships among them is essential to practice and
boost English vocabulary.

Presenting new vocabulary is possible by different ways if it is adapted to the students ‘age and
needs.

Ways to present vocabulary (10)

There are lots of ways of getting across the meaning of a lexical item.
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e |llustration
This is very useful for more concrete words (dog, rain, tall) and for visual learners. It has its limits
though, not all items can be drawn.

e Mime
This lends itself particularly well to action verbs and it can be fun and memorable.

e Synonyms/Antonyms/Gradable items

Using the words a student already knows can be effective for getting meaning across.

e Definition
Make sure that it is clear (maybe check in a learner dictionary before the lesson if you are not
confident). Remember to ask questions to check they have understood properly.

e Translation
If you know the students' L1, then it is fast and efficient. Remember that not every word has a direct
translation.

e Context
Think of a clear context when the word is used and either describe it to the students or give them
example sentences to clarify meaning further.

Again which you choose will depend on the item you are presenting. Some are more suitable for
particular words. Often a combination of techniques can be both helpful and memorable

Alternative ways of teaching vocabulary

« Give your students a few items of vocabulary and tell them to find the meaning, pronunciation
and write an example sentence with the word in. They can then teach each other in groups.

« Prepare worksheets and ask your students to match words to definitions.

e Ask students to classify a group of words into different categories. For example, a list of
transport words into air/sea/land.

 Ask students to find new vocabulary from reading homework and teach the other students in
the class.

Other things to consider

« Review the vocabulary you teach through a game or activity and encourage your students to
do the same at home

« Encourage autonomy in your learners. Tell them to read, watch films, listen to songs etc and
note the useful words

« Have a section of your board for vocabulary items that come up as you are teaching. Use
different colours for the word / the phonemics / the prepositions / the part of speech

« Itis a good idea to teach/learn words with associated meanings together

« Encourage your students to purchase a good dictionary and use class time to highlight the
benefits of one

 Teach your students the grammatical names for the parts of speech and the phonemic script

« Always keep a good dictionary by your side in case a student asks about a word you don't
know

« If you don't and have never heard of the word, tell the student you will check and get back to
them. Do get back to them

« Give extra examples sentences to the students if they are unsure and encourage them to write
the word in an example sentence (maybe for homework)

Further, she stated that students “own process of learning should be considered in order on
students” needs, levels, and educational backgrounds.

In addition to ways mentioned above in learning vocabulary, recently, movies and videos have
been suggested to become integral parts of the curriculum as they proved to improve language skills
(‘Yaseen, Shakir, 2015: 154). The literature has documented the positive effects of integrating
videos in English classes. Kusumarasdyati (2004) highlighted that they effectively motivate learners
and stimulate their imagination. In the Saudi context, Kabooha (2016) reported the positive attitudes
of both Saudi English as a foreign language (EFL) learners and teachers towards the integration of
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English Youtube videos in their classes to develop students™ language skills. Similarly, Yaseen &
Shakir (2015) investigated the relationship between effective learning and students” movie
preferences. The 20 students from Iragi school at Kuala Lumpur-Malaysia revealed that they
preferred to have Arabic subtitles to help them learn vocabulary while watching the movies. To
support the use of subtitles, Zhu et al (2017) used VIVO movies for vocabulary learning and
confirmed its advantage over the dictionary by a 30% increase in vocabulary retention (Hutchinson,
Waters, 1987). Moreover, Kurts and Bensen™s (Kurt, Bensen, 2017) study reported that the
practice of Vine videos improved participants' vocabulary. The results of the post-test and the
content analysis of the semi-structured interviews revealed that participants™ enjoyed the experience
and were motivated.

Conclusion

In conclusion, vocabulary is a very important part of a language. The teachers’ responsibility is
to follow different approaches and techniques suggested by researchers in this field and try to
encourage the students to grab vocabulary as easy as possible for the students. | definitely support
that words should not be taught as isolated items but in context for later use in conversation. It has
been offered that the lexical approach is very suitable in teaching ESP vocabulary which is more
complex and requires more attention and time to learn because it involves technical content.

If we take all the things mentioned above into consideration, it can be clearly concluded that
why and how ESP vocabulary is important to teach vocabulary. Some of the factors required for the
efficient and successful building of ESP vocabulary are: motivation on the part of the learners,
continuous subject to authentic materials, and the implementation of good techniques that make this
activity amusing and motivate continuous learning.

We can group the
psychological factor itself in several ways. In this article, I will try to clarify the age factor in
learning and mastering a second language.

Introduction

Language is such a field of activity for a person that without it, it is impossible to imagine the
existence of a person as a social, sociological being. A mute person turns from being a social being
into a biological being.

The term 'second language' is often used interchangeably with that of 'foreign language'.

The time when a learner begins to learn a language has an important influence on the outcome
of language acquisition. Therefore, Consequently, the age of onset has become a central topic in
linguistics. In the field of second language acquisition through immigration studies, researchers
have found that the language level of immigrants arriving in the destination country in childhood is
generally higher than that of immigrants who arrive in the destination country as adults and their
language level is closer to that of native speakers with weaker foreign language accents. Therefore,
from the ultimate achievement of second language acquisition, early learners are considered to have
in comparable advantages over late learners (Potdevin, 2023: 7).
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One of the demands of our modern times is not to be satisfied with the mother tongue and to try to
learn a new language at every age. Discussing the social psychological aspects of second language
learning, R.Gardner proposes to study several areas that influence learning such a language.

There are several reasons for learning a foreign language:

1. Internal reasons: a person is interested in learning a foreign language, enjoys it and uses the
foreign language he learns.

2. Instrumental reasons: the interests and benefits of learning a foreign language at a good level,
such as career advancement and continued higher education.

3. Integrative reasons: acquiring the culture of another region or country by learning a foreign
language Thoughts express the content of the human psyche and human relationships, which are
becoming more and more complicated and updated (Veysalli, 2007: 87).

In the 21st century, knowing 2 or more languages has already become a requirement of the time.
But while learning a new language, we face various difficulties. The phenomenon of cross-
linguistic interference manifests itself in all aspects of language. It has a negative effect on the
formation of new habits, and slows it down. This is called interference. For example, if a person
who acquires a new language habit encounters difficulties when acquiring a second language habit,
when switching from the first language to the second language, this is a case of cross-linguistic
negative transfer or interference. Although it is easy to teach the language to young children, at a
young age, mostly students have difficulty with English pronunciation when they are learning
English for the first time. It is known from psychological studies that the mother tongue always
plays a key role in acquiring a second language. It is for this reason that difficulties arise in learning
unfamiliar sounds. However, the age factor also shows itself here (Veysalli, 2007: 98).

Learning and mastering a foreign language should be started from an early age. Linguists and
teachers say that teaching a foreign language will help a child's cognitive development at a young
age. It is a fact that children learn a second language easier and faster than adults and have intuitive
language skills. According to a study of children who came to the United States to live permanently
from other countries, 68% of children between the ages of 1 and 6 speak the language without
problems. It was found that 7% of children between 10-13 years of age speak without problems. For
this reason, foreign language education should begin at an early age. G.T.Kumkale says that
children learn a foreign language faster than adults, this is scientifically and practically proven. By
the age of 5, children have successfully acquired the ability to use their language according to
grammatical rules. This period is the most suitable period for children to start learning a foreign
language. In other words, the child should be given oral foreign language education from the age of
4. Because the child's brain is still flexible, open to innovation, suitable for learning and accepting
different language systems (Ozmat, 2017: 34).

According to Krashen, language development in children begins at the age of 2 and this stage of
development continues until the teenage years. Communication through language forms the basis of
cognitive development. However, if there is no proper cooperation between school, family and
environment during language learning, during these critical periods of children, great problems can
arise in language teaching. Concentration of voluntary attention on the sound, control of the
semantic impact of its intensity also depends on the continuity of attention. Thus, the acquisition of
skills and habits and their automation is also a process related to attention. Continuity of attention
has a positive effect on the quality of perceived material and plays a special role in teaching a
foreign language (Stephen, 1973, 65). According to the “critical period” hypothesis proposed in the
1960s, the period up to adolescence is considered a critical period in second language learning.
According to research, as the human brain develops and grows, the functions of the two
hemispheres of the brain also separate. This is called "laterization". The right hemisphere completes
its development first and controls emotional and social needs (Al-Harbi, 2020: 69-73).

The left hemisphere is responsible for analytical and coherent thinking. Language learning
functions are also controlled by the left hemisphere of the brain. It is claimed that laterization
begins at the age of 2 years and is completed during adolescence (Potdevin, 2023: 65).
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Before the age of 6-7, which is called the critical or sensitive period, individuals are still in the
acquisition, not the learning, stage. Until the end of this acquisition stage, that is, until the brain
matures and the cognitive mechanisms are ready for the learning stage, they have the ability to learn
the languages they come into contact with naturally and therefore in a time similar to the process of
acquiring the mother tongue. This situation, depending on language ability, is valid for both mother
tongue and foreign languages.

The psychological study of the information bases of the foreign language material resulting in
understanding and the thinking process shows that in order to activate thinking through
understanding, it is necessary to pair two things (for example, antinomies, antonyms, paradoxes)
and include the thought process.

According to Piaget, the average age of seven for children is a certain turning point in their
mental development. During this period, consciousness and ability develop. However, children's
skills and abilities change day by day. For example, there is a big difference between 3- and 5-year-
old children, and an effective teaching process is possible only if these differences are taken into
account. "Teaching children a foreign language, of course, requires a good knowledge of language
teaching methods, in addition to having a solid knowledge of children. The attention directed to
children should be in accordance with their abilities at a certain age and the characteristics of their
relationship with the social and cultural environment. Children's cognitive, affective, language, and
biological development stages have been studied by many researchers and stated that they are
formed in this age period.

Piaget divides the period of development in children from 0 to 12 years into four main periods:
Affective Motor Period, Pre-Operational Period, Concrete Operations Period, Abstract Operations
Period (Veysalli, 2007: 98). Scientific novelty of the article. The article can be used to eliminate the
difficulties in children's foreign language learning, and to study the socio-psychological problems
that arise when learning a new language. Looking at these periods in general, during the effective
motor period corresponding to the age of 0-2, the baby perceives and recognizes the environment
only with the actions, feelings, and emotions that he can do. He gets acquainted with the sounds of
the language he hears around him, first he notes it passively and gradually he begins to use the
language. Between the ages of 2 and 7, pre-operational children fully master their native language
and gain symbolic reasoning skills, meaning they can think based on words or symbols. They
understand and learn about the main moment. Imagination develops. However, they can only think
concretely, and truths exist for them to the extent that they experience them. They have an
egocentric mindset. Towards the end of the period, they gradually move away from this egocentric
way of thinking, children between the ages of 6-12, who are in the concrete operational period, are
interested in and understand the truths outside their own lives through experiments.

At this age, the perception process plays a key role in the development of speech activity.
Accuracy and detailing of perception, selectivity in memory, and productivity in thinking processes
are carried out by the guardian of attention. After long-lasting exposure to the same stimulus,
retardation occurs, the law of negative induction in the cerebral hemispheres leads to a weakening
of attention. If there is no continuity of attention on any object, then it is impossible to form skills
and habits. If it is difficult to achieve the continuity of attention at the beginning of learning a
foreign language, as the age increases, it becomes easier to keep this task under control (Abstracts
of the republican scientific conference on "Actual problems of teaching foreign languages, 2018:
87).

The article explains a number of factors that affect the learning of a foreign language in modern
times. Interlingual interference, which makes it difficult to learn a new language, manifests itself at
any age. Starting to learn a second language at an early age, in addition to fully mastering the
language, has a positive effect on the development of the individual, the strengthening of memory,
more comfortable distribution of attention. According to research, those who learn a foreign
language at an early age, without hesitation, are formed faster than their peers with thinking, visual
perception and other cognitive processes. One of the main points to be considered during this period
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is that the family and social environment should motivate new language learners, support them
when speaking in violation of language norms, and not allow them to isolate themselves from
society (7).

Conclusion

The scope of the social psychology of second language acquisition has grown from initial
attempts to explain second language competence on the basis of individual difference variables.
This evolution is particularly evident with respect to four related aspects of the field. First,
applications of the original framework generated by Gardner and Lambert (1959) have been made
to languages other than French. Although some of the results quoted herein are at variance with the
theory, most confirm the fundamental importance of motivation and affective predispoations toward
the second language group (Gardner, 1985: 45).

Therefore,
to increase the competitiveness of companies providing services in the tourism market, they should
have a website, advertise their products and services through social networking sites and mobile
phone applications, and use email as a communication channel with business partners and
customers.

Researchers often overlook information resources when analyzing digital marketing's role in the
hotel industry, yet they are crucial in implementing any marketing strategy. With evolving
consumer preferences due to increased connectivity and the desire for personalized experiences,
marketing strategies need to be finely tuned to various target segments. Digital marketing
extensively leverages the Internet, ICT, and information resources.
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Hotels must pinpoint specific market segments to optimize marketing efforts. Market research
and data analysis are crucial to identify the most relevant segments. Implementing a digital
marketing strategy requires clearly defined goals, an appropriate structural division, and functional
capabilities.

Implementing digital marketing in the tourism sector considers factors like personal skills,
resources, corporate culture, organization structure and size, necessary costs, country's
infrastructure, and the overall market situation (EI-Gohary, 2012: 1256-1269).

Appropriate finances are vital for effective marketing strategies in hotels, covering advertising,
promotions, market research, tech infrastructure, and talent acquisition. Limited funds can impede
comprehensive marketing plans. The successful implementation of marketing strategies also
requires a skilled workforce with a thorough understanding of the brand and marketing goals.
Training programs can further enhance this.

Yet, a critical factor often overlooked is the manager's role in implementing the digital
marketing strategy. The manager's attitude can decisively influence the outcomes. Even with
resource constraints, a manager with a broad vision can find ways to achieve the goals, such as
securing additional finances or hiring specialists. Hence, the most important factor for
implementing a digital marketing strategy is the manager's intent and broad vision.

Research shows a positive trend in adopting digital marketing strategies in hotels over the past
decade, leading to increased competitiveness. This finding is also supported by research on the
Greek tourism industry, indicating that digital marketing boosts the income of hospitality
businesses, enhancing social welfare (Pitoska, 2013: 335-344).

In today's digital age, a customer-centric approach and marketing strategies primarily leverage
digital platforms. Customers, particularly in the hospitality industry, are receptive to technology and
innovation, using it extensively to gather information and make decisions. They are eager to
understand service levels and how hotel brands prioritize satisfaction using online resources.

Hotel firms must explore, select, and implement digital solutions promptly to maximize
customer satisfaction and partner approval. Digital marketing tools provide convenience for
customers and new opportunities for hotels, allowing customers to easily compare offers.
Customers can freely search for information, compare services, and directly contact the hotel if
necessary. This benefits both the hotel and the customer by helping hotels promote to identified
segments and enabling customers to choose the appropriate hotel and service level (Starkov, 2019).

The global COVID-19 pandemic that began in 2019 has dramatically altered many aspects of
life. Countries affected by COVID-19 implemented serious lockdown measures to control the
spread of the virus. This led businesses and organizations worldwide to operate under these
restrictions, disrupting organizations and creating complex challenges for their operations (Ciotti,
Ciccozzi, Terrinoni, Jiang, Wang, Bernardini, 2020: 365-388).

The coronavirus (COVID-19) has significantly impacted the hospitality industry, with effects
rippling into related sectors. For instance, restrictions on transportation led to decreased travel,
resulting in a decline in the hospitality sector (Sorrells, 2020).

Hotels segment their market based on factors like demographics, behavior, and location to
understand customer needs and create tailored marketing strategies.

They must choose the most attractive segments to target based on size, growth potential,
profitability, and alignment with the hotel's resources. This allows efficient allocation of marketing
resources and customization of offerings to chosen segments.

Positioning involves differentiating the hotel from competitors, developing a unique value
proposition that resonates with targeted segments.

A strategic STP approach enables hotels to refine their marketing strategies, develop targeted
messages, create relevant offers, and establish a clear brand identity, giving them a competitive
edge in the market.
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Executing a customer-centric strategy in the hospitality industry is complex and requires
establishing partnerships with various organizations like airlines, restaurant chains, and travel
agencies for competitiveness and high returns.

Platforms like Airbnb, operating since 2008, showcase accommodations and services of various
hospitality companies, earning a commission on each booking.

One challenge lies in providing potential customers with a digital experience to manage the
hotel's digital marketing strategy. To address this, Airbnb employs systems like the "Airbnb Setup™
to simplify customer interaction and provide excellent service from the first reservation (10).

Customers can also use the ALL WeChat Mini-Program for added
convenience. Accor's chief executive officer in Greater China, Gary Rosen, stated the program aims to
satisfy members with high-quality hospitality and encourage unlimited leisure and vacation time (11).

Effective marketing in the hotel industry involves both digital and traditional tools. While the
internet and digital platforms offer new ways to reach customers, they don't replace internal
systems. It's crucial for hotels to monitor their online reputation due to the significant influence of
customer reviews on booking decisions.

Key principles of successful marketing in this industry include studying customer behavior,
developing a long-term flexible policy, and analyzing results. Although similar to traditional
marketing, these principles are adapted to the high-tech, innovative environment of today's
hospitality sector.

While digital marketing strategies are essential given the wide use of digital platforms by
customers, traditional marketing still retains its relevance and is used in a synthesized manner
depending on target markets and effectiveness. Some traditional methods are even adapted into new
forms for digital marketing use.

Among the listed concepts, it is possible to identify those that have a precise
definition and more precisely in terms of the degree of accuracy of their semantic content. Thus, it
is possible to clearly see the indicated principles and fields. Theticle provides information about
upbringing, education, training and the relevant principles of these concepts, which are the main
concepts of the science of pedagogy and are definitely used in the human yard.

Introduction

Since the beginning of the society, the older generation took care of the education of the
younger generation and tried to transfer the social historical experience to the younger generation,
preparing it for work and life. The development of social life was spent on the generalization of that
experience in the form of special knowledge and skills, and the creation of the science of pedagogy.
The science of pedagogy studies the laws and regularities of a person’s training, upbringing, and
education from the day he was born to the age of youth and adulthood. Therefore, the research
object of pedagogic science is a person, and its subject is its education, training, and education. In
the process of education, the young generation acquires certain knowledge, work skills and habits.
Adopts the norms and rules of behavior that are in accordance with the society’s requirements.
Every young generation faces 2 important tasks:

1. To master the knowledge and experience accumulated by the older generation and the history
of social development.

2. Preparing oneself for future life, enriching knowledge and comprehensive development is to
make All this can be achieved through education, training and upbringing.

Education is an ancient, eternal and ever-present very sacred duty of the human race. A person
is not born ready with knowledge, skills and experience. A person acquires knowledge, skills and
experience through a long journey (Shorn, 2003). This path is the path of development, the path of
education, and at the same time the path of acquiring a scientific world view. In order to achieve
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development, separate sciences simultaneously teach, assimilate and annihilate the science of
pedagogy. The science of pedagogy has its own system of concepts.

It includes: pedagogical process, education, self-education, re-education, education, training,
personality development.

Pedagogical process is a unity of personality development processes together with education,
training, and education. That is, it is not a separate process, but a single process that serves the
same purpose.

Education is the process and result of purposeful formation, development of human personality.
Education, with all its organized and purposeful effects on a person, does not bypass its influence
on society, that is, on its social life.

Self-education is the process of a person working on himself in a purposeful and planned
manner and improving his personality (Makhmutov, 1972).

Basic pedagogical concepts: training, education and upbringing.

Pedagogy as a science has a special system of concepts. Training, education and upbringing,
which are the main pedagogical concepts, include the factors that are important in the
comprehensive preparation of society members for life, in acquiring knowledge, skills and
education, and in mastering the rules of social behavior.

Training is a mutual, purposeful, systematic and controlled activity of the teacher and students.
In the training process, knowledge, skills and habits are mastered and education, upbringing and
development of schools are carried out.

Education is the process of acquiring systematic knowledge, skills and habits, ways of thinking,
and it means purposefully preparing the growing generation for life, work and social life.

It is an organized and continuous process of forming positive qualities, inculcating exemplary
behavior habits, acquiring positive moral qualities in education-family and educational-educational
institutions (Alizad, Mahmudova, 2013). When raising a child, it is important to form him as a
useful and necessary person for society. Because from the day a person is born, a development
process characterized by qualitatively different anatomical, physiological, psychological and social
changes takes place, and in this development process, the child is trained, educated and brought up
under the influence of parents, teachers and other representatives of the public. The transmission of
such experience from generation to generation is called the process of personality development
(Agayev, Rzayeva, 2008). So, in order to raise a child, it is important to give him an education. All
kinds of educational processes are mastered and comprehensively shaped by training. Social
pedagogy has also developed as one of the main areas of pedagogy. “Social pedagogy” was first
proposed as a term by the German scientist A.Disterweg in the second half of the 19th century. This
concept was widely used only at the beginning of the 20th century. From the 80s and 90s of the
20th century, it began to gain special relevance. In Azerbaijan, many progressive people contributed
to the development of social pedagogy. In the middle of the 19th century, the press releases of
J.Mammadguluzade, R.Efendiyev, N.Narimanov and the publication of their works increased the
attention to the influence of the environment on the education and development of the child, the
socialization of personality and the role of social pedagogy in the Azerbaijani pedagogical thought.
They put forward the idea of combining the educational tasks of the school with the environment,
the involvement of the social environment in the child’s education, that is, the impossibility of
solving educational issues without the connection of the school with the environment (Podlasi,
2000: 41-43). Currently, social pedagogy has formed as one of the important fields of modern
pedagogy. To determine what social pedagogy studies and what issues it investigates, let’s recall the
definition of pedagogic science:

- pedagogy is a science that talks about the education of the growing generation;

- pedagogy is a science that deals with the issues of children’s education;

- pedagogy is a science that talks about the purpose, content, and effective ways of children’s
upbringing, education and training. Social pedagogy also studies these issues. Social pedagogy as a
field of science does not study social and pedagogical phenomena by itself, its phenomenology is
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made up of socio-pedagogical phenomena. Social pedagogy was formed at the junction of two
sciences — sociology and pedagogy. The solution of theoretical and methodological problems of
social pedagogy is directly related to pedagogy and sociology. Social pedagogy is a relatively
independent and new field of knowledge. It has its own subject and categories, research methods.
Social pedagogy is such a field of knowledge that by studying it:

Firstly, to hear what must and can happen in one or other circumstances in a person’s life;

- secondly, it is possible to create beneficial conditions for its development, to prevent “breaks”
in the process of its socialization.

— Thirdly, it is possible to reduce the effect of useless, unfavorable conditions in which a person
falls, the effect of undesiredness that occurs in the process of socialization of a person. Social
pedagogy studies the social education of a person, which is carried out almost throughout his life
(Yakimanskaya, 1979: 69-84). In modern times, the demand for social-pedagogical theory and
practice has increased, the role of social factors in the lives of children and individuals has
increased, and the number of children and adults who need social protection and social-pedagogical
help has increased. The object of social pedagogy is a whole system of social interactions,
interpersonal relations in the field of close human coverage. Many scientists believe that the object
of social pedagogy is a person, his socialization throughout his life and assistance in this process.
The purpose of social pedagogy is to create a basis for the individuality of the individual, the group
and its social formation, taking into account the sociocultural characteristics of the state and society
in which it lives. Uniqueness is the difference of one person (group) from another. This is the
difference in age, voluntary qualities, individual capabilities. The content of social pedagogy is
determined by its tasks. Each of these tasks reflects its content by indicating its directions. The tasks
of Social Pedagogy are explained as the sphere of activity and purpose. These tasks help to
understand its content. The tasks of social pedagogy can be divided into theoretical, practical and
educational in general directions (Ismikhanov, Valiyeva, 2013):

1) Studying the child’s situation in the family, school, street conflict stage;

2) Providing help to a child in difficulty and looking for options and ways to get out of the
crisis;

3) Analyzing the state of social upbringing that surrounds and affects the child in various social
fields;

4) Analyzing and summarizing positive experience in social pedagogy, dissemination and
promotion;

5) Directing the child’s activities to self-education, self-training, making his life and behavior
independent;

6) Different types of social educationresearching the problems, analyzing social pedagogues,
collectives, various pedagogical centers. In a word, the social-pedagogical issues of education and
upbringing, the analysis of the process of socialization and the process of personality formation, the
social-pedagogical problems of the socialization collective, the issues of communication and leisure
time, the typology of children and the differential approach, the social-pedagogical issues of family
education, the theory and methodology of social education, etc. The study of problems that are
particularly relevant today has a special place among its tasks (Babansky, 1982: 6-13).

Principles of social pedagogy.

“Principle” (Latin “principium”) is a Greek word that means basic, primary. In the social
pedagogical literature, the following principles of social pedagogy are distinguished:

The principle of naturalness. Man is a social being and functions and develops within the
framework of the laws of social nature. When he acts according to the requirements of these laws,
he achieves more success, otherwise his success decreases. The essence of the principle of
compatibility with nature is related to this, that is, it is necessary to develop a person within the
framework of the laws of social nature, taking into account his natural capabilities. As it is known,
every person is born with certain capabilities. These opportunities are unique and make up the
uniqueness of each person. In the process of social education, the social pedagogue should identify
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these natural possibilities, refer to the laws of development of those possibilities, and help their
development. This is what the principle of naturalness requires (Pasayev, Riistamov, 2002).

The principle of individual approach. This principle is based on accepting a person with all
his characteristics, qualities, skills and shortcomings. Man is an individual world in terms of the
totality of his relationships. Therefore, for the full realization of the development, upbringing and
individual social potential of each specific person, there should be special approaches in socio-
pedagogical activity. That is, in the process of socio-pedagogical activity, consideration of the
individual characteristics of the object should be taken into the foreg (Using new methods in
training, 2003).

The principle of humanism. “Humanism” is a system of views that sees the essence of man as
an individual with various rights. Every child has the right to study, develop interests and abilities,
assert himself in society, etc. Has rights. A social pedagogue should approach the child from this
perspective and create maximum conditions for him to get a good education, maximum
development of his interests and abilities, and self-affirmation. During the application of the
principle of humanism, certain concessions are allowed. This is done when working with children
who need special help. The essence of concessions is to show the child that he is not lonely and
helpless in life by being kind to him, and in this way to realize his full development and self-
affirmation (Mardanov, 2009).

The principle of a creative approach to personality. The social-pedagogical activity carried
out corresponds to the individual style of each social pedagogue. However, a social pedagogue
conducts social pedagogical work with different people in the course of his activity, and of course,
the pedagogical activity carried out by the same person is perceived differently by different people.
During social work with each person, social-pedagogical work should be created creatively so that
the object can properly master it. The creative activity of a social pedagogue has an individual
character. In practical activity, the teacher’s knowledge depends not only on his ability, but also on
his creative approach to people. It can be applied at the level that a social pedagogue can, but its
application to different people should be creative. It can be concluded that the result is determined
only by the pedagogical professionalism of the teacher. The higher the professionalism of the
specialist, the greater the chance for him to choose and implement the most optimal option of socio-
pedagogical activity. This principle takes into account the professional training and experience of
the social pedagogueproposes to buy (Hasanov, Bahmanova, 2009).

The principle of cultural compatibility. As a social being, a person lives in a specific culture
in the process of his life and activity, absorbs that culture, develops and is formed on this basis.
Along with culture, a person also acquires a mentality specific to the environment in which he
operates. Advancing this principle is also related to these subtleties of education. This principle was
first proposed by Disterverg. He attached great importance to taking into account the time when a
person was born and lived, including the area, in education. It is already an axiom that man is a
product of his time and the culture of this time (Huseynzade, 1997).

The principle of environmental consideration. The environment is the place where a person
realizes himself. That is, the level of human development directly depends on the environment. No
two people assimilate the same environment in the same way. Differences between people’s culture,
level of development and upbringing are caused by this. There are differences between the culture,
development and education level of people who grew up in different environments. Therefore, this
principle requires taking into accou process of social education. The principle of social conditioning
nt the role of the environment in the process of social education. The essence of this principle is the
consideration of the influence of the state structure, politics and social institutions of the state in the
process of personality formation. Education in each state is carried out in accordance with its socio-
pedagogical policy. The policy of our country is structured in such a way that every person has
social protection in a broad sense.
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The principle of interaction of the socio-pedagogical process with technologies. A social
pedagogue uses various technologies when working with people. These technologies are many and
varied. Each of them is important for social-pedagogical activity.

Conclusion
The effectiveness of social pedagogical activity depends on the correct choice of technology.
For the correct selection of technology, a social educator must understand the essence of the work
he will do, study his object in depth, and only then choose the technology. There is a close
interaction between these principles. None of them can determine the efficiency of socio-
pedagogical activity separately (Pedagogika, 1993).

Introduction

With the incessant advancement of communication technology, mass media has increasingly been
employed as a weapon to govern, guide, and exert control over society. Various components of social
order, spanning from garnering societal support to matters of warfare and even influencing thought
patterns, are substantially influenced by mass media channels. The efficacy of mass media in persuasion
and setting the agenda has, in turn, engendered power struggles revolving around ownership of these
channels. From the standpoint of those in power and holders of capital, the possession of mass media
resources has proven to be a crucial element in bolstering their legitimacy.

The development of internet technology, particularly the growing power of social media, serves
as a barrier to the monopoly and unrestrained influence of mass media. Due to its highly interactive
features, social media is widely used by the public as a replacement for traditional media and is seen
as a new weapon to break the tyranny of traditional media. By granting significant freedom to social
media, individuals, to some extent, cease to be mere recipients of mass communication and become
active participants in shaping the media landscape.

By possessing traditional mass media outlets, this segment of society is able to enhance its
power and legitimacy, attempting to overcome the discomfort caused by the privileged positions
disrupted by social media through alternative means. Consequently, the issue of establishing a
bridge between traditional media and social media comes to the forefront. The activities in
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traditional media are also reflected in social media, with dedicated social media accounts being
created, enabling those opposing traditional media to stay informed about ongoing developments.

Traditional media.

Approaches to traditional media can be categorized under two main headings. The first is the
critical theory that argues for the unlimited influence of media. According to critical theory, media
unilaterally directs the masses, deciding what, how, and to what extent they should think on their
behalf. The Frankfurt School, as well as the British cultural school and the political economy
approach, have contended that the media propagates the interests of political and commercial
powers, presenting them as the interests of the public, and aims to secure public consent for this
new formation. Presumably, all these approaches are based on mass communication theories
developed during World War 11, such as the hypodermic needle, stimulus-response theory, and
information theory. According to these pioneering approaches, the impact of mass media is
limitless, and individuals can only be passive recipients of media messages. Therefore, critical
theory argues that individuals will eventually adopt the messages sent by the media and give their
consent (©rdogan, ©lamdar, 2005: 59-67).

Liberal approaches to the media, particularly the Uses and Gratifications Approach, argue that
unlike critical theories, the media does not have the power to direct the audience; instead, it asserts
that individuals have control over the media. While approaches that advocate for the unlimited
power of the media focus on the question, "What does the media do to people?”, liberal approaches,
which argue for the limited power of the media, shift the focus to the question, "What do people do
with the media?" (Tekinalp, Uzun, 2009: 118).

The Uses and Gratifications Approach is based on the seminal study "Uses of Mass
Communication™ conducted by Blumler and Katz in 1974. This approach focuses on understanding
why individuals choose to use mass communication tools for specific purposes. It emphasizes that
the reasons behind the selection and utilization of media should be known and studied. By exploring
the motivations and gratifications sought by individuals in their media consumption, this approach
aims to gain insights into the role and effects of mass communication in fulfilling specific needs and
preferences (Blumler, Katz: 1974).

Therefore, the use of media by individuals is driven by three fundamental expectations.
Cognitive expectations are based on the individual's need to be aware of what is happening in their
surroundings. The second expectation involves meeting the individual's need to escape from the
stresses of daily life and seek entertainment. The third expectation is interpreted as the fulfillment of
psychological needs (Tekinalp, Uzun, 2009: 116).

Blumler and Katz highlight that even when individuals watch the same programs, the satisfaction
they experience from the content varies according to their needs. Consequently, they argue that
television, contrary to critical theory, is creative, free, and original (Fiske, 2003: 199-200).

In critical theory, the audience is often considered passive, but the Uses and Gratifications
Approach allows them to become active. Individuals can choose to follow or not follow the mass
communication tools according to their preferences and opinions. Therefore, the media does not
impose a worldview on the individual; instead, the individual has the freedom to choose what to
believe and can use their own intellect and questioning capacity to make those choices (9rdogan,
Olomdar, 2005: 61).

Contrary to the liberal view, critical theory argues that the media is a powerful weapon used to
manipulate the masses, and due to the ruthless use of this weapon by political authorities,
individuals have developed a personal bias against the media and have become distrustful of what
they see. In this period, social media has emerged as a new hope for individuals, providing a breath
of fresh air in an environment free from censorship (Tekinalp, Uzun, 2009: 117).

Traditional media producers, upon realizing the influence of social media, have chosen to
integrate traditional media with social media. In this context, traditional media producers have
started establishing connections between social networks (especially Facebook, YouTube, and
Twitter) and their broadcasts, engaging in cross-media storytelling processes. Cross-media
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storytelling refers to the reimagining of a story from its original format into another medium. It
involves the adaptation of stories presented in novel form in different mediums such as film,
television, and theater to reach a wider audience. This falls within the scope of cross-media
storytelling techniques, aiming to reach broader audiences (Scolari, 2009: 586-590).

Social media concept.

The digital communication and information channels that can be accessed and consumed
regardless of the user's location are defined as new media. Due to the increasing number of social
networking sites and the significant participation of individuals, new media has come to be referred
to as social media (Hennig, 2010: 312).

Social media has revolutionized the way individuals interact and share information by blurring
socio-economic, physical, and psychological boundaries, and creating a new structure where local
and global elements coexist (Gonenli, Hurmeric, 2012: 203).

The audience, which is the key determinant of content production on social media, has changed
the traditional media management and audience direction structure. The audience has transformed
from being a consumer to a prosumer. The concept of prosumer emphasizes the increased agency of
users in the media, combining the words "producer” and "consumer”. In other words, viewers/users
have become producers and creators of meaning in social media (Laughey, 2010: 66-67).

Characteristics of social media.

The key feature of social media is its high level of interactivity. Users have the ability to engage
with other users by commenting, sharing, and interacting on topics and areas of their interest. This
function transforms the one-way communication mode of traditional media into a two-way
interaction, allowing users to engage in conversations, discussions, and socialization through social
media platforms. Therefore, it can be said that social media structures that allow participation bring
about socialization and openness (Gonenli, Hurmeric, 2012: 215).

Social media is an important tool for individuals to come together and integrate because of its
structure that disregards characteristics such as race, religion, language, nationality, and geography.
In real-life social interactions, factors such as one's profession, income level, and educational
background can sometimes hinder socialization, leading to exclusion and marginalization.
However, social media allows individuals to be heard independently of their identities. As a result,
individuals can come together through social media to form new communities or groups that align
with their common interests. This contributes to democratization as well. Individuals have the
opportunity to express themselves freely, without facing censorship or oppression, and regardless of
their social status. They can express their thoughts and ideas, thereby contributing to the process of
democratization (Oztiirk, 2013: 29).

Socialization through social media.

The influence of television in the process of socialization cannot be denied, in addition to family
and school. From a liberal perspective, the media provides individuals with different choices and
contributes democratically to personal identity formation and the process of socialization. On the
other hand, according to critical theory, individuals adopt the ready-made roles and behavioral
patterns presented by the media, thus constructing their own identity and becoming trapped in a
process of conforming to a system. It is a process of consolidation rather than socialization. In other
words, the media presents individuals' identities in the form of clothes (Serter, 1996: 344).

While communication technologies have made social media an integral part of daily life, they
have also triggered a shift in the process of socialization and consequently in everyday life
practices. The habit of going to the library to do homework or browse through books has been
replaced by e-books and online forums. Photo albums have largely disappeared, with family photo
albums finding their place on Facebook accounts. Real-life meetings have been replaced by virtual
chats. As a result, while social media enhances the socialization process of individuals, this increase
goes beyond quality socialization. The concept of socialization is changing and evolving with social
media, but it also confines individuals to a socialization intertwined with virtuality. For those who
believe that this virtual socialization is actually a process of asocialization, some thinkers and
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theorists interpret the idea of this new socialization created by social media as "passive
socialization" (Oztiirk, 2013: 101).

According to Maslow's hierarchy of needs, the need for esteem is crucial for an individual's
personal development. This need is fulfilled through the use of social media, which allows
individuals to gain a sense of belonging within a group or community and earn respect through
socialization. When an individual feels respected and accepted within their social environment, they
can overcome feelings of inferiority and strive for self-actualization. Therefore, social media
provides an opportunity for individuals to fulfill their need for respect and belonging, ultimately
leading to personal growth and excellence (Erturk, Kiyak, 2011).

The need for belongingness is similar to the process of socialization on social media. By
creating profiles on platforms like Facebook and Twitter, individuals are able to construct their
identities and take the first step towards fulfilling their need to belong to a group. After this stage,
individuals join social networking sites to enhance their sense of belonging. In a way, the profile
created by an individual becomes the key to entering groups of people with similar characteristics
(Gonenli, Hurmeric, 2012: 230).

As a result of the one-way communication of traditional media, certain identities are presented
to society for social acceptance and are portrayed as identities accepted by the entire community. In
this situation, individuals may choose to remain silent even if they hold conflicting views with these
identities in order to avoid being excluded by society. This situation, referred to as the "spiral of
silence™ by German sociologist Elisabeth Noelle-Neumann, occurs when individuals, despite their
own contrary opinions, try to conform to the views, identities, and roles presented or imposed by
the media or society (Neumann, 1993).

In traditional media, gatekeepers and opinion leaders monopolize the right to create content with
low interaction, while with the rise of social media, individuals have become both producers and
consumers, forming groups in various fields and shaping their identities in this way. Many
marginalized groups such as homosexuals, disabled individuals, immigrants, unemployed teachers,
and the unemployed, who are often marginalized by the media, do not find adequate representation
in traditional media, but they find opportunities for representation in social media (Oztiirk, 2013:
103).

Advantages of social media over traditional media.

User control.

Social media usage allows users to have control over the content they share and when they share
it. Users can manage their relevant accounts, select content that aligns with their interests, and
choose which pages or individuals to follow. This feature enables users to easily access content that
appeals to their interests and, consequently, increase their follower count (Scolari, 2009: 600).

Rapid spread potential.

The rapid dissemination capacity of social media is immense. It allows the content to be
instantly viewed and shared by the user's audience, enabling it to reach more users. This rapid
spread potential can be used as a powerful marketing strategy (Scolari, 2009: 601).

Audience interaction.

Social media serves as a facilitator for interaction among its users. The platform enables users to
engage in various activities such as commenting, liking, sharing content, and private messaging to
communicate with other users. This feature provides brands with an opportunity to build close
relationships with their customers and enhance customer satisfaction (Gonenli, Hurmeric, 2012).

Feedback.

When it comes to collecting feedback, social media provides more benefits compared to
traditional media. User comments and shares on user-generated content allow for direct feedback
from followers. This can be utilized to improve content quality and tailor it according to the needs
of the target audience (Gonenli, Hurmeric, 2012).
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More cost-efficient.

Compared to traditional media, social media is a more budget-friendly option. The ability to
access various social media platforms with minimal cost or for free allows brands to allocate
smaller budgets to their marketing approaches (Scolari, 2009: 603).

Disadvantages of social media compared to traditional media.

Spreading false information.

Social media is a platform where users can freely express their ideas. However, the ease of
sharing information can also lead to the rapid spread of misinformation or deceptive content. This
can result in individuals being misled or even harmed in some cases (Hennig, 2010).

Violations of privacy.

To use social media, personal information needs to be disclosed. However, this disclosure can
sometimes lead to privacy breaches. There is a possibility of serious issues such as identity theft and
fraud arising if malicious individuals gain access to users' private information (Hennig, 2010).

Loss of time.

You are absolutely right. Social media has become a significant platform where numerous users
spend a considerable amount of time. However, it is easy for users to fall into the trap of wasting
their time by constantly scrolling, liking posts, and commenting instead of using their time
efficiently. It is important for individuals to be mindful of their social media usage and find a
balance between engaging with the platform and allocating time for other productive activities
(Laughey, 2010).

Addiction.

Various social media platforms offered to users can be incredibly addictive. With an unlimited
amount of content to consume and share, users can find themselves constantly attached to these
applications (Laughey, 2010).

Possibility of fake accounts.

The creation of fake accounts on social media platforms is a serious and increasing problem
with significant consequences. The rise of these accounts not only leads to the spread of
misinformation but also facilitates fraudulent activities, ultimately diminishing trust in social media
platforms (Laughey, 2010).

Indeed, while social media offers numerous benefits compared to traditional media, it is crucial
to acknowledge and weigh its disadvantages. To mitigate the negative impacts of these
shortcomings, users need to use social media responsibly (Hennig, 2010).

Differences of social media from traditional media.

Indeed, one of the key differentiating factors of social media from traditional media is that it
allows not only institutions but also individuals to create news sources and content. This
characteristic sets social media apart from traditional media (Hennig, 2010).

In today's world, traditional media has become a conventional tool with various applications.
However, over time, the distinction between traditional media and social media has become
increasingly blurred. In this context, it is worth examining some factors that help highlight the
differences between social media and traditional media (Laughey, 2010).

Content Factor: Social media heavily relies on content as a crucial element. Without it, social
media would be lacking. The ability of content such as interactive posts, marketing campaigns, and
advertisements to reach thousands of users within minutes has become an effective method for
organizations to reach their target audience. The biggest advantage of social media over traditional
media in terms of content dissemination is its measurement capability (Ozturk, 2013: 10).

Consuming news through traditional media can be likened to traveling on a one-way street. You
can read a newspaper or listen to a news report on TV, but the flow of information is one-
directional. On the other hand, social media represents a two-way street. It provides an instant
channel to both transmit content and engage with it. Social media is multidimensional, allowing you
to choose your preferred mode of transportation, be it walking, cycling, driving a car, taking the
subway, or even rollerblading (Ozturk, 2013: 11).
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Cost Factor: One of the most important features that sets social media apart from traditional
media is its affordability. Due to the limited budget required for social media campaigns, it is much
easier to reach the target audience. On the other hand, traditional media formats such as print and
TV advertisements, as well as outdoor advertising, can be quite expensive. Therefore, it can be
observed that reaching the target audience through traditional media comes with a significantly
higher cost (Tekinalp, Uzun, 2009).

Measuring traditional media is a complex task that cannot be easily accomplished. Additionally,
such measurements cannot be done in real-time or within a short period. It takes a certain amount of
time to measure the impact of traditional media. On the other hand, social media provides an
instantaneous tool for measuring impact. This enables campaign strategies on social media to be
updated much faster, even in real-time. As a result, brands tend to prefer social media as a platform
for their campaigns (Tekinalp, Uzun, 2009).

The Interaction Factor; The dissemination of information in traditional media is typically a one-
way flow and provides limited opportunities for user engagement. Users can only read, listen, or
observe without actively participating. In contrast, social media platforms offer interactive
experiences. Users can share content with their own personal comments or directly with their
friends and followers. It is evident that content, campaigns, or advertisements presented through a
friend's referral tend to attract more attention and thus provide added value to the brand (Gonenli,
Hurmeric, 2012: 189).

Freedom Factor: Social media differs from traditional media in several ways. While traditional
media requires special resources for information dissemination and communication, social media
requires relatively fewer resources. Additionally, social media is neutral and free (Gonenli,
Hurmeric, 2012: 190).

If you want to join social media, you can do so by creating a profile on a social media platform.
Once you've done that, you can start sharing information and interacting with your friends and
acquaintances. The only requirements for this are a computer or mobile device and an internet
connection (Gonenli, Hurmeric, 2012: 190).

Social media provides a platform that does not require any printing press investment or license
for television and radio broadcasts. Unlike traditional media, social media does not have institutions
like RTUK (Radio and Television Supreme Council) that restrict content. With these features,
social media is a practical and liberating space. Additionally, creating and sharing content on social
media is less costly compared to traditional media (Gonenli, Hurmeric, 2012: 191).

The Illusion Factor; When comparing social media to traditional media, it is important to note
the negative contrasts between the two. One of the most significant differences is how social media
can distort a person's true identity. For example, someone who is extremely unhappy in their life
can portray themselves as the happiest person on Earth through their Instagram profile. This
pressure to showcase a false persona can lead to a dependency on seeking validation through social
media (Erturk, Kiyak, 2011: 40).

The impact of social media on individuals is so profound that many choose to document every
aspect of their lives, from the mundane to the intimate, on various platforms. This phenomenon can
be interpreted as a result of the seemingly mesmerizing effect or facade that social media has on its
users (Erturk, Kiyak, 2011: 41).

1. Bidirectional communication.

The traditional form of media uses a one-way communication model. Simply put, media outlets
produce content and communicate it to their audiences. Social media platforms, on the other hand,
encourage user interaction through a two-way communication model. This allows users to become
active contributors by sharing their own content and commenting on other users' posts (Erturk,
Kiyak, 2011: 45).

2. The user creates and distributes content.

Professional journalists and established media outlets are the primary sources of content for
traditional media. In contrast, social media depends on content created by its users. Social media
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users have the ability to produce and share their own content as well as communicate with other
users. Moreover, social media platforms provide user-friendly and cost-effective tools for both
creating and distributing content (Fiske, 2003: 121).

3. Spreads information faster.

Social media offers a fast and effective solution for content production and distribution. This is
because a single user's content can be disseminated to a large number of people in a short period of
time, resulting in a wider audience. In contrast, traditional media is a gradual process where content
production and distribution takes longer and passes through multiple parties (Fiske, 2003: 127).

4. Easy to reach every audience.

The capacity of social media to reach a wide audience is enormous, with billions of users
worldwide. In contrast, traditional media can only reach an audience in the specific region or
country where it is distributed (Fiske, 2003: 129).

5. Feedback available.

When it comes to receiving feedback, social media surpasses traditional media in terms of user
interaction. Through comments and shares on content, users can instantly receive feedback that can
be used to improve the content and customize it according to the preferences of their followers
(Erturk, Kiyak, 2011: 50).

Conclusion

Thanks to the developing technology, it has become much easier for people to communicate
with each other. The beginning of social media networks was realized with the advent of the
internet. Social media networks allow individuals to reconnect with old acquaintances and make
new friendships through subscriptions. Individuals using social media platforms can interact with
each other through communication and exchange information. They coordinate and carry out
various activities by following global and local developments. They have the ability to chat with
people of their choice.

While social media has numerous benefits compared to traditional media, it is crucial to
acknowledge its disadvantages. It is imperative that users mitigate these effects by using social
media appropriately.
