Cobr noyi dyranir? sualina cavab vermoli olsag, nozars almaliyiq ki, miiasir riyaziyyatin obyekti
omallor vo miinasibotlorls verilmis ¢oxluglardir. ©mallorin vo miinasibatlorin verildiyi ¢oxluq cabri
sistem adlanir. ©gor ¢coxluqda yalniz bir amal vo ya amallor verilibso, bu sistem cabr adlanir. ©gor
coxlugda miinasibatlor verilirso, bu sistem model adlanir. Cabri sistem anlayigi aslindo imumi,
hotta folsofi mona dasiyir. Ciinki hor bir elm sahasi, o ciimlodon riyaziyyat cobri sistemlori Gyranir.
Biitiin maddi alom Vo insanin 6zii miioyyan elementlordon — hiiceyros, atom, molekul vo sairadon
togkil olunmusdur, bu hissaciklor iso 6z aralarinda miioyyan miinasibatdo olurlar. Elementar
hissaciklori ¢oxlugun elementlori, miinasibatlori iso funksional miinasibot kimi gobul etsok, biitiin
elmlorin cabri strukturlar1 dyronmasi fikrina golo bilorik. Rus alimi A.Qoryuskin yazir ki, diinyada
imumiyyotlo, cobri sistemlordon basqa he¢ bir sey yoxdur (Goryushkin, 2023: 5). Riyaziyyat
elminin miiasir inkisaf soviyyasi vo tohsildo IKT-nin totbigi golocokds orta moktoblords do cobrin
movzularinin  dyradilmasinds miixtolif riyazi paketlordon istifado edilmosinin vacib olacagim
gostoarir.

D.Hilberto goro, klassik ¢oxluglar nozariyyasi vo bu nazariyyays osaslanmis cobri sistemlor
nozariyyasini realligda moévcud olmayan (abstrakt) sozlordon ibarst konstruksiya kimi nazardan
kegirmok olar. Kegan asrin avvallorinds yazilmis “Riyaziyyatin asaslari” adli 40 cilddan ibarst olan
bu kitablarda c¢oxluqglar noazariyyasi elementlori, cabr, topologiya, hoqiqi doyisonli funksiyalar
nozariyyasi va s. haqqinda malumat verilir.
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Miiasir riyazi nazariyyonin g¢oxluglar nozoriyyasi osasinda qurulmasi ideyasi ilk ovvallor
riyaziyyatcilar torafindon koskin etirazlara sobob olsa da, hazirda bunu riyaziyyatin uguru kimi
giymatlondirmok olar. G.Kantorun toklif etdiyi bu noazoriyys XIX asrdo riyaziyyatin giicli
inkisafina sobob olmus, bir ¢ox yeni elm saholorinin yaranmasina imkan yaratmigdir. Qadim
dovrlordon baslayaraq insanlar obyektlorin fordi xtisusiyyatlorini, ronglorini, 6lgiilorini, canli va
cansiz olduqglarini miisahide edorok uzun bir tarixi inkisaf yolu ke¢mislor. Qadim insanlar {igiin
coxluq anlayis1 toplu, kiilli, qrup vo s. kimi anlayiglar1 oavaz edirdi. Miiayyan tarixi marhaladan
baslayaraq, insanlarda predmetlarin fordi xiisusiyyatlorini segmok, onlar1 predmetlor ¢oxlugundan
ayira bilmok va habels yenidon 6z xiisusiyyatlorino gora bir daha vahid vo tam sokildo tofokkiirds
birlogdira bilmak vordislori yaranmaga baslandi. Belo bir tofokkiir prosesinin inkisafi XIX asrin
awvallarinds ¢oxluglar riyazi torofdon todqiq etmoys imkan verdi. Moshur alman riyaziyyatgisi
Georq Kantor (1845-1918) coxluq anlayisini belo sorh edirdi: A ¢oxlugu biitov sokilds diisiiniilo
bilon, miiayyan va bir-birindan forgli obyektlorin ixtiyar1 yigimidir (Agayev, 1979: 5).

Riyaziyyatin coxluqglar nozoriyyasi asasinda dyronilmasi imumilogdirma metodunun totbiginin
naticasidir.

Osab Quliyev “Riyaziyyatin tadrisinds imumilasdirma” adli asarindo bu mosalalori darindan
aragdiraraq, belo bir fikra galir ki, hazirda bir deyil, iki riyaziyyat mévcuddur: mazmunu doark edilon
vo formallasdirilmis. Moaktab riyaziyyat kursunda formallasdirilmis riyaziyyatdan istifado edilir,
lakin asasen riyaziyyatin birinci noviino ustiinliik verilir: sagirdlore realligda gordiiklori fakt vo
hadisalara, proseslorin riyazi modellarina aid masals va misal hallari, tapsiriglar verilir. Lakin ali
moktoblords tadris edilon riyazi fonlords riyaziyyatin ikinci névii do mithiim ohamiyyat kosb edir.
Bels ki, diisturlardan heg bir mona ifads etmayan, simvolik hesablamalar soklinds istifads edilmasi,
sonra isa bunun mozmunlu hoékmlaro gatirilmasi xiisusi bir elmo aiddir ki, bunu da D.Hilbert
riyaziyyat adlandirmigdir. Riyaziyyatda sonsuzluq anlayisi xiisusi mona kasb edir: bu, ilk ndvbado
real alomin sonsuz olmasi fikri ilo olagadardir. N.Burbakinin todqiqgatlarinda gostorilir ki,
riyaziyyata moahz strukturlar va onlarin modellari hagqinda elm kimi baxmaq olar: otraf alomds olan
hor bir tinsiir har hansi bir ¢oxlugun vo ya strukturun elementidir, bu elementlor arasindaki olagoalor
iSo miixtolif riyazi modellor yaradir. Onda N.Burbakinin “Riyaziyyat vahiddir, birdir” fikri
timumilagdirmo vasitasilo biitiin riyazi elmlorin imumi macraya gotirilmasini tamin edir (Quliyev,
2009: 115-117).

M.Okbarovun “Riyaziyyat nodir” kitabinda da mohz riyaziyyatda timumilosdirmonin boylik
rolu, onu digar elmlordon forglondiran asas cohatlordon biri kimi qeyd edilir. Miiollif riyaziyyati bir
elm kimi saciyyslondirarkon, onun dord osas xiisusiyyatini qeyd edir. Bu xiisusiyyatlor abstraktliq,
doaqiqlik, genis totbiq sahalorina malik olmasi va simvollardan istifads etmosidir. Lakin daha sonra
bu fikirlora aydinliq gotirorok, geyd edir ki, oslindo digor elmlordo da, mosalon, biologiyada,
cografiyada da abstraktliq, doqiqlik, totbig sahslorina malik olma vo simvollardan istifads
movcuddur. Bas onda riyaziyyat nadir? Onun digar elm sahalorindan forgi nodon ibaratdir? Masalo
burasindadir ki, ¢ox miixtalif, bir-birindon forgli hadiso va proseslor eyni riyazi modelo malik ola
bilorlor. Bu isa 6z novbasinds imkan yaradir ki, riyaziyyatin totbiq sahslori digar elmlars nisbatan
daha genis olsun va elmlordo “riyazilosmo” prosesi bas versin. Miixtalif proseslorin eyni riyazi
modelo malik olmasina aid ¢ox sayda niimunalor gostormok olar. N.Burbakinin dediyi kimi,
“Riyaziyyatin obyekti — abstrakt riyazi strukturlardir” (9kboarov, 2003: 50-52).

Riyaziyyata abstrakt riyazi strukturlari 6yranan elm kimi torif verilmasi ilk novbads onunla
olagodardir ki, o ¢ox miixtalif sahalors aid olan riyazi strukturlar1 todgiq edir. Riyazi strukturun
nadan ibarat olmasi va insanin siiurunda neca tozahiir etmasi barasinds fikirlagsok, bela bir gonasta
golarik ki, bu strukturlarin tobisti he¢ bir rol oynamir, vacib olan onlarin elementlorinin miioyyan
edilmis aksiomlar1 6domasidir. Bela riyazi strukturlar S=<M, Py, Py, Ps,...,Px > kimi isara edilir.
Burada M={x, vy, z, d,...} ixtiyari tobistli ¢oxluq, P;, P2, Ps,...,Px iso bu ¢oxlugda verilmis
miinasibatlordir (Frid, 1979: 167).

Alman
modeli Vilhelm Humboltun tosobbiisii ilo universitet tohsili miitoraqqi formasma (miihazirs-
seminar) ¢evrildi vo biitiin Avropaya yayildi. Bu model miisllim vo toloboalor arasinda qarsiligl
linsiyyati yeni morhaloya qaldiraraq, tohsil azadlig1 ideyasina sdykonirdi. Alman modeli va klassik
tohsil sistemi dayanmadan, bizim dovriimiizo qodor doyismoyo basladi. Doyismoyon forma vo
cohotlor do qalmaqdadir, amma innovasiyalarla yanasi, yeni paradigmalar vo ideyalar da ortaya
cixmisdir (Ruvinskogo, 1989: 333).

Introduction

The rapid expansion of the cryptocurrency market, characterized by a diverse array of
cryptocurrencies and a total market capitalization exceeding $2 trillion, has brought forth unique
challenges for regulators. The decentralized nature of cryptocurrencies poses a significant obstacle
to traditional regulatory control, as highlighted by Nakamoto (2008) and Antonopoulos (2014)
(Nakamoto, 2008; Antonopoulos, 2014). The absence of a central authority and the use of
distributed ledger technology, such as blockchain, make it difficult for regulators to exercise direct
oversight and enforcement (Bohme, Christin, Edelman, Moore, 2015: 213-238).

The high volatility of cryptocurrencies is a cause for concern when it comes to investor
protection and the stability of financial systems. Cheah and Fry (2015) and Dyhrberg (2016) have
pointed out the need for careful assessment of the potential risks that cryptocurrencies pose to both
individual investors and the broader economy (Cheah, Fry, 2015: 32-36; Dyhrberg, 2016: 85-92).
The dramatic price swings and speculative behavior associated with cryptocurrencies have led to
instances of market manipulation and fraud, further emphasizing the importance of regulatory
measures (Biais, Bisiere, Bouvard, Casamatta, 2019: 1662-1715). The pseudonymous nature of
cryptocurrencies has raised red flags regarding their potential facilitation of illicit activities. Foley,
Svec, and Ralston (2019) and Reinhart, Rogoff, and Savastano (2020) have emphasized the need for
regulators to implement robust anti-money laundering (AML) measures to mitigate the risks
associated with cryptocurrencies. The ability to conduct cross-border transactions with relative ease
exacerbates jurisdictional challenges for regulators, necessitating international cooperation and
coordination (Reinhart, Rogoff, Savastano, 2020: 1013-1024; Chiu, Koeppl, Wang, 2019: 293-319).

The complex and rapidly evolving technology underpinning cryptocurrencies present an
additional challenge for regulators. Swan (2015) and Casey together with Vigna (2018) have
discussed the need for regulators to stay informed and adapt to the evolving landscape of
cryptocurrencies, as outdated or overly restrictive regulations may stifle innovation and hinder
industry growth. The lack of standardization in regulations and reporting requirements across
jurisdictions adds to the complexity of the regulatory landscape. Diverse approaches have been
observed worldwide, with some countries embracing cryptocurrencies and blockchain technology
while others maintain a cautious or prohibitive stance (Kat, 2020; Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021.:
1-17). Authors have highlighted the importance of international collaboration and the development
of harmonized regulatory frameworks to address the global nature.

The current state of regulatory fragmentation in the cryptocurrency industry is a significant
challenge that needs to be addressed. Different countries and jurisdictions have adopted varying
approaches to regulate cryptocurrencies, resulting in a fragmented and often inconsistent regulatory
landscape. This fragmentation creates hurdles for businesses operating in multiple jurisdictions and
hampers the development of a cohesive and globally integrated cryptocurrency market.
Authoritative voices such as Kat (2020) and Greenfield, Strieb, and Davis (2021) have highlighted
the diverse regulatory approaches across countries, ranging from embracing cryptocurrencies to
imposing strict regulations or outright bans.

Regulatory Landscape in the Crypto Sphere.

Regulatory approaches to cryptocurrencies vary among different countries and regions,
demonstrating a range of attitudes towards this emerging market. While some jurisdictions have
welcomed cryptocurrencies and implemented comprehensive regulatory frameworks, others have
adopted a more cautious or restrictive stance.

United States: In the United States, cryptocurrency regulation involves multiple agencies. The
Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) treats certain cryptocurrencies as securities and
subjects them to securities laws. The Commodity Futures Trading Commission (CFTC) considers
specific cryptocurrencies as commaodities and regulates them accordingly. Financial crimes related
to cryptocurrencies fall under the jurisdiction of the Financial Crimes Enforcement Network
(FinCEN).

European Union: The European Union (EU) has implemented various regulations to address
cryptocurrencies. The Fifth Anti-Money Laundering Directive (SAMLD) brings cryptocurrencies
and crypto exchanges within the scope of anti-money laundering (AML) regulations. The proposed
Markets in Crypto-assets Regulation (MIiCA) aims to establish a comprehensive regulatory
framework for crypto-assets across EU member states.

Japan: Japan has been an early adopter of cryptocurrency regulation. It has established a
licensing framework for cryptocurrency exchanges, imposing specific criteria for obtaining licenses.
Furthermore, cryptocurrencies are recognized as legal payment methods in Japan.

Singapore: Singapore has taken a progressive approach to cryptocurrency regulation. The
Monetary Authority of Singapore (MAS) regulates cryptocurrencies under the Payment Services
Act, which includes licensing requirements for cryptocurrency exchanges and stringent AML
measures.

China: China has adopted a relatively restrictive stance on cryptocurrencies. It has banned initial
coin offerings (ICOs) and cryptocurrency exchanges. However, China has shown interest in
exploring blockchain technology and developing a central bank digital currency (CBDC).
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Benefits of Regulatory Cooperation.

Regulatory cooperation in the cryptocurrency market brings forth numerous advantages that
contribute to a safer, more transparent, and stable ecosystem for participants (Bohme, Christin,
Edelman, Moore, 2015: 213-238; Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021: 1-17). Collaboration between
regulators allows for the exchange of vital information and expertise, enabling a deeper
understanding of emerging trends, novel technologies, and potential risks within the cryptocurrency
market. By sharing knowledge and best practices, regulators can stay well-informed about evolving
threats and promptly respond to them (Kat, 2020).

One key advantage of regulatory cooperation is the ability to enhance market surveillance.
Through collaboration, regulators can pool their resources, knowledge, and monitoring capabilities
to comprehensively track and analyze cryptocurrency activities (Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021: 1-
17). This collective effort empowers regulators to identify suspicious patterns or activities, enabling
them to take swift action to protect investors and maintain market integrity,

Another crucial aspect of regulatory cooperation is its role in preventing cross-border illicit
activities. Cryptocurrencies transcend national boundaries, creating challenges in combating money
laundering, terrorist financing, fraud, and other unlawful activities (Foley, Svec, Ralston, 2019:
146-180). By working together, regulators can share intelligence, coordinate investigations, and
implement enforcement actions across jurisdictions, effectively curbing cross-border illicit activities
in the cryptocurrency market (Foley, Svec, Ralston, 2019: 146-180; Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021:
1-17).

Harmonizing standards is a significant benefit that arises from regulatory cooperation. The
development of consistent regulations and standards across jurisdictions reduces regulatory
arbitrage, eliminates confusion for market participants, and creates a level playing field (Kat, 2020).
Harmonization fosters investor confidence by providing clarity, predictability, and a uniform set of
rules and safeguards across different jurisdictions (Swan, 2015).

Furthermore, regulatory cooperation plays a pivotal role in protecting investors. By sharing
information on fraudulent schemes, unregistered entities, and high-risk practices, regulators can
proactively warn and educate investors about potential risks (Foley, Svec, Ralston, 2019: 146-180).
Consistent implementation of investor protection measures across jurisdictions ensures that
investors are provided with clear information, appropriate disclosure requirements, and adequate
safeguards, thus instilling trust and confidence in the market (Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021: 1-17).

Ultimately, regulatory cooperation contributes to market stability. By coordinating responses to
market events, regulators can address systemic risks, curb market abuse, and mitigate excessive
volatility (Swan, 2015). This proactive approach fosters trust in the cryptocurrency market,
attracting more participants and supporting long-term stability (Bohme, Christin, Edelman, Moore,
2015: 213-238).

Challenges and Obstacles to Regulatory Cooperation.

Effective regulatory cooperation in the crypto sphere encounters several key challenges that
impede the achievement of consistent and harmonized regulations. These challenges include
jurisdictional conflicts, differing regulatory philosophies, technological complexities, and varying
levels of regulatory maturity (Bohme, Christin, Edelman, Moore, 2015: 213-238; Foley, Svec,
Ralston, 2019: 146-180; Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021: 1-17; Kat, 2020; Swan, 2015).
Overcoming these challenges is crucial in establishing a cohesive regulatory framework.

Firstly, jurisdictional conflicts arise due to the cross-border nature of cryptocurrencies, making
it difficult to determine which jurisdiction has authority. Resolving these conflicts necessitates
international collaboration, clear jurisdictional boundaries, and coordinated efforts among
regulators to avoid overlap and conflicts (Foley, Svec, Ralston, 2019: 146-180; Greenfield, Strieb,
Davis, 2021: 1-17).

Secondly, differing regulatory philosophies contribute to significant variations in regulatory
frameworks. Some jurisdictions adopt supportive regulatory approaches, while others exhibit
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caution or skepticism. Bridging these gaps requires open dialogue, sharing of best practices, and
aligning regulatory objectives to foster a more unified approach (Kat, 2020).

Thirdly, the complex and evolving nature of crypto technologies, such as blockchain, poses a
challenge for regulators. Understanding these technologies and their regulatory implications
requires continuous knowledge updates and collaboration with industry experts to ensure effective
oversight without stifling innovation (Bohme, Christin, Edelman, Moore, 2015: 213-238; Kat,
2020).

Lastly, varying levels of regulatory maturity across jurisdictions result in disparities in investor
protection, compliance standards, and enforcement practices. Addressing these gaps entails
capacity-building efforts, knowledge sharing, and technical assistance to support less mature
regulatory regimes (Foley, Svec, Ralston, 2019: 146-180).

Addressing these challenges is essential to establish consistent and harmonized regulations in
the crypto sphere. It necessitates international cooperation, coordination, and the establishment of
common goals and principles. Regulators should engage in open dialogue, share information and
experiences, and work towards creating standards and guidelines that promote a cohesive regulatory
approach (Bohme, Christin, Edelman, Moore, 2015: 213-238; Foley, Svec, Ralston, 2019: 146-180;
Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021: 1-17; Kat, 2020; Swan, 2015). Efforts should focus on mechanisms
for cross-border cooperation, harmonization of regulatory philosophies, and enhancing regulatory
capacity through training and knowledge sharing initiatives. Striking a balance between fostering
innovation and ensuring investor protection is crucial, considering the unique characteristics and
risks associated with cryptocurrencies. By effectively addressing these challenges, regulators can
cultivate an environment of trust, stability, and investor confidence in the crypto sphere while
effectively navigating the regulatory complexities posed by this rapidly evolving market.

Strategies for Achieving Consistency and Harmonization.

To enhance regulatory cooperation in the cryptocurrency market, it is important to propose
strategies and frameworks that facilitate collaboration among regulators. These measures aim to
promote information sharing, harmonize regulations, and establish a cohesive regulatory
environment. In this context, international organizations like the Financial Action Task Force
(FATF) and the International Organization of Securities Commissions (IOSCQO) play a crucial role
in facilitating cooperation among regulators (Bohme, Christin, Edelman, Moore, 2015; Foley, Svec,
Ralston, 2019: 146-180). Bilateral or multilateral agreements and regulatory sandboxes also offer
potential avenues for promoting experimentation and collaboration (Kat, 2020; Swan, 2015).

One effective strategy involves the establishment of communication platforms where regulators
can engage in regular dialogue and collaboration. This can take the form of working groups, task
forces, or committees that focus specifically on addressing regulatory challenges in the
cryptocurrency market. Such platforms provide a space for regulators to exchange information,
share best practices, and coordinate efforts in developing consistent regulatory approaches (Bohme,
Christin, Edelman, Moore, 2015: 213-238; Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021: 1-17).

International organizations such as the FATF and IOSCO play a significant role in promoting
regulatory cooperation. The FATF sets global standards for combating money laundering and
terrorist financing, providing guidance and recommendations to jurisdictions worldwide. Aligning
regulatory frameworks with FATF standards enables countries to enhance cross-border cooperation
in combating illicit activities in the cryptocurrency market. Similarly, IOSCO develops standards
and facilitates cooperation among securities regulators, enabling harmonization and collaboration in
regulating crypto assets and initial coin offerings (ICOs) (Foley, Svec, Ralston, 2019: 146-180).

Bilateral or multilateral agreements between jurisdictions are another avenue for fostering
regulatory cooperation. These agreements can include provisions for information exchange, mutual
assistance in investigations, and coordination of enforcement actions. By establishing formal
mechanisms for cooperation, regulators can streamline processes and enhance their ability to
address cross-border challenges effectively (Bohme, Christin, Edelman, Moore, 2015: 213-238;
Greenfield, Strieb, Davis, 2021: 1-17).
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Regulatory sandboxes offer a unique approach to promote experimentation and collaboration
between regulators and innovative businesses in the cryptocurrency industry. Sandboxes provide a
controlled environment where new technologies and business models can be tested under regulatory
supervision. This allows regulators to gain insights into emerging trends, assess risks, and develop
appropriate regulations. Collaborative participation in sandboxes enables regulators to learn from
one another's experiences and develop consistent regulatory approaches (Kat, 2020; Swan, 2015).

In summary, promoting regulatory cooperation in the cryptocurrency market requires the
adoption of various strategies and frameworks. These include the establishment of communication
platforms, engagement with international organizations like the FATF and I0SCO, exploration of
bilateral or multilateral agreements, and utilization of regulatory sandboxes. By fostering
collaboration, sharing information, and aligning regulatory approaches, regulators can create a more
consistent, transparent, and efficient regulatory environment for the cryptocurrency market (Glover,
Minsky, Pervais, Wang, 2020: 161-172).

Conclusion

In conclusion, regulatory cooperation stands as a paramount factor in fostering the development
and stability of the cryptocurrency market. The decentralized and global nature of cryptocurrencies
necessitates collaborative efforts among regulators worldwide. Through the facilitation of
information sharing, harmonization of regulations, and establishment of a unified regulatory
environment, regulatory cooperation plays a pivotal role in driving growth, encouraging innovation,
and instilling investor confidence in the cryptocurrency market. Looking ahead, future directions
and areas for further research emerge within the realm of regulatory cooperation. First, there is a
need to explore and evaluate existing regulatory frameworks, aiming to identify effective practices
and establish benchmarks for future regulatory advancements. Additionally, comprehensive studies
on the impact of regulatory cooperation on various market participants, including businesses and
investors, can yield valuable insights into the outcomes and benefits derived from collaborative
initiatives.

Moreover, the examination of emerging technologies such as artificial intelligence and
blockchain analytics in facilitating regulatory cooperation and enhancing market surveillance
presents an exciting avenue for research. Additionally, the exploration of regulatory sandboxes and
novel regulatory mechanisms as means to promote experimentation, collaboration, and regulatory
flexibility is an important area of focus.

Lastly, continuous research is essential to address the evolving challenges and risks in the
cryptocurrency market. Areas such as the regulation of decentralized finance (DeFi), stablecoins,
and the intersection between cryptocurrencies and traditional financial systems require ongoing
attention and analysis.

By pursuing these future directions and conducting further research, regulators can deepen their
understanding of the cryptocurrency market, develop effective regulatory strategies, and ensure the
long-term sustainability and stability of this rapidly evolving industry.
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REFORMING UNDERGRADUATE ADMISSION:
A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS AND POLICY PROPOSAL FOR AZERBAIJAN

Abstract

This research proposes different admission ways to higher education in Azerbaijan. Over 25
years, Azerbaijan's SEC has reformed to address bribery and corruption and promote inclusivity in
higher education. Recent advancements integrate exams and align with international standards.
However, a decline in admissions persists. This study compares Azerbaijan's admission process
with global practices, identifying areas for improvement. The article proposes varied assessment
criteria to reflect applicants' cognitive and intellectual skills better.

Introduction

During the Soviet Union era, the process of university admissions in Azerbaijan was
characterized by the utilization of question cards, representing examinations conducted by experts,
alongside the consideration of average marks from school diplomas, occasionally inclusive of
portfolios of works. Following the dissolution of the Soviet Union, the Azerbaijani government
embraced a policy that mirrored the Turkish admission model, incorporating multiple-choice tests
to establish a foundation for equality in the admissions process. Over the past 25 years, the criteria
for admission to higher education institutions in Azerbaijan have continuously evolved, adapting
international practices and experiences. In recent years, all have witnessed pivotal reforms and
regulatory adjustments; however, university admissions rules lack sustained stability, and the
number of admitted applicants continues to decline.
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The predominant requirement introduced in these reforms involves amalgamating scores from
school-leaving exams and university admission exams, focusing primarily on assessing the
applicant’s knowledge level. This research thoroughly analyzes the principal pathways for all
applicants to Higher Education Institutions (HEIS) in Azerbaijan, examines its post-colonial
characteristics, and presents recent data on the outcomes of undergraduate degree admissions
worldwide. In conclusion, this study advances a policy briefing that proposes three potential
admission models, addressing the need for securing increased admission rates and stability within
the university admission framework in Azerbaijan.

Literature Review.

Azerbaijan promptly identified education as a key national priority upon achieving historical
independence. The period coinciding with the Azerbaijan-Armenia war (1988-1994) posed
significant challenges, necessitating concerted efforts by the government to reestablish, enhance,
and globalize higher education. Despite UNESCQO’s acknowledgment of substantial challenges
faced by Azerbaijan’s education, economic, social, and political sectors in the 1990s due to the war
(Huseynov, 2012), the nation revitalized its education system.

During the initial phase of his presidency, Abulfaz Elchibay, the first president of the
Azerbaijan Republic, played a pivotal role in instituting crucial educational policy measures. These
decisions included the facilitation of private educational institutions, the revival of academic
exchange programs, and the seminal introduction of a centralized test format for university
admissions. The adoption of Centralized Testing Admission was underscored by incorporating the
“Turkish model of centralized university entrance examinations” (Kazimzade, Silova, 2009: 256), a
strategic move aimed at eradicating the pervasive issues of bribery and protectionism within the
admissions process.

In response to these imperatives, the State Student Admission Committee (SSAC) was
established in 1992, charged with implementing country-wide exams at the undergraduate
(baccalaureate) level. The committee garnered substantial recognition, fostering public confidence
in the perceived elimination of corruption from the university admission process (Abbaszade,
Aliyev, Shelaginov, 2021: 11-17). Since 1995, the examination procedure, culminating in a three-
hour test requiring students in the 11th grade to respond to 120 multiple-choice questions across
four subjects, has been the cornerstone of university admissions.

Over time, the SSAC’s purview expanded to encompass graduate, residency, and vocational
education admissions responsibilities. Commencing in 2012, the SSAC was granted the authority to
administer a centralized graduation exam (i.e., school leaving) independently from the Ministry of
Science and Education (MSE). In summary, the crux of Azerbaijan’s education examination system
revolves around the administration of centralized tests by the State Examination Center (SEC).

Azerbaijan’s involvement in the Bologna Process in 2005 marked a transformative juncture for
the nation’s education landscape, ushering in groundbreaking changes within the K-11 sector. This
participation in the Bologna Process reflects Azerbaijan’s commitment to aligning its educational
system with European standards and fostering greater integration and collaboration within the
global academic community.

Subsequently, in 2016, the State Student Admission Committee (SSAC) underwent a
transformation and assumed the State Examination Center (SEC) designation through a presidential
decree issued by the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan, llham Aliyev. The mandate of the
State Examination Center encompasses the organization of final assessments for students in
secondary schools, centralized admission examinations for medical education residencies, as well as
undergraduate and graduate levels of higher education at universities, including the Azerbaijan
National Academy of Sciences (4).

The committee instituted significant alterations to the school-leaving and university admission
exams in 2019, referring to the curriculum program established by the Ministry of Science and
Education in 2016. The chairman of the committee emphasized that these changes aimed to enhance
the form and content of the exams, underscoring an “objective and transparent assessment of
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applicants’ knowledge” (5). Since 2009, a two-staged examination process has been in place for all
graduates from comprehensive secondary education (X1 grade), involving a school-leaving
examination in the period between March and April (Round 1) and a university admission
examination for Groups (1-4) of degree programs held between June and July (Round 2). This dual-
stage examination structure has been operating for five years, starting in 2019.

The inception of higher education in Azerbaijan can be traced back to the establishment of Baku
State University in 1919, a landmark development during the Democratic Republic of Azerbaijan,
also known as “Azorbaycan Xalq Ciimhuriyysti”. This establishment marked the emergence of
Azerbaijan Higher Education, a significant initiative led by the Azerbaijani elite, who, having
received education in Europe, recognized the imperative of constructing a national higher education
system (Isakhanli, Pashayeva, 2018: 97-121.). The creation of the new democratic republic was
informed by the collective understanding among the Azerbaijani elite of the critical role a higher
education system plays in a nation’s societal and intellectual advancement.

In the wake of Azerbaijan’s declaration of independence in 1990, a noteworthy surge in higher
education institutions ensued, with more than thirty public and private universities being founded.
This diverse array of institutions exhibits a variety of educational approaches, including
multilingual, dual program offerings (e.g., ADA, BEU, APU), and the establishment of regional
branches (e.g., BSU, UNEC). This expansion underscores the dynamism and adaptability of
Azerbaijan’s higher education sector, catering to diverse educational needs and reflecting the
evolving landscape of academic offerings within the country.

According to the State Statistical Committee (SSC, 2021), the higher education landscape in
Azerbaijan comprises 51 universities, with forty being public institutions and 11 private ones as of
2023 (7). Among these, 20 are State Higher Educational Institutions under the purview of the
Ministry of Science and Education (MSE), 13 fall under the oversight of other ministries and
committees, and seven are designated as Special Purpose Higher Education Institutions. A
comprehensive overview of the student population reveals that the total number of students in both
state and non-state higher educational institutions at the commencement of the school year is
222,809 (SSC, 2023).

In terms of admission criteria, all universities, based on the State Examination Center (SEC)
exam results, admit students at both undergraduate and graduate levels, with some institutions
offering admission to Ph.D. programs. ADA University admits around a hundred students based on
SAT results. Each Higher Education Institution (HEI) determines the number of enroliment places,
beginning with the institution’s capacity and subsequently adjusting following a government-
conducted examination by the SEC. However, admission scores vary among universities, ranging,
for example, from 684.8 to 200.2 (SEC, 2023).

Over the past five years, notable achievements have been recorded, with several Azerbaijani
universities securing positions in global university rankings (European Commission, 2017).
According to The World University Ranking (n.d.), Azerbaijan boasts five universities included in
the overall Times Higher Education World University Rankings, with Baku State University
securing the highest position at number 1201+. However, despite these accomplishments,
G.Ibadoglu’s article, 2021, highlights a concerning trend of declining higher education
expenditures. Universities have shifted toward a self-financing model, reducing resources allocated
to crucial areas such as research, library facilities, scholarships, and professional development. This
shift potentially threatens the overall quality and competitiveness of higher education institutions in
Azerbaijan.

Purpose/ Statement of the Problem.

Despite more than three decades of autonomous governance, Azerbaijan’s Higher Education
system retains numerous policies and programs rooted in the Soviet era, diverging from global
education standards. This paper seeks to elucidate the persistent influences of post-colonialism in
higher education through document analysis. The study scrutinizes and juxtaposes international
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practices in higher education admissions against the Azerbaijani admission system. | aim to propose
alternative models conducive to future social development.

Notably, a pervasive uniformity characterizes the admission criteria employed by most
universities in Azerbaijan, wherein the evaluation predominantly relies on a test-based examination
assessing knowledge skills. The study aims to discern the crucial attributes essential for admission
to undergraduate programs at four-year universities in Azerbaijan and illuminate the similarities and
distinctions compared to neighboring countries. In this vein, the research endeavors to enhance the
accessibility and applicability of the admission process for all potential Azerbaijani applicants,
thereby contributing to the refinement of the higher education landscape in the country.

Significance of the Study.

The significance of this study lies in its endeavor to offer comprehensive insights into the
university admission process, adopting a global perspective on best practices. By delving into the
significance of admission criteria, encompassing both hard and soft skills, this research can unlock
novel opportunities for school graduates and contribute to heightened literacy levels, particularly in
underserved rural and low-income areas. The anticipated changes can foster increased success,
enhancing diversity and inclusivity by facilitating access to higher education for graduates from
diverse geographical and socioeconomic backgrounds throughout the nation. Therefore, this study
promises to refine the university admission process and contribute positively to educational equity
and social inclusiveness.

Research Questions.

This study sought to explore three questions:

1. What insights can be gleaned from recent data on Azerbaijan undergraduate degree
admission outcomes?

2. In the context of Azerbaijan, what are the mechanisms and criteria for admitting applicants
into undergraduate degree programs?

3. How can alternative admission requirements be formulated and implemented for the ongoing
undergraduate admission processes across Higher Education Institutions (HEIS) in Azerbaijan?

Analysis of Decision Methods of Discovered Problem.

Instrument/Materials.

The State Examination Center (SEC) meticulously curated an extensive database comprising
trial exam results, school exit exams, and admissions data for both undergraduate (i.e., bachelor’s)
and graduate (i.e., master’s) programs at universities. Therefore, for this study, a secondary analysis
was conducted utilizing data extracted from the SEC’s 2023 school exit exam, focusing specifically
on the 2023 graduation cohort. Additionally, the study drew upon the SEC’s comprehensive
scientific-statistical annual reports for 2018-2022. Supplementary information was garnered from
reports issued by the State Statistical Committee (SSC) and the Ministry of Science and Education
of 2021 (MSE).

The dataset employed encompasses the admission plans of higher educational institutions,
spanning 1992 to 2023, along with dynamic trends in the number of applications received.
Furthermore, numerical characteristics about the distribution of points acquired in the admission
test, particularly within the Azerbaijan sector and Groups 1-4, were considered. The dataset also
encapsulates the distribution of applicants categorized by school grades and scores in the admission
exams. This comprehensive dataset amalgamates MSE, SEC, and SSC information, providing a
robust foundation for examining higher education admission practices. Finally, the study analyzed
admission procedures in neighboring and developed countries in tandem with national data.

Findings from Document Analysis.

Since implementing a standardized testing policy, gaining admission to higher education has
evolved into a protracted and rigorous undertaking, necessitating thorough and sustained
preparation. Following the initial stage of additional access and registration for available
undergraduate positions, the admissions for the year 2023 (there were 91,532 applicants)
culminated in the acceptance of 46,897 students, achieving a 91.43% completion of the admission
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plan. As detailed in the State Examination Center’s (SEC) 2023 annual report, a substantial
proportion of applicants, comprising 51.24 % or 44,635 individuals, were unsuccessful in securing
admission to higher education institutions. The presented statistics underscore the intense
competition and unfulfilled aspirations inherent in the admission process, portraying it as a
formidable and conscientious endeavor (SEC, 2023).

Administrative perspectives contend that this form of admission, characterized by its selective
nature, mitigates issues of overcrowding and high dropout rates within university programs at later
stages. Figure 1 visually represents the persistent challenge, revealing that despite an increase in
available places, approximately half of the yearly applicants fail to secure access to undergraduate
programs. This scenario underscores the magnitude of the competition and the discernible
difficulties encountered in the higher education admission process. Hence, over the course of the
past two decades, the admission failure rate for prospective undergraduate degree candidates has
consistently exceeded 50 percent.

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Based on an analysis of data provided by the State Examination Center (SEC), it is evident that
high school graduates across Azerbaijan have acquired school programs at a rate ranging from 27%
to 57% as of the year 2023. A noteworthy observation is made by Aliyev, 2011, who underscores
the prevalence of high schools, particularly in rural and remote areas, where many graduates exhibit
minimal to zero transition to higher education (Aliyev, 2011: 20-37).

Further examination of the university admission exam results, disaggregated by regions across
the country, reveals a distinct pattern. Notably, the highest performance is consistently observed in
private lyceums and schools located in big cities under the purview of the Ministry of Science and
Education. According to the Ministry of Science and Education’s (MSE) report for the year 2023, a
comparative analysis of XI grade graduation exams indicates that lyceums, specifically those under
the Ministry of Science and Education and private lyceums, occupy the foremost positions (MSE,
2023) which widens the gap between urban and rural.
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School graduates provide their grades for each subject for the undergraduate admission
application. Later, the SEC analyses the data and compares the school-leaving and university
admission exam results. Results of admission exams of 94.51% of high school graduates with grade
“3” (i.e., satisfaction) in all school subjects were very poor - in the range of 0—200 points, which is a
high correlation. However, only 35.21% of the graduates with grades “5” (i.e., excellent) were able
to justify their high school grades. This shows that the low grades given in schools are objective,
while the high grades are relatively inflated (SEC, 2023). The SEC announced that they could add
school grades as an additional assessment source only after getting a high correlation (i.e., r > 0.9)
between school grades and exam points. Otherwise, the “excellent” grade owners who do not justify
excellent grades can oust those who score at their knowledge and surpass them in admission to
higher education institutions. It can bring bribery and corruption again as it was before 1992. This
empirical observation substantiates the contention that assessments conducted by schoolteachers
continue to exhibit both inaccuracy and ambiguity.

Despite the SEC’s overwhelming reports, we can see positive results from MSE in the 2021
report. According to the last report published by the Ministry of Science and Education (MSE),
there has been an augmentation in the average scores attained by both current applicants and those
from the preceding year. The report highlights that, historically, the results of graduates from the
previous year have been lower than those of the current year, as depicted in Figure 3. Despite this,
the average point indicator in the prior year’s graduates among individuals admitted to higher
education institutions in the 2020 entrance exam was 266 points, with the current year’s graduates
exhibiting an average point indicator 100 points higher. Notwithstanding these variations, a
discernible upward trend characterizes the academic performance of both cohorts (MSE, 2020).

Additionally, there has been a noteworthy decline in the percentage of matriculants scoring
below 200 points in the centralized exam, decreasing from 49% in 2017 to 39% in 2021. The report
emphasizes that, compared to 2020, an improvement is evident in the results of XI grade final
exams in 2021, thereby substantiating the Ministry of Science and Education’s assertion of ongoing
progress (MSE, 2020: 109).

The previous and current years’ average scores of graduates
from centralized exams in admission to HEIs (MSE, 2020: 115).
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It can be deduced that over 90% of secondary school graduates opt for the State Examination
Center (SEC) exams to secure university admission. Yet, nearly half of them face unsuccessful
outcomes. This outcome may be attributed to either intense competition or a scarcity of available
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admission slots. However, more than four thousand undergraduate seats remain unoccupied
annually, even after the second round of enrollment. This non-utilization of open slots can be
attributed to various factors, including prohibitively high annual fees, the absence of relevant
faculties, and inaccuracies in faculty coding.

Within the scope of this research, alternative admission models are proposed to alleviate the
reliance on SEC exams and broaden opportunities for all adolescents. In the subsequent discussion
section, alternative admission criteria for Higher Education Institutions (HEIS) are recommended to
enhance diversity and elevate admission percentages.

Discussion.

Admission Options and Facts.

The ensuing enumeration delineates various options and pertinent information regarding
undergraduate degree admission for both Azerbaijani and international applicants:

1. State Examination Center Exams:

The school-leaving and university admission exams administered by the State Examination
Center (SEC) are characterized by their competitive and challenging nature, necessitating several
years of additional preparation. Annually, over 45 thousand students secure admission to
undergraduate degree programs, some with state scholarships. However, around 55% fail to attain
the requisite scores for admission, precluding them from subsequent attempts.

2. Admission of Sub-Bachelors to Undergraduate Degree Programs:

In a groundbreaking development initiated in 2019, graduates from vocational colleges were
granted a ‘“sub-bachelor” qualification, allowing them to partake in program selection rounds
without undergoing university admission exams. The eligibility of degree programs for sub-
bachelors was determined through collaboration between the State Examination Center and the
Ministry of Science and Education. In this initiative’s inaugural year, 3,592 sub-bachelors out of
14918 were admitted to various undergraduate programs (SEC, 2021).

3. Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT)

Exclusively, ADA University acknowledges SAT results, aligning with the global practice
embraced by numerous colleges and universities. In 2023, 190 applicants achieved student status
through the ADA University committee’s approval based on SAT scores and interviews.

4. Admission to Degree Programs with Aptitude Assessment (Group 5 only):

Certain programs, such as “Fine Arts,” “Music,” “Architecture,” “Theater, Cinema, and
Choreography,” “Physical Education, and Sports,” among others, mandate only aptitude
assessments after the school-leaving exam.

5. Completion of Internationally Accredited Certificates:

Candidates possessing certificates from internationally accredited programs, including the
International Baccalaureate (IB) diploma program, advanced levels of the general certificate of
education, and advanced placement, can secure admission to some undergraduate programs without
facing competition upon successfully passing the Azerbaijani language exam. There is no data on
how many high school students could get undergraduate admission through this way.

6. Winners of International and National Subject Olympiads:

A category of candidates, namely winners of international and national subject Olympiads,
international competitions, and contests, enjoy the privilege of admission to higher education
institutions without the requirement of formal exams. For example, Azerbaijani schoolchildren
garnered 63 medals across 19 different International Olympiads and contests in 2020.

7. International Students:

International students can apply to Azerbaijani universities by presenting their high school
diploma or attestation. The 2022-2023 academic year witnessed approximately 6,223 foreign and
non-citizen students from 89 countries studying in higher and sub-bachelor institutions within the
Republic of Azerbaijan, with a predominant representation from countries such as Turkey, Iran,
Georgia, Russia, Irag, Nigeria, Turkmenistan, India, Pakistan, and others (SSC, 2023).
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8. ADA University Admission Criteria for ADA School Graduates:

In the last three years (2020, 2021, and 2022) (12; 13; 14). ADA University has instituted
unique criteria for the admission of ADA school graduates. The criteria include achieving a
minimum 2.00 Cumulative GPA at the time of graduation, with 85% of the Cumulative GPA
derived from final grades across all terms studied at ADA School and 15% comprising results from
the Attestation Exam conducted by the State Examination Center, encompassing Azerbaijani
language, English, and Mathematics. This application process is exclusively tailored for ADA
school graduates and is characterized by a highly competitive and privileged admission process
(20).

As previously highlighted, the predominant recourse for most secondary school graduates is the
reliance on State Examination Center (SEC) exams, and a significant proportion—more than half—
find themselves unable to navigate the intricacies of undergraduate admission successfully.
Alternative pathways to admission appear to be both limited and highly specific, presenting a
fragmented landscape. It is worth noting that no distinct provision exists for special admission
considerations based on societal demographics. Nevertheless, particular quotas are allocated for
state-funded positions designated for applicants from families affected by internal displacement,
those with low-income backgrounds, refugees, or orphans (Abbaszade, Aliyev, Shelaginov, 2021.:
11-14).

The SEC exams emerge as the predominant and virtually exclusive avenue for gaining
admission to higher education institutions. This method is characterized by its competitive,
challenging, centralized nature and is only accessible to those graduates who have diligently
prepared for this rigorous evaluative process.

The Global Landscape of Undergraduate Admissions.

The global landscape of undergraduate university admission procedures is richly diverse, with
approaches varying across countries. Notably, some nations, including China, Japan, Brazil, and
France, have adopted centralized systems akin to Azerbaijan. Conversely, others, such as the United
States, Canada, and Iceland, have vested autonomy in universities, while some, like Australia, the
UK, and India, have blended elements of both centralization and university admission autonomy.
On the other hand, Austria, Switzerland, and Belgium have embraced a highly liberal approach to
undergraduate admission, allowing all high school diploma holders to apply to public universities
without stringent criteria (Rigol, 2003).

In the context of neighboring countries, Russia is undergoing a transition from individual
university application forms to the Unified State Examination (USE) program. Similarly, Iran
(Konkour), Turkey (OSS), and Georgia (Unified National Examinations) exhibit a comparable
undergraduate admission policy to that of Azerbaijan. However, the increasing critique of
standardized tests used in student selection for higher education has prompted experts to advocate
for alternative admission options, urging universities to consider alternative criteria beyond
numerical scores (Cole, 2016; Koljatic, Silva, Sireci, 2021; Sternberg, Bonney, Gabora, Merrifield,
2012: 30-41).

This study aims to shift the focus toward potential undergraduate admission options distinct
from the State Examination Center (SEC) exams. These alternative criteria transcend mere
numerical assessments and allow universities to evaluate applicants’ personal qualities and skills.
High school students can concentrate on their academic programs and curricula by adopting
qualitative criteria while enhancing their abilities and skills. The subsequent section outlines
qualitative criteria widely employed for undergraduate admissions globally, exploring potential
options for Azerbaijan within this framework:

1. School Achievement (High School GPA):

Despite the earlier acknowledgment of the limited correlation between students’ high grades and
examination results, the high school GPA remains a primary option for particular school graduates.
Notably, ADA University already accepts ADA school graduates based on their GPA,
demonstrating positive outcomes. As such, graduates from lyceums, international schools, and
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institutions overseen by the Education Ministry, exhibiting consistently high performance, should
be allowed to apply for undergraduate admission utilizing their high GPAs.

2. Extracurricular Activities:

Extracurricular activities, known for fostering the development of social, academic, and
intellectual skills (Lawhorn, 2008), are unfortunately not emphasized as essential requirements in
Azerbaijani high schools. However, many developed countries advocate for students’ engagement
in extracurricular activities alongside their core subjects. For instance, students applying for Group
5 must undergo an aptitude assessment as a form of extracurricular preparation. Leveraging the
SEC’s experience with this type of admission, extending such criteria to other admission groups is
imperative and can bring applicants some chance for admission.

3. Personal Essays:

In contrast to the prevailing practice in Azerbaijan, personal essays play a significant role in the
admission processes of many world universities. These essays, often accompanied by GPA
requirements in online applications, allow high school graduates to showcase their interests,
personal goals, and academic aspirations. “Admission officers utilize these essays as evidence of
creativity, intellect, and writing proficiency” (Tessler, 2018). Proposing a departure from the
conventional undergraduate admission practices in Azerbaijan, | suggest that students who fail the
SEC exams should be allowed to submit a personal statement, if desired, for unoccupied faculties
even after the second admission round. This innovative approach would enable universities to
consider students during a third-round admission process.

4. Letters of Recommendation:

Letters of recommendation, integral components of admission applications, constitute written
endorsements from individuals capable of providing insights into the student’s experiences. These
letters serve to evaluate a student’s performance in academic settings, professional environments, or
extracurricular activities through the perspective of someone other than the student (Tessler, 2018).
This practice aligns with the global norm in university admission applications. Integrating the
aforementioned personal essay option with letters of recommendation could offer an alternative
pathway for applicants from rural areas who may face challenges adequately preparing for the SEC
exams. Such a model of undergraduate admission could be seamlessly conducted and supervised by
the SEC in an online format.

5. Interview:

While interviews are conventionally associated with graduate or doctoral levels, considering
them as an additional option for undergraduate admission remains viable. Research on
undergraduate admission interviews emphasizes the assessment of a student’s motivation and oral
communication skills during the interview process (Tessler, 2018). Drawing from the successful
experience of ADA University with SAT applicants, universities could be granted the authority to
utilize SAT scores — an effective predictor of academic performance — and conduct interviews with
their experts, as practiced by ADA University for many years (21).

6. College Credit Plus:

In the latter half of the 20th century, select states within the United States implemented the Post
Secondary Enrollment Options (PSEO), subsequently succeeded by the College Credit Plus
initiative in 2015. This program facilitates high school student enrollment in college courses,
enabling the simultaneous accrual of college and secondary school credits. Aside from logistical
considerations such as transportation, the government assumes financial responsibility for tuition
and textbooks. The fundamental objective of this initiative is to afford students, particularly those
hailing from underrepresented familial backgrounds, unrestricted access to college-level courses
without incurring financial burdens. Given the prevalent structure of global education systems
emphasizing the acquisition of requisite credits, this program is pivotal as a transitional conduit
linking the realms of secondary education and tertiary studies. In effect, it optimizes resource
allocation and temporal efficiency for participating students.
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7. Other Community Service Endeavors:

In several developed countries, high school students actively engage in community service and
volunteer activities: a novel and underdeveloped expectation for Azerbaijani youth that warrants
adaptation. Encouraging high school students to participate in social and community endeavors and
emphasizing the potential benefits for their future and university admission is imperative. | propose
that students involved in community service receive additional credits during the admission process,
promoting an active lifestyle among teenagers.

8. Athletic Participation:

In certain countries, athletic achievements are considered in admission exams due to the positive
correlation between sports involvement and academic success (Yildirim, Bayrak, 2019). This
principle is already applied in the aptitude assessment for those seeking admission to the Azerbaijan
Sports Academy. Recognizing athletic achievements is crucial and should be acknowledged
positively, fostering students’ physical performance and contributing to the development of self-
motivation, leadership skills, time management, and a sense of responsibility among
undergraduates.

9. Awards and Scholarships:

As previously mentioned, international Olympiad winners are eligible to apply for
undergraduate admission, providing a distinctive edge over other applicants. Acknowledging and
rewarding awards and scholarships contribute significantly to positive social development, fostering
increased community involvement and participation in international competitions. | suggest that
students with achievements in regional competitions or international programs such as FLEX and
the Benjamin Franklin Transatlantic Fellowship be granted additional consideration in the
admission process. This proposal, however, warrants thorough investigation and careful evaluation
before implementation.

10. Military-Friendly Bachelors:

In certain nations, such as the United States, individuals affiliated with the military are entitled
to specific benefits, including discounted tuition, flexible course arrangements, and exemption from
application fees. These concessions extend to the admission process, wherein military-affiliated
applicants receive preferential treatment to recognize their service. Such a framework facilitates the
initiation or resumption of undergraduate education for veterans, enabling them to pursue degrees in
fields of personal interest. Considering the current demographic landscape in Azerbaijan, marked by
a significant number of veterans resulting from the 2020 conflict, there exists an opportunity for
universities to adopt a veteran-friendly approach to college admissions. Institutions can
acknowledge and leverage these individuals’ unique experiences and backgrounds, streamlining
their acceptance into undergraduate degree programs.

Implications / Recommendations.

The State Examination Center (SEC) stands as a pivotal specialized central entity responsible
for both international and national examinations in Azerbaijan. Throughout its existence, the SEC
has achieved remarkable milestones, with recent accomplishments over the last 3-4 years earning
acclaim from educational experts, applicants, and parents alike. The commendable strides,
particularly in the admission processes for sub-bachelor’s and international diplomas without
exams, signify significant steps towards enhanced transparency and increased opportunities for the
youth. Based on a comprehensive examination, comparison, and scrutiny of global practices, |
propose three admission models:

1. Autonomy for Universities:

Grant universities the autonomy to admit undergraduate students based on SAT or school-
leaving exam results in the initial round while employing interviews or online applications
involving personal essays and recommendations for the second round. ADA University’s successful
implementation of this approach can serve as a model for other institutions. This model could be
applied to universities with high admission percentages or top scores, with a limited quota assigned
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to monitor outcomes. This implementation should be carefully strategized to mitigate potential
challenges such as high dropout rates and exam failures in subsequent years.

2. Merit-Based Extra Points:

Award additional points to students who have actively participated in extracurricular activities
and community endeavors, completed military service (e.g., participated in the 2020 war), and
succeeded in global or athletic competitions. Each distinct achievement could contribute an extra
point (e.g., 50) to be added to the cumulative points from school-leaving and university admission
exams. Rigorous planning and preparation, including the requirement for officially sealed
documents, are essential to ensure the integrity of the process and guard against fraud and
corruption. This model aims to incentivize students from urban areas and those with exceptional
skills to pursue undergraduate education.

3. Selective Admission from Top Schools:

Implement a system that admits applicants with a high average GPA from the top twenty
schools, as delineated in the SEC annual report. ADA University’s recent adoption of this method,
where admission is exclusively granted to students from ADA School, serves as a precedent. This
approach should be extended to all universities, allowing students from distinguished schools, such
as Sumgayit City Gymnasium of Natural Sciences or Sumgayit City “Talent” Lyceum, to apply
with their average GPA, leveraging the recognized quality of education provided by these
institutions.

The temporal demands and financial burdens associated with the protracted duration of each
round of conventional admission exams, spanning nearly a year, pose considerable challenges for
applicants who dedicate 1-3 years to preparatory endeavors. While the State Examination Center
(SEC) exams stand as widely employed and esteemed standardized tests, acknowledged for their
predictive validity in forecasting academic success at both undergraduate and graduate levels, the
proposed admission models present decentralized alternatives. Certain universities and schools may
benefit from incorporating these models into their admission policies, introducing flexibility and
diversification. Contrary to the considerable costs incurred in preparing for SEC exams, despite
being fee-free, the suggested models offer cost-effective alternatives, with the creation of portfolios
facilitated by school counselors.

A paramount concern pertains to the absence of high school guidance counselors, a deficiency
that mandates intervention from the Ministry of Science and Education (MSE). Embedding
counseling services within every high school is imperative, with the role of school counselors
extending to guiding tutors, faculty selection, portfolio preparation, recommendations, and
undergraduate admissions. Recognized as intermediaries between students and college admission
processes, guidance counselors, according to Tessler (2018), are instrumental in bridging critical
informational gaps. The present shortage of such services in schools, coupled with the limited
capacity of parents and paid tutors, exacerbates the challenges high school graduates face preparing
for exams and navigating the intricacies of the admission process.

Conclusion

In summation, Azerbaijan is accepted as having low enrollment levels compared to neighboring
countries (World Bank, 2018). Therefore, the three proposed alternative models offer a viable
departure from the conventional university admission paradigm, potentially alleviating the physical
and mental stressors confronting students, parents, and educators (Chetin, Unsal, 2019). These
models hold promise in fostering a more equitable and accessible admission system, wherein
students with exceptional GPAs can secure admission sans the traditional university admission
exam. Furthermore, candidates from rural areas, constrained by limited opportunities, can benefit
from additional incentives linked to extracurricular activities and community services. These
alternatives towards decentralization aim to enhance competition among schools, afford autonomy
to select premier universities, and holistically elevate overall admission percentages.

Islahatg1 tofokkiiro malik olan Mustafa Kamal gonc yaslarindan Osmanli Imperiyasmin
problemlorini dorindon anlayir vo bu dovrdo ordunun miiasirlogsmosi, tohsili, yenilonmasi kimi
mosalolors diqget yetirirdi. Mustafa Kamal Ittihad vo Toraqqi Komitasinin niifuzlu iizvii kimi siyasi
arenada moéhkom yer qazandi. Balkan miiharibalori vo Birinci Diinya Miiharibasi zamani onun
rollar1 onun siyasi movqeyini vo ideyalarini formalagdiran mithiim tacriibslor idi (1). Bu miiddotdo
tutdugu vazifalor onun liderlik gabiliyyatini, votonparvarliyini daha da giiclondirdi.

Mustafa Kamalin ideyalart miiasir Tiirkiyonin tomoalinin qoyulmasina yonalmisdi. Onun Siyasi
movqeyinin osasin1 milli miistoqillik, diinyavilik, demokratiya vo sosial transformasiya kimi tomal
prinsiplor toskil edirdi. Bu ideallar sonralar Ciimhuriyyatin vo miiasir Tiirkiyonin asasini togkil
edocok islahatlarin asasini qoydu.

Gonc Mustafa Kamalin sonraki illordo “Atatlirk” kimi taninmasma sobab olan osas
keyfiyyatlordon biri do onun siyasi mdvqeyi idi.

Onun baxist milli
kimliyin giiclonmosi vo miiasir Tiirkiyonin yaradilmasi idi. O, panislamizm avozino Tiirkiyonin 6z
miigaddoratini toyin etmoli oldugunu miidafio edirdi. Homginin Mustafa Kamal Onvor Pasanin
Osmanligiliq ideyasinin oksino olaraq milli kimlik vo miasir dovlst anlayisim1 6no ¢okdi. O, tiirk
milli kimliyini giiclondirmayi, etnik vo dini forqlordon konarda milli birlik yaratmagi qarsisina
mogsad qoymusdu. O hesab edirdi ki, miiasir dovlot iigiin milli kimlik barqgorar olmalidir.

Bu forqlor iki liderin idarsetmo vo dovlot anlayisinda 6z oksini tapdi vo Tiirkiyanin siyasi, sosial
vo madoni qurulusuna tosir edon miithiim amillordon birine gevrildi.

Invor Pasa vo Mustafa Kamalin siyasi yanasmalarinda Farqlor. Onvor Pasa biitiin digqotini
Osmanl1 Imperiyasmin varligini qoruyub saxlamaq iizerinda comlomisdi. Onun fikrinco, etnik vo ya
milli kimliklori 6n plana cixarmaqdansa, imperiyanm birliyini qorumaq iiciin Islam birliyino
osaslanan struktur vacib idi.

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The significance of the Azerbaijan-Turkey strategic alliance for regional security

Abstract

As the South Caucasus is the most ethnically complex region of the world, ethno-political
conflicts have always been existed. And this has created conditions for foreign forces interested in
the region to move more easily. The Second Karabakh War, which took place in 2020 and lasted for
44 days, resulted in the great victory of the Republic of Azerbaijan, not only the elimination of the
thirty-year-old Karabakh problem and ensuring the territorial integrity of Azerbaijan, but also the
long-term security of the South Caucasus region as a whole, between the regional states created a
strong basis for the formation of cooperation. In this article, the importance of the Azerbaijan-
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Turkey strategic partnership in terms of the security of the South Caucasus region and the creation
of conditions of mutual cooperation between the states of the region has been studied.

For this purpose, the subject has been widely investigated using a number of scientific research
methods of political science and data acquisition methods. In the meanwhile, both the Turkey-
Azerbaijani strategic alliance and its development history, as well as the importance of this alliance
in terms of security and stability of the region, were tried to be determined.

The main conclusion of the study is that after the Second Karabakh War, a strong foundation for
the conditions of peace and cooperation in the South Caucasus in a wider sense was formed. This
was possible as a result of Turkey's political, military and diplomatic support to Azerbaijan. The
relations between the two states, which today have risen to the level of strategic alliance, are one of
the main factors that all states interested in the South Caucasus focus on. This factor will contribute
to the security of the region by playing a constructive rather than destructive role in the South
Caucasus region.

Introduction

Identification of key factors and problems of oil market development in the Asian region allows
to identify the main areas of public policy of Asian countries, which can be aimed at ensuring
sustainable development of this industry. Competitive oil industry forms the realisation of consumer
market needs, requests of industrial enterprises for energy resources, and stimulates the inflow of
revenues to budgets.

The relevance of scientific research on the selected problematic is due to the fact that at the
current stage of development of the world oil market there is the influence of many groups of
factors that have the characteristic of instability and violation of sustainability. Because of this,
Asian countries face difficulties in exporting and importing oil, as some categories of problems are
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associated with the violation of the principles of international logistics of energy resources. For this
reason, the purpose of the article is to analyse the current problems, challenges and prospects of oil
market development in Asian countries.

The Asian region occupies an important place in the structure of the world oil market. Thus,
Saudi Arabia is one of the largest countries in terms of oil production per day (9.959 million
barrels). Also, China (4.295 million barrels), Iraq (3.955 million barrels), UAE (2.891 million
barrels), Iran (2.679 million barrels) and Kuwait (2.548 million barrels) belong to the ranking of the
largest oil producers. Many countries are in the Middle East in terms of oil production. At the same
time, the main consumers are the countries of East Asia, where the oil industry is developed, using
crude oil as the main resource (1).

Asian countries have an important role and place in the structure of the world oil market, having
a large share of hydrocarbon production (Saudi Arabia, China, Iran, Irag), and at the same time,
being an active consumer of energy resources, as many countries that do not have oil reserves have
a developed industrial economy (Japan, South Korea, China).

There are countries that play an important role in the realisation of international oil supply
chains, such as Hong Kong and Singapore. These countries are small and are known as commercial
seaports. Most of the crude oil transported by sea, both exports and imports, passes through them.
Singapore plays an important role in importing oil from the United States, whose shale oil
production has revolutionised the world market.

The key factor in the development of the oil market in the Asian region is the dynamics of the
cost of oil itself. For the purpose of analysis, let us take a graph of the Brent oil price, which forms
the pricing of oil products and crude oil in Asian countries (see Fig. 1).
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Figure 1 - Dynamics of the cost of Brent oil, in USD (2).

In 2020, oil prices showed a record decline, reaching a low of $16 per barrel. After that, prices
started to recover, reaching $138 per barrel by 2022. At the moment, Brent oil prices are moving in
the range of $70-95 per barrel. These are high prices, which make it profitable to produce oil in
Asian countries, which are the largest hydrocarbon exporters in the world.

This price instability of oil quotations is primarily related to the events of 2022, which led to the
adoption of anti-Russian sanctions. As Russia is the largest producer and transporter of oil
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worldwide, there was a threat of a catastrophic shortage of energy resources, which led to a short-
term increase in oil to USD 138 per barrel.

The activities of the international cartel organisation OPEC play an important role in shaping
the outlook for the development of the oil market in the Asian region. This structure was established
in 1960 by Venezuela, Iran, Iraq, Saudi Arabia, Kuwait and Venezuela to coordinate their relations
with Western oil refining companies. Over the years, OPEC has become a large international
organisation with a complex structure. OPEC's functioning is ensured by a multitude of departments
and services reporting to the organisation's Secretary General.

In December 2023, several OPEC member countries announced additional oil production cuts of
up to 2.2 million bpd aimed at maintaining stable and balanced oil markets. These voluntary cuts
are based on the required production level for 2024, and are in addition to the voluntary cuts
previously announced in April 2023 and subsequently extended until the end of 2024. Thus, the
following OPEC countries announced voluntary cuts: Saudi Arabia (1 thousand bpd); Irag (223
thousand bpd); UAE (163 thousand bpd); Kuwait (135 thousand bpd); Kazakhstan (82 thousand
bpd); Algeria (51 thousand bpd); and Oman (42 thousand bpd) from 1 January to the end of March
2024 (3). Thus, we see that most of the reduction in oil production is taking place by the countries
of the Asian region.

Figure 2 shows an example of countries with oil production costs in 2022. In our opinion, this
indicator reflects the competitive position of countries that are major oil producers and suppliers.
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Figure 2 - Size of oil production costs by country, in US dollars (4).

Low cost of oil production in Asian countries is a competitive advantage for oil market
development in the Asian region. For example, the average production cost of 1 barrel of oil in
Saudi Arabia is 4 times lower than in the USA, which demonstrates the highest volume in terms of
average daily oil production.

An important condition for the development of the oil market in the Asian region is the
dynamics of energy consumption. The structure of the world market of oil and petroleum products
consumption is shown in the diagram Fig. 3.
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Figure 3 - Structure of the world market of oil and oil products consumption,
in % of the total share (Samsonov, 2023: 86-91).

Developing countries and emerging economies may be able to get closer to the 104 million bpd
figure. Although demand in the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development
(OECD) countries will not return to the "pre-crisis” level, it will be compensated for by Asia's
strong demand for oil. India and China account for 35 per cent of the world's current oil
consumption.

However, there are certain barrier factors that form threats to the development of the oil market
in the Asian region (Bagomedova, Bagomedov, 2019: 102-106; Samsonov, 2023: 86-91):

1) oil reserves in Asian countries are declining, which reduces the volume of new capital
investments in field development and increase in production capacity of the resource;

2) the formation of new geopolitical instability in the Middle East region, which risks shutting
down many rigs;

3) Refineries emit huge amounts of carbon dioxide into the atmosphere, which will increase the
environmental costs of Asian countries;

4) lower profitability of oil refineries, which reduces investments in fixed capital of oil refining
enterprises, increasing depreciation of fixed assets;

5) the emergence of a threat to stop shale oil supplies from the US to the East Asian market,
which may be provoked by the conflict around the island of Taiwan;

6) increased global attention to environmental safety and the fight against global warming,
which will increase costs due to carbon dioxide emissions.

A major challenge to the development of the oil market in the Asian region is the increase in
CO2 emissions into the atmosphere, which affects capital investment in refinery investment
projects.

Today, the practical significance of environmental investments by Asian enterprises in the
construction of renewable energy facilities, which are competing organisations for oil companies, is
increasing. The reason for the formation of such a trend is the record CO2 emission into the
atmosphere of our planet (Fig. 4), which is associated with the irrational use of natural resources,
destruction of land soil, the formation of waste heaps of "dead earth", where it is impossible to
restore the former natural ecosystem.

We would like to draw attention to the fact that China is the main actor responsible for
increasing the amount of carbon dioxide emitted into the Earth's atmosphere. From 2010 to 2020,
the figures for this country increased from 7.71 billion tonnes of CO2 to 9.83 billion tonnes of CO2.
In the US, for example, there has been the opposite decrease - from 5.29 billion tonnes of CO2 to
4.97 million tonnes of CO2. Similar indicators in European countries - from 3.84 billion tonnes of
CO2 to 3.33 billion tonnes of CO2 (Sokolov, 2021: 84-97).

Therefore, because of this trend of increasing carbon dioxide emissions from China's refiners,
there is a threat that the international community will adopt new climate control instruments causing
financial losses to the Asian region's petroleum product producers.

Accordingly, there are reasons why the average annual temperature is increasing, leading to
environmental disasters. This past year, 2023, was a record year for average temperatures, and
scientists predict that this process is likely to continue. To provide a solution to this global problem,
the tools of the "green economy" concept can be used.

And by the way, China is the world leader in terms of investment in the construction of
alternative energy facilities, which takes away financial capital from the oil industry companies (see
Fig. 5). Also in the ranking of leading countries in the world are Japan and South Korea.

Despite the above mentioned problems, let us identify the priority directions of oil market
development in the Asian region (Bagomedova, Bagomedov, 2019: 102-106; Samsonov, 2023: 86-
91):

1) population growth in Southeast Asia is expected to continue, which will increase the region's
demand for oil for the petrochemical industry;

2) construction of new refineries in East Asia and South-East Asia continues;

3) Continued low costs of oil production compared to the main competitors from the USA and
Russia.

To confirm the prospects for the development of the oil market in the Asian region, it may be
noted that oil analysts currently forecast that the world demand for oil in 2023 in absolute terms will
amount to 101.9 million barrels per day. By 2026, global oil consumption is forecast to reach 104.1
million bpd. The petrochemical industry will remain the main driver of growth during 2023 to 2026,
where oil will account for 70% of the projected growth in demand for petroleum products through
2026 (Samsonov, 2023: 86-91).

Thus, in the conclusion of the scientific article we will summarise that the current stage of oil
market development in the Asian region is characterised by the influence of a number of negative
factors that create problems and prospects for the sustainability of the oil industry in the region.
Both the general geopolitical situation in the world and the increase in green investments in the
construction of renewable energy facilities influence the prospects for the development of the oil
market in Asian countries (Zhilkina, Zhilkin, Bondarovich, 2022: 137-145).

Conclusion
At the same time, the demand for petroleum products is forecast to grow, especially in the
countries of South-East Asia, which will have a positive impact on the prospects for the
development of the oil market in the Asian region. In our opinion, Asian countries have promising
development opportunities, increasing oil production, production of petroleum products and their
further consumption. The China market remains the largest in terms of refining, which makes the
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Asian region key in the production of petroleum products. It is also worth noting the increase in
population and industrial production, for the maintenance of which it is important to consume
traditional energy resources like oil.

Additionally, bank competition influences the digitalization
process. Financial institutions that fail to embrace digital advancements and continue to operate
under conventional business models will face future competitive disadvantages compared to those
that actively integrate digital technologies into their framework. The latter will be able to deliver
services with a higher degree of customization and at a quicker pace. In this situation, not only the
change in the organization's work processes but also the associated hazards must be considered.
Hence, it is imperative to contemplate the characteristics of banking sector digitalization in addition
to the associated hazards (Marcu, 2021).

Current trends of banks digitization.

- the implementation of digitalization in the banking industry enables customers to conduct
transactions with greater clarity and efficiency;

- the implementation of information technology within the financial industry contributes to the
reduction of service costs through cost minimization.
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Banks are now in the process of digital transformation by incorporating financial technology
(Fintech) and engaging in partnerships with Fintech startups. Fintech technology is a fusion of
financial services and information technology. Fintech advancements enable alternative methods for
conducting payments, saving funds, requesting loans, mitigating risks, and obtaining financial
guidance. This significantly alters the process of delivering financial services (Legowo, Subanidja,
Sorongan, 2021: 94- 99).

Conversely, they can also bring up new dangers and difficulties, such cyber attacks, data privacy
concerns, and the potential for propagating financial hazards in case of a system breakdown. This
study aims to analyze how financial innovation and digital technology affect the banking sector
from an institutional viewpoint. The study aims to determine the primary factors influencing
financial innovation and digital technologies in the banking sector, examine how these innovations
affect banks' behavior and operations, and evaluate the implications of these advancements on
financial stability and regulation.

A McKinsey research states that worldwide fintech investment hit $105 billion in 2020, a 10%
increase from the year before. The survey also revealed that digital integration in financial services
has advanced by three to four years as a result of the COVID-19 epidemic. Digital customer
engagements have risen by 5%, and the number of new digital consumers has increased by 20%.
Financial innovation has resulted in the creation of new banking products and services. Mobile
banking usage has been increasing rapidly in recent years. According to a Federal Reserve survey,
the proportion of US individuals utilizing mobile banking rose from 43% in 2015 to 63% in 20109.
P2P lending services have impacted the traditional loan business. P2P lending platforms in the US
enabled around $22 billion in loans in 2020. Financial innovation presents concerns for the banking
industry. The Financial Stability Board's research highlights operational risk, cyber risk, data
privacy risk, and regulatory risk as key concerns connected with fintech. In 2020, there were 2,935
data breaches in the financial industry, leading to the disclosure of over 140 million records.
Financial innovation can result in heightened competitiveness and market fragmentation, potentially
posing challenges for smaller banks in competing with bigger rivals (Tashtamirov, 2023: 96).

One drawback is that non-bank financial intermediaries like fintech businesses are a competitive
threat to established banks. Compared to typical banking services, these non-bank intermediaries
provide financial services that are more inventive, affordable, and practical. A World Bank research
claims that fintech has aided in increasing low-income people's access to financial services. In sub-
Saharan Africa, the percentage of adults with a bank account increased from 34% to 43% between
2014 and 2017, partly due to the adoption of mobile money services. Consumers now enjoy better
goods and services as a consequence of greater competition in the banking industry brought about
by the emergence of neobanks and other fintech firms in industrialized nations. Customers now find
digital banking to be more easy and accessible, but there are still substantial hazards associated with
it, such as operational, cyber, data privacy, and regulatory threats. In order to secure long-term
success in a financial environment that is changing quickly, banks must thus strike a balance
between innovation and risk management. To increase the efficacy and efficiency of their
operations, financial institutions have embraced new technology more and more in recent years.
The three most important ones are robo-advisors, blockchain, and mobile banking. With the ability
to use their cellphones to access their bank accounts, conduct transactions, and even apply for loans,
mobile banking has grown in importance for many customers. The way individuals bank might be
altered by this technology, particularly in emerging nations without established banking systems
(Tashtamirov, 2023: 545-551).

Conclusion
Digital technology can have a substantial impact on resolving worldwide financial disparities. In
the future, advanced technologies have the potential to lessen financial disparities on a global scale
by enabling banks and financial institutions to lower costs, enhance service quality, and make
financial resources more accessible to a wider population. Al and machine learning allow banks to
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do precise data analysis, decreasing lending risks and enhancing asset management and financial
modeling. Technological advancements enable the integration of global financial systems,
enhancing international transactions and improving global risk management. Introducing digital
technology comes with the need to address several issues and obstacles, including data security,
safeguarding consumer privacy, and training banking staff to use new technologies. To effectively
address these difficulties, it is crucial to create suitable policies and regulatory measures, along with
fostering collaboration among banks, regulators, and technology businesses.

The article is devoted to the place and role of the electoral system in a modern democratic state.
Here, the concept of the election system and its essence were touched upon, and the impact of the
election system on the process of formation of the representative bodies of the government was
considered.

The article also lists the main electoral systems, their types and main features. As it is known,
more than one hundred election systems are currently used in the countries of the world. However,
in terms of quantity, three of these systems - majoritarian, proportional and mixed electoral systems
are considered the main electoral systems since they are applied in more countries.

World experience shows that the choice of electoral system in any country is closely related to
the socio-psychological condition of the people living in that area, their attitude to state
administration, the content of the political environment in the country, especially the number of
political parties and their activities. The majoritarian electoral system is simpler in form, so this
electoral system is used in most countries of the world. The majority of political parties in the
country is considered one of the important conditions for the transition to the proportional election
system.
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The article also describes the characteristics of the main electoral systems from the point of
view of influence on the processes of formation of legislative bodies, as well as the main
advantages and disadvantages of these systems.

Mohz segkilor
hakimiyyatin legitimliyini vo biitovliikde 6lkanin siyasi foaliyystini tomin edir. Demokratik 6lkodo
siyasi hakimiyyat xalqin raziligi ilo hoyata kegirilir. Bu raziligi parlament vo hokumaotin
salahiyyatlarina ¢eviran asas mexanizm azad, barabar va gizli segkilordir.

Ona goro do secki sistemlori vo proseslori demokratiyanin asas
xiisusiyyatlorindan biri hesab olunur (Baranov, 2000: 8).

Secki sistemlarindon hansinin daha yaxsi olmasi ilo bagh miizakiralor uzun miiddatdir ki davam
edir va bu giina gadar do vahid mévqe formalagsmamisdir. Lakin politologiya elmi artiq belo gonasto
golmisdir ki, ideal segki sistemi sadoco movcud deyil.

Diinyada moalum vo genis istifado olunan har bir segki sistemlorin 6z tstiinliiklori vo manfi
cohatlori moévcuddur. Tarixi tocriibo onu gostorir ki, eyni sistemlor miixtolif tarixi, sosial-siyasi,
igtisadi vo modani soraitdo tamamils forgli sokilds 6ziinii gostorir.

Konstitusiya hiiququnda segki sistemi anlayisi ¢ox vaxt sasvermonin naticalorinin miioyyan
edilmasi metodu va ya proseduru va ya sasvermanin noaticalorine asason mandatlarin boliisdiiriilmosi
proseduru kimi sorh olunur (Misin, 1999: 164). Bu sarh, fikrimizca, ¢ox dardir va segki institutunun
sosial ohomiyyatini nozoro almir. Bu baximdan politologiyanin toklif etdiyi yanasmalar daha
dogrudur.

Demokratik dovlstdo secki sisteminin shamiyyatinin gebulu onun siyasi sistemin an tez-tez
doyison elementi olmasi ilo alagslidir. Todgiqatgilar R.Taagepera vo M.Siigartin qeyd etdiyi kimi,
“siyasi sistemin digor elementlori ilo miigayisads siyasi maraqlar baximindan segki qaydalarimni
manipulyasiya etmok daha asandir. Burada segki sistemin doyisdirilmo imkaninin asan oldugu
deyil, siyasi sistemin digor komponentlorinin daha ¢otin doyisdirilo bilmasi basa diisiilmolidir.”
(Taagepera, Suqart, 1997: 115).

Demokratiya soraitindo hakim elitanin ganunvericilik vo icra hakimiyyati institutlarinda
ohomiyyatli doyisikliklor etmasi olduqca ¢otindir. Bir gayda olarag, bu institutlar konstitusiya ilo
mohkom miidafio edildiyindon hakim elitadan demokratik norma vo prosedurlart pozmadan 6z
niyyatinas nail olmagq ti¢iin yiiksak say talob olunur. Segki sistemlori bu baximdan daha az tohliikasiz
gOorundr.

Secki sistemino doyisikliklarin edilmasi elitalarin biitovliikkds siyasi sistemin inkisaf vektorunu
tonzimloya bilacoyi hiiquqi demokratik prosedurlardan biridir. Lakin hakim elita he¢ do homiso
demokratiyanin faaliyyatini optimallasdirmaq istomadiyindon segki sistemini doyisdirmir. Siyasi
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prosesin har bir subyekti kimi onlar da 6z maraqlarin1 giidiir, dévlat hakimiyyati sisteminds hakim
movqelorini méhkomlondirmays calisir, siyasi miixalifotin hakimiyyat yolunda slave maneslor
yaradirlar.

Introduction

The fuel and energy industry in today's world remains highly dependent on traditional
hydrocarbons, which includes oil. More and more often we hear statements about the creation of
alternative energy facilities to combat the effects of global warming. However, this trend does not
reduce the development potential of the oil industry, for which the main indicators are expected to
continue to grow. This is due to the influence of various groups of factors, which include industrial
growth, population growth, the emergence of new petrochemical facilities, the increase in
petrol/diesel engine vehicles, although more and more electric vehicles are also being sold around
the world. Therefore, we should expect an increase in the global oil market, where Asia occupies
one of the important places.
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The relevance of scientific research on the selected problematic is due to the fact that the
modern world oil market is segmented and divided between different geographical groups. One of
the main ones is the group of Asian countries, which occupy an important place in the formation of
the structure of oil production, production of petroleum products and their consumption. Therefore,
the aim of the article is to analyse the practical role and place of Asian countries in the world oil
market. For this purpose it is necessary to solve such tasks:

— to consider the characterisation of the Asian oil market;

— to analyse the average daily oil production of Asian countries in the ranking of the world's
and Asia’s top 10 producers;

— To determine the role of Asian countries in the development of the world oil market.

Geopolitical circumstances, conflicts, sanctions wars and trade blockades, which began to
actively manifest themselves in 2022, are causing dramatic changes in the global oil market,
forming its instability and high dynamics of price changes. In particular, if we take into account the
fact that Russia, which is subject to sanctions barriers on oil exports and sales, is the main player in
the global hydrocarbon market. This affects the overall balance of power and competitive positions
among countries whose global supply chains have been affected. At the same time, there are
countries that, on the contrary, have additional prospects and these include Asian countries
(Vinogradova, Grinevich, 2023).

Over the next 20 years, the global market is expected to shift the main demand for energy from
the US and EU countries to Asian markets, which are currently developing rapidly. According to
this expectation, the global energy production market is expected to nearly double by 2040. This
forecast is based on the positive dynamics of the economic performance of emerging economies. In
general, they show an annual growth rate of three per cent and have the potential to double these
figures in the long term (in a favourable scenario). The economic growth of Asian countries
contributes to the increase in industrial production, increase in the need for energy, which in total
forms the consumer demand for oil and petroleum products (Volotkovskaya, Volotkovskaya,
Semenov, 2020).

The Asian continent occupies an important place in the structure of the formation of the world

market of oil and oil products, which is due to the geographical location of its countries, stretching
from the western shores of the Pacific Ocean to the Middle East and the Arabian Peninsula.
In order to analyse Asian countries and determine their oil production and export potential, we will
analyse the average daily oil production. To analyse the indicators, let us refer to the graph in Figure
1, which shows the production of the countries ranked in the top 10 countries in terms of average
daily production.
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Figure 1 - Oil production per day in barrels by country in 2022, barrels (3)
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Thus, Russia is the second country in the world in terms of daily oil production. The first place
is occupied by the USA and the third by Saudi Arabia. In addition to Saudi Arabia, 5 other countries
in the top 10 crude oil producers ranking are located on the Asian continent (China, Irag, UAE, Iran
and Kuwait). This indicates that the Asian region is the key region for crude oil production.

The graph in Figure 2 shows the ranking of the top 10 countries in terms of average daily oil
production on the Asian continent, not including those in the top 10 worldwide. This will provide a
geographical perspective on the location of Asian countries with high oil production rates.

Thus, in addition to the 6 Asian countries mentioned above, 3 other countries have average daily
crude oil production above 1 million barrels (Kazakhstan, Qatar and Oman). A country as large in
area as India produces 0.62 million barrels of oil, while Indonesia produces 0.614 million barrels.
The list of the rating also includes 2 post-Soviet countries - Azerbaijan and Turkmenistan (in
addition to Kazakhstan). It is also worth noting that most of Russia’s oil production takes place on
the territory of the Asian continent of the country, as the largest hydrocarbon basins are located in
the Ural Federal District and the Siberian Federal District.

Based on an analysis of the geographical location of all 16 Asian countries included in the
rankings, it can be concluded that the bulk of oil production is concentrated in such regions as the
Middle East, Central Asia and South-East Asia. It is the Middle East that holds the key position
globally. Apart from Venezuela, the largest oil reserves are concentrated there, the production of
which has allowed the countries of this region to form a solid foundation for socio-economic
development. Today, many Middle Eastern countries are reorganising the structure of their national
economies, which makes it possible to get rid of the problem of the "resource curse” ("Dutch
disease").

Analyses of crude oil production reveal the high export potential of Asian countries, but it
remains important to identify the role and position of Asian countries in consumption. Since many
Asian countries do not have much in the way of natural resources, they are not able to supply
themselves with oil.
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For example, Asian states such as Japan, the Republic of Korea and Singapore have a complete
dependence on imported oil, while India imports only 50 per cent of the oil in its country and
Malaysia and China only 10 per cent of the country's total oil. This makes it clear that Asian
countries are building up their oil capital in different ways and have their own dependence on oil
imports (lvanenko, 2022: 71-77).

Asia, as a consumer, is the fastest growing market, where, for example, most of the shale oil
from US producers is exported. The volume of oil exports from the US to Asia, according to
Thomson Reuters Oil Research and Forecasts data, was about 261,000 bpd in 2023, almost ten
times higher than in 2022. One of the conditions that has ensured the growth of US oil exports
eastwards is a significant premium on the North Sea benchmark Brent to US WTI, the so-called
Brent-WTI spread. The pricing of US shale oil is usually linked to the quotations of the regional
marker WT]I, while the cost of other light grades exported to Asia, including those from African
countries, to Brent (Zhilkina, Zhilkin, Bondarovich, 2022: 137-145).

As we have already established, the Asian region plays a key role in the development of the
modern global refining industry. In the course of its evolution, the countries of this region have
developed mature markets for petroleum products. The most important role in the Asian refining
complex belongs to Japan and China, although Vietnam, Indonesia and Thailand are becoming
increasingly important players.

Intra-regional competition contributes to undermining the foundations of co-operation in the
refining industry, so all countries are seeking to intensify their foreign economic expansion for
access to oil and gas deposits in the world. Among Asian countries, Japan has the most developed
refining industry, which, in addition to diversified production of petroleum products, is an active
importer of them. China is characterised by the highest growth rates of the industry development,
but so far the country has not managed to overcome the deficit of petroleum products (Perfiliev,
Solomonov, 2016).

Table 1 depicts a list of the top five oil companies in the Asian region that have large scale
refining facilities.

As a result, the analysis of the largest oil companies in Asia shows that China is currently a
global consumer of oil and gas resources and a producer of products based on the processing of this
type of raw materials. At the same time, the country has a significant deficit of its own fossil
hydrocarbons, so China is forced to constantly increase the volume of their imports, which puts the
country in a vulnerable position.

China's oil industry is mainly represented by the three largest national oil corporations - CNPC,
CNOOC and Sinopec - which account for 90 per cent of the country's market. All are integrated in
hydrocarbon production and refining, but historically remain focused on their own businesses.
Sinopec is the largest crude oil refining corporation with the most developed marketing channels for
refined products; CNPC is the largest hydrocarbon producing corporation on the mainland,;
CNOOC's unique advantages are exploration and production of offshore oil and gas fields (Mitina,
Yizhan, 2021: 44-50).
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Many of the Asian states are highly dependent on their supply chains being stable, as well as
stable prices in the global hydrocarbon market. Rising oil prices increase the cost of production and
energy costs, making industries in countries with a high share of imported oil uncompetitive.
Therefore, it is important to investigate the external environment factors that influence the
formation of competitiveness and security of the oil industry of Asian countries (8).

Conclusion
Thus, Asian countries have an important role and place in the structure of the world oil market,
having a large share of hydrocarbon production (Saudi Arabia, China, Iran, Irag), and at the same
time, being an active consumer of energy resources, as many countries that do not have oil reserves
have a developed industrial economy (Japan, South Korea).

Introduction
1. Evolution of international investment law.
International law, from its inception, required respect for the fundamental rights of foreigners in
the host country. Its first principle demands fair and equal treatment of foreigners' property by the
host state, while the second protects them from arbitrary forms of forced property expropriation.
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Historically, foreigners' legal status was always inferior compared to national economic entities,
leading to the formation of international investment relations based on customary international law
norms and rules. Thus, international investment law emerged from the interplay of customary
norms and conventional rules.

Despite the widespread belief among economists and international organizations about the
crucial role of investments in economic development, there has been a significant gap between the
discourse on international investment law and economic development matters. This gap
encompasses the spectrum of economic development concepts, the evolution of investment law, and
its international practice. This divide is evident in the evolution of investment law between capital-
exporting and importing countries, how development is perceived in investment arbitration, and
ongoing debates about the 'legitimacy crisis' in international investment law. However, there are
emerging positive trends towards addressing development issues within international investment
law and investor-state dispute settlement, as investment law provides opportunities for the
development of investments and the overall economy.

The development of international investment law has been shaped by the gradual convergence
of bilateral contractual relationships between states, aiming to optimize the legal regulation of
foreign investments. Over time, the legal status of foreigners evolved, often disadvantaged
compared to national entities, prompting the formation of international investment relations based
on customary international law.

The genesis of international investment law can be traced back to the expansion of national
capital beyond its original territories, driven by an inherent economic nature. This evolution began
with the emergence of international trade and banking in 12th-century Florence, leading to the
formation of various organizational forms like the societas-compagnia, facilitating risky trade
ventures.

The Age of Discovery in the 16th and 17th centuries marked a significant phase, characterized
by the establishment of joint-stock companies and the concept of portfolio investment. Major
trading companies like the British East India Company and the Dutch East India Company played
crucial roles in reinforcing colonial rule and exploiting colonial resources. During the colonial
period, investment disputes were often settled through power dynamics rather than legal
frameworks. However, the growing necessity for a civilized approach to investment policy emerged
due to technological advancements in the metropolises (Farkhutdinov, 2005: 79).

Following the era of 'gunboat diplomacy' (2) in the 19th and early 20th centuries, capital-
exporting states began to understand modern investment law as part of international law, especially
concerning the protection of foreigners after the Russian and German revolutions post-World War 1.
Initially, in the absence of specific international legal norms for foreign investment, protection was
offered through diplomatic means. The late 19th century saw the development of a doctrine
demanding host states to adhere to a minimum standard of treatment towards foreign nationals and
property, regardless of the treatment of their own citizens.

While capital-importing countries opposed an independent standard for the protection of foreign
investments under international law, favoring protection solely by national legislation in national
courts, European powers and the United States advocated for an independent protection system
under international law (3).

The United States advanced the concept of a minimum standard of treatment for foreigners
under international law, proposing that conflicts involving foreign investors and host nations be
resolved by impartial international tribunals. This standard included the principle that any
government expropriation of foreign property must be adequately compensated. In 1938, U.S.
Secretary of State Cordell Hull emphasized the necessity of “the right of prompt and just
compensation for expropriated property....” for such takings, a stance that defined the U.S.
viewpoint. However, Latin American countries, often on the receiving end of U.S. investments, did
not agree with this position (Sabahi, Laird, Gismondi, 2017: 9).
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To oppose the minimum standard theory, Carlos Calvo, devised in the mid-19th century what
later became known as the Calvo doctrine, emphasizing national legal frameworks over
international standards for foreign investments. Proposed by Argentine diplomat and jurist Carlos
Calvo, this doctrine emerged as a response to the unfair diplomatic protections practiced by
Western nations in Latin America. Under the doctrine, a host Government did not have to grant
treatment any more favorable than that granted to its own nationals. It advocated for the equal
treatment of residents and non-residents and stressed that disputes involving foreign investors
should be resolved within national legal frameworks (Farkhutdinov, 2005: 82).

All of these doctrines, however, without the right to raise them before a competent tribunal
would have very little impact in improving a foreign investor’s situation. Therefore, the global
community increasingly shifted its focus towards peaceful dispute resolution methods, including
international arbitration. Initially intended for resolving disputes between states, this approach
gradually expanded to address conflicts involving states and private entities.

In the 1960s, as transnational arbitration practice began shaping non-national systems for
resolving foreign investment disputes, the prevailing view was that an extraterritorial arbitration
procedure should be created for the effective protection of foreign capital investment. This is
confirmed by arbitration clauses in contracts of that era. The desire to establish transnational
arbitration mechanisms was related to protecting a foreign investor's property in the host country
from nationalization and similar measures. The unequal legal status of foreign investors in the host
country, varying legal and political regimes' attitudes towards property rights, and traditionally
abnormal relations with foreign capitals were factors. The general characteristic of the legal regime
for foreign investments is that entrepreneurial activities in the host country must be secured. A
foreign investor under the host country's legislative jurisdiction should be insured against
administrative measures and achieve fair resolution of potential disputes. Domestic dispute
resolution means do not provide this. Therefore, international contracts often subject both judicial
and legislative jurisdiction to international mechanisms and the rule of international law.

2. International Centre for Settlement of Investment Disputes as a key mechanism on settlement
of international investment disputes

2.1. Establishment of International Centre for Settlement of Investment Disputes

In the 1950s and 1960s, the Organization for European Economic Cooperation (now the
Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development) had made several attempts to create a
framework to protect international investments, but its efforts revealed conflicting views on how to
provide compensation for the expropriation of foreign direct investment.

In 1961, Aron Broches, serving as the General Counsel for the International Bank for
Reconstruction and Development (hereinafter - IBRD), proposed a multilateral treaty for resolving
investment disputes individually rather than based on pre-set standards. Broches organized meetings
with legal authorities from various global regions, including Europe, Africa, and Asia, to draft a
preliminary version of this treaty. The IBRD staff then prepared a formal draft, which underwent
review and refinement in collaboration with the legal representatives of the IBRD's board.

Once refined, the board approved this draft, known as the Convention on the Settlement of
Investment Disputes between States and Nationals of Other States. The Bank's president then
distributed the convention to member states for their signatures on March 18, 1965.

The convention quickly gained traction, with twenty countries ratifying it shortly thereafter.
This convention laid the foundation for the establishment of the International Centre for Settlement
of Investment Disputes (hereinafter — ICSID or Centre), which officially commenced operations on
October 14, 1966. Currently 158 countries have ratified the Convention to become Contracting
States. Azerbaijan has ratified the Convention on September 18, 1992.

ICSID is an autonomous international institution established under the Convention on the
Settlement of Investment Disputes between States and Nationals of Other States (hereinafter - the
Washington Convention or the Convention) with over one hundred and forty member States. The
Convention sets forth ICSID's mandate, organization and core functions. The primary purpose of
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ICSID is to provide facilities for conciliation and arbitration of international investment disputes
between States and foreign investors.

The Convention sought to remove major impediments to the free international flows of private
investment posed by non-commercial risks and the absence of specialized international methods for
investment dispute settlement. ICSID was created by the Convention as an impartial international
forum providing facilities for the resolution of legal disputes between eligible parties, through
conciliation or arbitration procedures. Recourse to the ICSID facilities is always subject to the
parties' consent.

As evidenced by its large membership, considerable caseload, and by the numerous references
to its arbitration facilities in investment treaties and laws, ICSID plays an important role in the field
of international investment and economic development.

Today, ICSID is considered to be the leading international arbitration institution devoted to
investor-State dispute settlement.

2.2. Status, immunities, and bodies of ICSID

ICSID is an independent organization closely associated with the World Bank. Its members are
also members of the Bank.

ICSID has full international legal personality, including the ability to contract, own property,
and engage in legal proceedings. The Centre enjoys immunities and privileges in the territories of
Contracting States to fulfill its functions. The Centre and its assets are immune from legal processes
unless the Centre waives this immunity.

The Chairman, Council members, conciliators, arbitrators, Committee members, and Secretariat
staff have immunity for acts in their official capacity, and, if not local nationals, have certain
privileges regarding immigration, exchange, and travel. These immunities and privileges extend to
parties, agents, counsel, advocates, witnesses, and experts in proceedings, particularly for travel and
stay during proceedings.

The Centre's archives are inviolable, and its official communications receive treatment
comparable to other international organizations. The Centre, its assets, income, and operations are
exempt from taxation and customs duties. Except for local nationals, no taxes will be charged on
expense allowances, salaries, or other payments made by the Centre to its Chairman, members of
the Administrative Council, and officials or employees of the Secretariat.

The Centre consists of an Administrative Council, a Secretariat, and maintains a Panel of
Conciliators and a Panel of Arbitrators.

The Administrative Council, chaired by the President of the World Bank (hereinafter-
Chairman), includes one representative from each state that ratified the Convention. The Centre is
led by an elected President and Secretary-General.

The Council is responsible for exercising various powers and performing functions essential for
implementing the provisions of the Convention. This includes overseeing the Centre's operations,
making key decisions about its management and procedures, and ensuring compliance with the
Convention's objectives.

The Council holds an annual meeting to discuss and review the Centre's activities and progress.
Additional meetings can be called either by the Council itself, by the Chairman, or by the Secretary-
General at the request of at least five members of the Council. This ensures regular oversight and
decision-making. Each member of the Administrative Council has one vote, Chairman has no vote.
Decisions on most matters are made by a majority of the votes cast. This democratic process
ensures that decisions reflect the consensus or majority opinion of the members.

A quorum, which is the minimum number of members required to conduct the Council’s
business, is set at a majority of its members. This provision ensures that decisions are made by a
representative segment of the Council.

The Council has established a procedure allowing for voting without a physical meeting, if two-
thirds of its members agree. Votes in this procedure are valid only if the majority of the members
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cast their votes within a specified timeframe. This allows for efficient decision-making, especially
in urgent or straightforward matters.

Members of the Administrative Council and the Chairman serve without financial compensation
from the Centre.

These guidelines and functions collectively ensure that the Administrative Council operates
effectively, transparently, and democratically, fulfilling its role in overseeing and guiding the
Centre's activities.

The Secretariat, another body of ICSID, consists of the Secretary-General, Deputy Secretaries-
General, and staff.

The Secretary-General and Deputy Secretary-General are elected for up to six years by a two-
thirds majority of the Administrative Council, on the Chairman’s nomination, and are ineligible for
political roles or other employment without Council approval. In the Secretary-General's absence or
during a vacancy, the Deputy Secretary-General, or one of them in a predetermined order if there
are multiple, acts as Secretary-General.

The Secretary-General acts as the Centre's legal representative and chief officer, overseeing
administration and staff appointments, serving as registrar, and holding the authority to authenticate
arbitral awards and certify their copies.

The Panels of the Centre consist of the Panel of Conciliators and the Panel of Arbitrators, each
made up of qualified individuals willing to serve. Each Contracting State can designate up to four
individuals to each Panel (who may but need not to be its nationals), and the Chairman can appoint
ten additional members, ensuring diverse nationalities. When appointing individuals to the Panels,
the Chairman must ensure representation from the major legal systems and key sectors of economic
activity worldwide.

Panel members should be of high moral character and recognized competence in law,
commerce, industry, or finance, with legal expertise especially important for arbitrators. Members
serve for six-year renewable terms, with replacements for vacancies appointed by the original
designating authority. A person can serve on both Panels, and in cases of multiple designations, the
first designating authority or the individual's home state takes precedence. All designations are
notified to the Secretary-General and take effect upon receipt of notification.

Related to financing of the ICSID, if the Centre's expenses exceed its income from facility
charges and other receipts, the shortfall will be covered by Contracting States that are members of
the Bank, based on their share of the Bank's capital, and by non-member Contracting States
according to rules set by the Administrative Council.

2.3. Jurisdiction of the Centre

ICSID's jurisdiction extends to legal disputes arising directly out of investments, between an
investor (a national of another Contracting State) (5) and a host state (Contracting State or its
designated subdivision or agency), provided both parties consent in writing to submit to the Centre,
with the understanding that such consent, once given, cannot be withdrawn unilaterally. This
jurisdiction includes disputes involving natural persons or juridical entities of differing nationalities,
as defined by specific criteria, and allows Contracting States to notify the Centre of their
preferences regarding the submission of certain classes of disputes to its jurisdiction.

Investment disputes are typically categorized into three groups:

1. Disputes related to the terms and conditions of compensation in cases of nationalization and
other compulsory measures, compensation for losses in armed conflicts, and investor losses due to
state or official actions in similar circumstances.

2. Various property and economic disputes: among joint venture participants, between the
venture and its members, between enterprises and firms in the host country with foreign
investments, or with legal and physical persons from other countries.

3. Disputes between the investor and state authorities, which are administrative in nature.

The Washington Convention assigned a wide range of disputes to ICSID, facilitating its
establishment as a leading center for conciliation and arbitration on investment disputes,
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distinguished by detailed procedures, rich practical and precedent experience, and the significance
of its decisions (Tratsevskaya, 2022: 35).

2.4. Conciliation procedure.

A Contracting State or national wishing to start conciliation sends a written request to the
Secretary-General, who forwards it to the other party. The request includes details about the
dispute, parties involved, and consent to conciliation.

The Secretary-General is responsible for registering a request for dispute resolution at the
Centre, unless it is clearly outside the Centre's jurisdiction, and must promptly inform the parties of
either registration or refusal to register.

As soon as possible after the request is registered the Conciliation Commission shall be formed.
Commission is composed of an uneven number of conciliators agreed upon by the parties or, if no
agreement, three conciliators (one by each party and a president of Commission agreed upon by
both).

If the Commission is not formed within 90 days after the registration notice is sent, or within a
different period agreed by the parties, the Chairman will appoint the remaining conciliators upon
request from either party, after attempting to consult with both parties.

The Commission is the judge of its own competence and decides how to handle objections
regarding its jurisdiction or competence, either as preliminary questions or combined with the main
dispute. The Commission's role is to clarify issues and facilitate agreement, making settlement
recommendations as needed. It will draft a report on the dispute's resolution or, if no agreement is
reached or a party fails to participate, note the failure to reach an agreement or the party's non-
participation (7).

During other legal proceedings, parties cannot use statements, admissions, or settlement offers
made during conciliation, nor the Commission's report or recommendations, unless they agree
otherwise.

2.5. Arbitration.

To initiate arbitration at ICSID, a party submits a written application to its Secretary-General,
who then forwards a copy to the other party. The application must detail the dispute's basis, parties
involved, and their agreement regarding the arbitration process.

The Secretary-General registers the application, except if it clearly falls outside ICSID's
competence. In such cases, parties are notified of the registration denial.

The Arbitral Tribunal is formed promptly after registration. The Tribunal will be made up of
either one arbitrator or an odd number of arbitrators, based on what the parties involved decide. If
no agreement is reached, the tribunal consists of three arbitrators: one appointed by each party and a
presiding arbitrator agreed upon by both parties. A majority of arbitrators must not be nationals of
the disputing state. This rule doesn’t apply if the tribunal consists of a single arbitrator or if all
arbitrators are appointed by mutual agreement.

Parties can choose arbitrators from a list maintained by ICSID. Arbitrators must possess high
moral character, competence in law, commerce, economics, or finance, and be capable of rendering
independent decisions. Legal expertise is particularly valued.

The Tribunal decides its own jurisdiction and competence, and addresses objections to its
jurisdiction either as preliminary questions or as part of the main dispute. The Tribunal rules on
disputes based on the parties' agreed-upon law, or, in absence of agreement, using the law of the
involved Contracting State and applicable international laws. A distinctive feature of ICSID
proceedings is that the tribunal cannot issue indeterminate decisions due to a lack of or unclear legal
norms.

Unless otherwise agreed by the parties, the Tribunal can request evidence, visit relevant dispute
locations, and conduct inquiries.

Rules regarding party participation in ICSID proceedings include that the absence or non-
participation of a party does not compel the tribunal to accept the other party's claims. Also, such
absence or non-participation does not prevent the tribunal from proceeding and making a decision.
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Before deciding, the tribunal notifies the absent party and provides a specific timeframe, except
when convinced that the absent party will not use this opportunity.

After arbitration, the tribunal issues a decision, made by a majority vote of arbitrators. The
decision is in written form and signed by those who voted for it. Each arbitrator may attach a
personal opinion or dissent to the decision. The decision must address each issue under arbitration
and include the reasoning behind it.

The Tribunal can, within 45 days of the award, address any omitted questions or correct clerical
errors in the award, which then becomes part of the official award and is communicated to the
parties.

If parties dispute the content or subject of the decision, either can request interpretation by
submitting a written statement to the Secretary-General. If possible, the request is presented to the
original tribunal; otherwise, a new tribunal is formed. The tribunal may suspend the execution of
the decision until the additional decision is made.

The Centre does not publish arbitration decisions without parties' consent. Certified copies are
sent to the parties, and many ICSID arbitration decisions are available electronically.

A unique feature of ICSID procedure is the possibility to revise a decision after it's made. Either
party can request a revision by submitting a written statement to the Secretary-General if new facts
that could significantly affect the decision are discovered, provided these facts were unknown to the
tribunal and the applicant at the time of the decision and the applicant's ignorance was not due to
negligence.

Such a request must be made within 90 days of discovering the facts but no later than three
years after the decision. If possible, the request is presented to the original tribunal; otherwise, a
new tribunal is formed. The tribunal may suspend the execution of the decision until the additional
decision is made.

The Centre has exclusive jurisdiction over annulment and appeal of arbitration decisions.

Each party can request annulment of the arbitration decision by submitting a written statement
to the Secretary-General on the following grounds:

a) If the tribunal was improperly constituted;

b) If the tribunal exceeded its powers;

c) If there was corruption involving an arbitrator;

d) If there was a significant departure from the procedure;

e) If the decision was not properly reasoned.

The request must be made within 120 days of the decision. If based on discovered corruption, it
must be within 120 days of discovery but no later than three years from the decision date.

Upon receiving such a request, the Chairman of the Administrative Council appoints an ad hoc
committee of three from the Panel of Arbitrators. Committee members cannot include arbitrators
from the disputed decision, nationals of the disputing state, or participants in the dispute. The ad
hoc committee can annul the decision in whole or part on the stated grounds. It may suspend the
execution of the decision until the additional decision is made. If the decision is annulled, either
party can request a new tribunal to resolve the dispute.

ICSID decisions are binding and not subject to appeal except as provided by the Washington
Convention. Each party must comply and perform actions required by the arbitration. The
Convention requires each state to recognize and enforce monetary obligations imposed by
arbitration decisions within its territory as if they were final judgments of that state's courts.

To enforce a decision, the interested party must present a certified copy to the relevant court of a
member state. Enforcement follows the legislation on executing final court decisions.

2.6. Cost and place of Proceedings

The charges for using the Centre's facilities are set by the Secretary-General, based on
regulations from the Administrative Council. The fees and expenses of Commission and Tribunal
members are determined within the limits set by the Administrative Council, in consultation with
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the Secretary-General, although parties can agree in advance on these fees and expenses with the
respective Commission or Tribunal.

In the Conciliation proceeding parties share equally the fees and expenses of the Commission
members and charges for using the Centre's facilities. Each party covers its own additional
expenses. Unlike the Conciliation, In Arbitration, the Tribunal assesses and decides how parties
should bear their expenses, the members' fees and expenses, and charges for using the Centre's
facilities, which is included in the award.

Conciliation and arbitration proceedings are usually held at the Centre's seat. With agreement
from the parties, proceedings can be held at the seat of the Permanent Court of Arbitration or any
other suitable institution, or any other place approved by the Commission or Tribunal after
consulting with the Secretary-General.

2.7. Key differences and similarities between ICSID Arbitration and Conciliation

There are certain structural similarities between ICSID arbitration and conciliation, and also
notable differences.

Differences:

Two main distinctions exist between ICSID conciliation and arbitration: (a) the roles and
authorities of the conciliation commission are not the same as those of an arbitration tribunal, and
(b) the nature and legal implications of the final documents produced by each entity vary.

1. Powers and Functions:

- Conciliation focuses on clarifying issues and helping parties reach a mutual resolution, can
communicate separately or jointly with parties, and make recommendations for settlement.

- Arbitration decides disputes based on applicable law, determines evidence admissibility,
resolves procedural issues, and handles objections and cost allocations.

2. Final Instrument:

- Conciliation produces a "Report™ recording agreement or lack thereof between parties, along
with procedural details.

- Arbitration issues an "Award" deciding all questions submitted.

3. Other Procedural Differences:

- Conciliation has different default mechanisms for appointing conciliators, no authority on cost
decisions, and a strong confidentiality clause for proceedings.

- Arbitration has automatic default mechanisms for arbitrator appointment and a detailed
framework for publishing proceedings.

Similarities:

1. Jurisdictional Requirements are equal for both arbitration and conciliation under Article 25 of
the Convention.

2. ldentical processes for starting arbitration and conciliation under Convention.

3. Similar procedures for constituting conciliation commissions and arbitral tribunals, with
minor differences in nationality limitations and default mechanisms.

4. Similar processes of disqualification, resignation, replacement for arbitrations and
conciliations under Convention.

5. Both conciliation commissions and arbitral tribunals can judge their own competence.

6. Same regulations apply to both arbitrations and conciliations under the Convention (8).

3. Protection of foreign investment and Arbitration (ICSID) Cases in Azerbaijan

3.1. Protection of foreign investment in Azerbaijan

According to law of the Republic of Azerbaijan “On investment activity”, foreign investors are
defined as non-residents or entities established by non-residents that invest in the country. They are
granted several rights, including the freedom to choose investment fields, sources of financing, and
the ability to repatriate profits and revenues. Foreign investors are also obligated to adhere to
Azerbaijani laws, pay relevant taxes, and comply with environmental and other regulations.

The legislation offers substantial protections and guarantees for foreign investors. These include
equal treatment and protection against discrimination, ensuring foreign investors are not treated less
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favorably than local investors, and the application of national treatment (9) and most-favored-nation
treatment (10) to foreign investors. The state also guarantees protection against unlawful
nationalization and expropriation, stipulating that expropriation can only occur for public needs, and
must be accompanied by prompt, adequate, and effective compensation.

For dispute resolution, the law allows for several mechanisms. Disputes can be resolved through
negotiations, legal proceedings within the country, or through international arbitration, if agreed
upon by the parties or stipulated in international treaties.

When comparing this framework with best practice countries like Singapore, New Zealand, and
Denmark, Azerbaijan's approach to investment protection is progressive. However, it could be
enhanced by focusing on areas such as judicial efficiency, transparency in regulatory practices, and
broader economic policies. These countries are known for their highly efficient administrative
processes, strong rule of law, and transparent regulations, which contribute to their high rankings in
ease of doing business and investor confidence. Improving these aspects could make Azerbaijan's
investment climate even more attractive to foreign investors.

3.2. Main Arbitration (ICSID) Cases in Azerbaijan

The case of Azpetrol v. Azerbaijan, officially titled Azpetrol International Holdings B.V.,
Azpetrol Group B.V., and Azpetrol Oil Services Group B.V. v. Republic of Azerbaijan (ICSID
Case No. ARB/06/15), is a significant ICSID arbitration case that commenced in 2006 (11).

This dispute involved the Netherlands-based companies Azpetrol International Holdings,
Azpetrol Group, and Azpetrol Oil Services Group, which held investments in Azerbaijan's oil and
gas distribution, trade, storage, and transportation sectors. The controversy arose when Azpetrol
International Holdings lost its shares in Azpetrol Group and Azpetrol Oil Services Group. This loss
occurred following a decision by an Azerbaijani court that declared the original purchase contract
ineffective and returned the shares to their former owner.

The economic sectors involved in this case were primarily within the tertiary sector, including
electricity, gas, steam, and air conditioning supply, land transport and transport via pipelines, and
warehousing and support activities for transportation.

The arbitral tribunal was composed of President Feliciano F.P. (replaced by Watts A.),
Arbitrator Brower C.N. (appointed by the claimant), and Arbitrator Greenwood C. (appointed by or
designated to the respondent).

The investor claimed 300 million USD in compensation of alleged breaches included indirect
expropriation, unfair and equitable treatment, denial of justice claims, restrictions on transfer of
funds, arbitrary, unreasonable, and discriminatory measures, among others.

In terms of the outcome, the case was decided in favor of the State of Azerbaijan. The tribunal
rendered its award on 8 September 2009. The case was dismissed for lack of jurisdiction. Due to the
award each party should bear its own legal costs arising from the Settlement Application and from
other submissions after the conclusion of a binding settlement of the parties' dispute.

This case is a prime example of the complexities involved in international arbitration related to
investment disputes. It underscores the challenges that investors and states face in such proceedings,
particularly regarding jurisdiction and the interpretation of investment agreements.

The case of Ersoy v. Azerbaijan, officially known as Cem Sel¢uk Ersoy v. Republic of
Azerbaijan (ICSID Case No. ARB/18/6), initiated in 2018, is another important ICSID arbitration
involving Azerbaijan (12).

This dispute was brought by Cem Selguk Ersoy, a Turkish investor, against Azerbaijan under
the Azerbaijan-Turkey Bilateral Investment Treaty (BIT) of 1994. The investment at issue was
Ersoy's ownership of a locally-incorporated company that held contracts for the construction of two
water and sewage collector tunnels in Baku, Azerbaijan.

The crux of the dispute centered on claims of unfair treatment and indirect expropriation by
Azerbaijani water and tax authorities in relation to Ersoy's investment in the tunnel construction
project. The economic sector involved in this dispute was construction, specifically civil
engineering.
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The arbitral tribunal was initially presided over by Shore L., who was later replaced by Zuleta
E. The claimant appointed Petrochilos G. as an arbitrator, while the respondent designated Kalicki
J.E.

The investor claimed 60 million USD in compensation, but the proceedings concluded with a
settlement, as indicated by the order taking note of the discontinuance of the proceeding pursuant to
ICSID Arbitration Rules dated 2 March 2020 (13). Due to this Article at any time before the award
is rendered, parties may jointly request that the Tribunal discontinue the proceeding if they settle the
dispute or for any other reason.

Conclusion

The essay effectively discusses the complexities of international investment law, with a focus on
Azerbaijan's legal framework and significant arbitration cases. It shows the challenges in
interpreting and applying laws in international disputes, highlighting the importance of fairness and
clarity. The essay demonstrates the complicated and evolving landscape of international investment
law, underscored by the critical role played by institutions like ICSID in resolving complex
disputes. The detailed examination of Azerbaijan's legal framework reveals a commitment to
aligning with international standards, offering substantial protections to foreign investors. However,
as the cases reviewed in the essay illustrate, challenges persist in the realms of jurisdictional
authority and treaty interpretation. These cases serve as a reminder of the continuous need for
clarity, fairness, and efficiency in international investment law to ensure balanced outcomes for
both investors and states. Moving forward, lessons learned from these arbitrations can guide
improvements in legal frameworks and dispute resolution processes, further enhancing investor
confidence and contributing to the global investment climate's stability.

Venture investments are now the main source of
funding for innovations, providing a significant amount of resources to help progress creative
projects. Specially, developed countries have effectively utilized venture capital to finance new
projects. Various structural challenges in the country impede the creation of favorable
circumstances for active entrepreneurship and innovation. The government has created many
legislation and resolutions to tackle these concerns. In the realm of international business, venture
ventures are creative enterprises that provide new methods and ideas. Small innovative enterprises
(SIE) are the starting point, and their funding involves significant risks. Investors take on larger
risks but can potentially achieve bigger profits by investing in ideas at their early phases. The essay
delves into the basic essence and features of venture financing, challenges in obtaining venture
capital, various types of investments in the venture sector, and key tactics for obtaining venture
capital to support a variety of creative initiatives.

Introduction

Venture capital possesses unique attributes. Venture capital serves as an exceptionally
efficacious resource for fostering the expansion of technology enterprises. Venture capital, in
whatever capacity, is a form of capital that is delineated in a number of unique ways. This is the
value utilized to generate profit through a specific activity, according to the conventional
understanding; in the classical sense, these are resources in production. However, particularly
intriguing in light of the subject under investigation is the approach taken by the Austrian school,
which employs a concept that closely resembles the purpose and fundamental nature of venture
capital in definition (Lerner, Leamon, 2023: 254).

Understanding of venture capital.

The Austrian school posits that all capital is profit-generating investments; in other words,
forfeiting property now results in receiving a greater portion in the future; deferring consumption
incurs interest charges that are contingent upon the level of risk involved. This definition most
closely embodies the fundamental nature of venture capital and is intricately linked to its objectives,
both of which hold future utility. The word "venture" is translated as "risky" or "adventurous,"
which provides the general definition of venture capital. Therefore, the broad definition is regarded
as funding designated for venture capital investments in nascent, rapidly expanding companies.
However, this concept provides only a fundamental understanding of the process and does not
adequately characterize it (Kurz, 2016: 252-273).

It is more accurate to refer to this as "venture capital,” which consists of long-term financing in
exchange for a portion of the capital of rapidly expanding businesses; in this case, the investor's
benefit and the duration of the investment have already been established (Manigart, Sapienza, 2017:
240-258).

Additionally, the functional component of venture capital can be defined; Zaitsev provides this
definition in his dictionary. Venture operations involve the execution of financial transactions that
entail a specific level of risk. Nevertheless, this definition is more applicable to venture capital
investments. It is crucial to consider the utilization of this capital in light of the subject and
investment object. Consequently, the inclusion of a subjective-objective element is essential. The
US National Venture Capital Association (NVCA) defines venture capital as the funds of a new
innovative enterprise in addition to the investor's capital. This is not without reason. An economic
relationship in which the investor participates in the management of the investment object is another
definition of venture. However, this is not wholly accurate, as a considerable number of venture
capitalists prefer to avoid management involvement (Kaplan, Lerner, 2016: 413-431).

According to the Austrian school of thought regarding capital perception, all capital is the
relinquishment of a resource from ownership for the purpose of acquiring it in greater quantities in
the future. This holds true not only for the investor's understanding but also for the entrepreneur of
the investment object, who operates an innovative and, consequently, high-risk enterprise. That is,
both the investor and the entrepreneur seeking investment are required to provide a response to the
definition. The second crucial component is the substantial risk that accompanies innovative or
revolutionary endeavors, as it increases the likelihood of an unfavorable result. Fundamentally, in
the context of investments, high risk and innovativeness are synonymous; thus, this component of
the definition can be reduced to high risk to some extent (Hirukawa, Ueda, 2011: 421-465).

The objective is investment; investment inherently entails profit; and if profitable, the preceding
element incorporates a substantial amount of profit. From the subject's perspective, the state of
anticipation should highlight the selectivity of the process of selecting an object that minimizes risk
to the greatest extent possible in the absence of delay. This is the resultant definition. Venture
capital consists of accrued funds designated for high-risk investments or as the financial backing for
a highly promising innovative enterprise that necessitates such investments. Therefore, to support
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the objective-subjective aspect of the study, we include in this concept the traditional notion of a
venture entrepreneur, which refers to an organization or individual that uses venture capital to
develop a new product, and not solely to venture capitalists (Bertoni, Colombo, Quas, 2015: 543-
560).

As mentioned earlier, innovativeness entails substantial risks; however, the creator of the
product places the utmost importance on innovativeness. Consequently, the investment process
focuses on innovative endeavors, with a high-risk subject matter. In essence, accumulation refers to
the accumulation characteristic exhibited by venture funds and analogous organizations that require
a certain period of time to identify an investment opportunity. It can be inferred that venture capital
is utilized as the working capital of a technological enterprise or fund, serving as either the
foundation for an innovative technological enterprise or a means to generate profits for investors.
Although venture capital includes venture investments, it is important to avoid conflating one
definition with another in order to grasp the essence of the subject under investigation. Additionally,
it is worth noting that venture investments serve as a form of partial financing, as they are
segmented into segments that correspond to the development phases that will be further elaborated
upon (Lerner, 2022: 207-218).

Venture capital investing entails substantial risk and pertains to the establishment of novel and
inventive businesses. Innovation uncertainties in the market and the unpredictability of the
enterprise's future during the investment phase constitute the greatest risk. While this definition is
widely accepted and all-encompassing, variations exist with regard to the regions involved and the
manner in which these investments are interpreted. According to the European Private Equity &
Venture Capital Association, venture financing is defined as the capital investment made by
professional shareholders in early-stage private enterprises, with a particular focus on growth
potential and management participation. This definition indicates a greater propensity for control
over investees in the European region and a lesser risk tolerance by emphasizing the investee's
professionalism. Long-term and medium-term benefits are given greater emphasis by the British
Venture Capital Association, given that the time required to attain benefits can range from six to ten
years. Therefore, venture investments signify high-risk bets on newly established, technologically
advanced businesses that are expanding rapidly.

Ways of attracting venture capital in innovation projects.

Venture capital firms have a preference for investing in organizations whose shares are not
publicly traded on the stock market. Rather, these firms grant complete control and access to their
shareholders, which may consist of both individuals and legal entities (Fiet, 2022: 219-242).

Certain categories of investments in venture business are distinguished by authorities in the
field: Lerner, J., & Nanda, R. (2020). Venture capital’s role in financing innovation (Lerner, Nanda,
2020: 237-261).

- beginning investments, classified as one of the more precarious types of investments, are
categorized as either pre-starting investments or starting investments;

- venture investments of initial financing (utilized for nascent organizations lacking the requisite
financial resources to execute an innovative endeavor initially) and subsequent phases of said
initiatives (typically in situations where the company exhibits substantial expansion potential yet
faces financial constraints);

- rescue investments, which entail the acquisition of capital in companies that are presently
insolvent but have every opportunity to resume operations;

replacement investments involve the organization allocating its own capital to partially
substitute external resources; these investments utilize securities to access the company's market.

It is widely acknowledged that investing in later phases of venture business development is the
most prevalent type of investment. Typically, this is correlated with reduced investor risks,
enhanced market stability for the company, and the circumvention of superfluous expenditures (e.g.,
licensing fees, patent acquisition costs). The following are the primary obstacles to attracting
venture capital to innovative projects:
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- an unfavorable legal and economic climate hinders the progress of venture companies in the
desired trajectory, encompassing deficiencies in intellectual property protection legislation;

- the efficacy of the support mechanism for small and medium-sized enterprises is
compromised;

- the adoption of international venture capital as opposed to domestic funding for the execution
of groundbreaking initiatives;

- the inefficient allocation of funds from venture capital firms;

- intra-team personal disputes that arise during the development and promotion of an innovative
project;

- the challenge of expanding an innovative undertaking.

Due to enormous scientific and technological advancements, innovation is required in every
aspect of life today; therefore, financing the development of innovative projects through venture
capital should occur in the context of declining interest rates, expanding additional financing
programs, and government support for various venture companies (funds) operating in the market.
Additionally, establishing an independent division dedicated to intellectual property analysis, which
may involve engaging university patent specialists for outsourcing purposes or issuing loans, will
facilitate the attraction of venture capital towards pioneering initiatives.

Conclusion

In summary, it is important to acknowledge that venture capital serves as the foundation for the
inventive advancement of the national and regional economies. Consequently, an efficiently
structured venture capital system represents a highly auspicious domain of economic endeavor.
When formulating a short-term and long-term strategy for venture capital's involvement in the
development of venture entrepreneurship and the implementation of numerous innovative projects,
it is the responsibility of the state to undertake all requisite actions to support these endeavors. At
present, the objective is to raise funds for the development of cutting-edge technologies that will
accelerate the transition to a digital economy in which innovation is utilized in every aspect of
government operations. The concurrent establishment of optimal conditions necessitates the
execution of multiple approaches:

- with regard to the legal dimension, a robust legislative structure governing venture business
within the nation;

- from an economic standpoint, venture capital can be considered more effective during periods
of declining interest rates, as it ensures that such rates do not lead to excessive speculation.

The role of international organizations in protecting cultural heritage is paramount in preserving
the world's diverse cultural legacies. These organizations, such as UNESCO, ICCROM, and
ICOMOS, play vital roles in identifying, safeguarding, and promoting cultural heritage sites and
practices worldwide. Through conventions, guidelines, and collaborative efforts, they strive to
ensure the conservation of tangible and intangible cultural heritage against various threats,
including armed conflict, urbanization, and climate change. Their activities encompass raising
awareness, capacity-building, and providing technical assistance to countries in need. By fostering
international cooperation and fostering a sense of global responsibility, these organizations
contribute significantly to the safeguarding and transmission of humanity's shared cultural heritage
for future generations.

Introduction
Recent events have demonstrated that safeguarding cultural heritage is a significant concern for
society, alongside security and human rights. There are clear national and international legal
foundations for protecting cultural heritage.
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Various transnational or international cultural heritage organisations exist worldwide, such as
UNESCO, ICOM, ICOMOS, ALECSO, Aga Khan, Europa Nostra, the Global Heritage Fund, the
World Historic Cities, and the World Monument Fund (Howard, Convery, Piazza, 2016: 134).
These examples include foundations rooted in a particular country but with a global presence, or a
network of heritage sector participants facilitating global interaction among heritage experts to
advocate for a specific approach to heritage preservation.

Some organisations aim to promote heritage internationally by either recognising cultural
heritage as universal (e.g., UNESCO or ICOMOS) or by promoting community heritage that goes
beyond national lines (such as Aga Khan or Europa Nostra).

International organisations typically cannot transfer their decision-making authority to national
authorities or local governments. The international heritage organisation's actions stimulate a desire
to safeguard heritage through the exchange of ideas, norms, or resources (Messenger, Smith, 2014:
365).

UNESCO, the United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organisation, was
established in 1945 and is headquartered in Paris. Since the 1960s effort to preserve Nubian
monuments, he has focused on fostering global unity to safeguard our legacy. This is mostly
associated with the 1972 Convention for the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage,
which identifies "World Heritage Sites” of significant cultural worth on a global scale. UNESCO
oversees the Hague Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in Time of Armed Conflict
(1954) and conventions regarding the illegal movement of cultural property, such as UNIDROIT.
He is presently engaged in developing a convention focused on safeguarding underwater treasures
(Francioni, Lenzerini, 2008: 519).

UNESCO is the sole UN agency dedicated to safeguarding cultural heritage. It has initiated and
backed numerous programmes focused on preserving cultural property. UNESCO has begun
organising, monitoring, and implementing various steps to conserve heritage in accordance with its
mandate. The initiatives align with UNESCO's Organisation-wide Strategy for Enhancing the
Protection of Culture and the Promotion of Cultural Pluralism in Armed Conflict (2015) and the
pertinent frameworks of UNESCO agreements. Below is a summary of UNESCO's initiatives,
categorised by event type. UNESCO frequently organises coordination meetings to gather
international and national stakeholders in order to address cultural heritage crises. UNESCO has
conducted field missions and talks with national authorities and civil society organisations in
several countries. UNESCO also engages in monitoring as a significant activity. UNESCO, in
partnership with UNOSAT, a UN Satellite Centre under UNITAR (United Nations Institute for
Training and Research), is continuously assessing the damage to the facilities (Vadi, 2014: 98).

UNESCO is considering rehabilitation efforts alongside short-term response measures. The
objectives include monitoring, evaluating, and documenting damage to cultural heritage,
reconstructing and restoring cultural heritage, reviving cultural institutions and the institutional
potential of cultural education, strengthening culture and creative industries, enhancing
sustainability through culture, and digitally transforming cultural heritage management. Aside from
UNESCO, numerous other international cultural organisations are also active in this arena.

The Blue Shield, previously known as the International Blue Shield Committee, was founded in
1996 as a neutral organisation similar to the Red Cross with the purpose of safeguarding cultural
assets during times of armed crises. However, primarily due to insufficient finance, the organisation
has not been able to completely carry out this mission (O'Keefe, 2010: 472). The primary focus of
the BS is to advocate at the UNESCO level and provide advice to national authorities on
implementing peacetime preparedness measures required by states as outlined in the 1954 Hague
Convention and the Second Protocol. BS partners with organisations like Cultural Emergency
Response (CER) and the Smithsonian Cultural Rescue Initiative (SCRI). BS is a global network
consisting of 30 country committees focused on safeguarding both physical and non-physical
cultural and natural heritage during times of armed conflict or disasters. Several national bodies are
dedicated to preserving Ukrainian heritage by providing resources for the preservation of mobile
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historical collections (Tiirkoglu, Giingér, 2015: 258). In collaboration with UNESCO and Vice
Media Group, Blue Shield Denmark is developing the Backup Ukraine project. This initiative
allows anyone in Ukraine to use a phone application to capture 3D scans of items, monuments, and
structures, which may then be uploaded to the Ukrainian Database. The Polish Blue Shield national
committee, in collaboration with ICOMOS Poland and the Polish Ministry of Culture and National
Heritage, assisted in safeguarding Ukrainian monuments. In collaboration with Ukrainian
organizations, the National Institute of Polish Cultural Heritage Abroad (POLONIKA) carried out
the project. BS provided guidance to Lithuania, Estonia, Latvia, Romania, and Finland on preparing
for military war (Tavukguoglu, Ozkaya, 2019: 174).

ICCROM is an intergovernmental organisation founded in 1956 and based in Rome, dedicated
to the study of conservation and restoration of cultural properties. It offers specialised technical
guidance on conserving World Heritage sites and gives training in restoration methods. ICCROM
has established a global directory of conservation training courses accessible on its website.
ICCROM was established by UNESCO as an intergovernmental organisation to address the
extensive destruction and immediate requirement to restore cultural heritage during the Second
World War. ICCROM gathers data on heritage-related damage and risk at individual sites to
determine necessary measures, assess required resources, and improve readiness by minimising
immediate threats. ICCROM has worked with partners to teach local teams to conduct systematic
on-site damage and risk assessments for various categories of heritage. ICCROM has created a
bilingual programme that includes tailored forms for assessing damage and risks to moveable,
immovable, and intangible property(9). An analytical summary of data collected from four heritage
sites is provided to determine priorities for action and estimate the costs of the first restoration for
damaged heritage. ICOM, along with its themed international committees, creates standards and
tools for the museum sector, including the Code of Ethics for museums, the standard technique for
describing and documenting collections ("Object-ID"), and the "Red Lists".

ICOMOS is a non-governmental organisation headquartered in Paris that focuses on
safeguarding historic monuments and places worldwide. Founded in 1965 to advocate for the
principles and techniques of conservation after the approval of the Venice Charter for the
Preservation and Restoration of Monuments and Historic Sites, Currently, there are National
Committees in more than 90 countries, including the UK, and membership is available to those with
a conservation qualification.

The organisation serves as the primary advisor to UNESCO on heritage protection, which
involves assessing cultural properties for potential inclusion on the World Heritage List. ICOMOS
aims to set global guidelines for safeguarding, repairing, and overseeing cultural surroundings (8).
Several charters have been produced for specific sectors, such as historic parks and landscapes
(Florence, 1982), historic cities and urban regions (Washington, 1987), archaeological heritage
(1990), and underwater cultural heritage (1996). The Committee on International Training (CIF)
aims to set and advocate for standards in conservation training and to foster international
collaboration and exchange in this area (9).

European Institutions.

The Council of Europe, situated in central Strasbourg, is an intergovernmental organisation
founded in 1949 with the goal of preserving and implementing common heritage ideals and
principles among its members and promoting greater unity to enhance economic relations and social
progress. Membership has grown from 10 countries in 1949 to 46 countries presently. The primary
functions are to bolster democracy, human rights, and the rule of law in all member states and to
enrich Europe's shared cultural legacy in all its various forms (10).

The Committee of Foreign Affairs Ministers of the member states is the decision-making body
of the Council of Europe, which receives recommendations from the Parliamentary Assembly and
specialised committees. The Council for Cultural Cooperation (CDCC) is responsible for
implementing actions outlined in the European Cultural Convention (1954). The CDCC is backed
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by four specialised committees, such as the Cultural Heritage Committee (CC-PAT), along with ad
hoc working groups.

The Cultural Heritage Committee oversees the implementation of the European Convention for
the Protection of the Architectural Heritage (Granada, 1985) and the European Convention for the
Protection of the Archaeological Heritage (Valletta, Malta, 1992, revised from the 1969 version).
An initial European Landscape Convention is being reviewed, integrating cultural and
environmental concerns in the administration of urban and rural regions and highlighting the
significance of public participation.

In 1975, the Council of Europe organised the European Year of Architectural Heritage. In
September 1999, twenty-five years later, he initiated a year-long campaign titled Europe: A
Common Heritage. The goal is to enhance knowledge of the historical environment, its conveyed
values, and its ability to promote social cohesion, democratic citizenship, and sustainable
development. Various continuing education and engagement programmes are currently accessible.
The European Heritage Days in 1998 attracted over 19 million visits to historic buildings and places
in 41 nations, many of which are usually not open to the public. European-Heritage.net is a
developing database that compares heritage legislation and policy across all European countries.
The European Union (EU) is headquartered in Brussels and was founded by the Treaty of Rome in
1957. It currently consists of 27 member countries. The European Union's formal authority in
cultural affairs was established in 1993 through the Maastricht Treaty, which included the goal of
"contributing to the flourishing of the cultures of the Member States” to the EU's operations
(Tiirkoglu, Gilingor, 2015: 59-61). It can provide support to encourage the conservation of culture
and heritage and should aim to promote a shared cultural legacy.

Under the most recent Raphael initiative, assistance for pilot projects in architectural restoration,
as well as training and cultural events, has been provided. Since January 2000, Culture 2000 has
replaced the previous programme, encompassing all aspects of cultural collaboration under a
unified framework. The programme focuses on contemporary creative arts but also incorporates
cultural heritage.

Various European Union initiatives can aid in safeguarding architectural history, particularly in
areas such as education, training, technology, and regional development. The 5th RTD framework
programme incorporates the significant theme of Tomorrow's City and Cultural Heritage
(Messenger, Smith, 2014: 295). An important concern is the optimal approach to sustainably
protecting and managing historical buildings and incorporating them into contemporary urban
environments. The ERDF's objective is to diminish disparities among regions or social segments
and can provide financial support for revitalization initiatives that involve historical structures in
appropriate locations.

EUROPA NOSTRA was established in 1963 and is headquartered in The Hague. The
organisation consists of about 200 NGOs, 100 municipal and regional administrations, and
approximately 1000 individual members from 35 European nations, all working in the heritage
field. In 1991, it amalgamated with the International Castles Institute. Europa Nostra's primary
goals are to conserve and improve European architectural and ecological heritage and to advocate
for high architectural quality in delicate environments.

Conclusion
Europa Nostra organises a yearly awards programme where it awards medals and certificates to
a maximum of 40 initiatives that have significantly contributed to the conservation and
improvement of Europe's architectural and ecological heritage.
Eligible projects include the restoration of structures, adapting existing buildings to new uses
while maintaining their original character, and restoring parks, gardens, and broader cultural
landscapes.

Magsod 6lkads miivafiq dovlat
sektorunun samarali foaliyyot gostormosi, ohalinin sosial-igtisadi rifah soviyyasinin yiiksaldilmasi,
tohsilin, maliyyanin, {imumiyystlo igtisadiyyatin raqomsallasdirilmasi iigiin IKT infrastrukturunun
siiratli inkisafi, 8lkenin IKT sonayesinin potensialinin daha da artirilmasidir.

Market Risk is a crucial factor in the financial operations of banks globally, posing the potential
for financial losses due to adverse movements in market variables like interest rates, exchange rates,
commaodity prices, and equity values. Given the close ties of the banking sector to global financial
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markets, it is particularly susceptible to these fluctuations. Managing market risk requires a nuanced
understanding of different risk types and their impact on financial institutions.

For banks, effective market risk management is essential to protect their financial health and
maintain stability. Anticipating, measuring, and mitigating market risks are critical for sustaining
profitability and ensuring the resilience of the banking sector. Without a strong risk management
framework, banks could face significant financial setbacks, erosion of shareholder value, and even
threats to solvency. Efficient market risk management not only shields banks from potential losses
but also empowers them to make informed strategic decisions in a dynamic financial landscape
(Bank for International Settlements, 2018).

Market Risk goes beyond individual banks; it has profound implications for overall financial
stability. The interconnected nature of financial markets and institutions means that adverse
developments in one sector can quickly affect the entire financial system. The 2008 global financial
crisis is a stark reminder of the systemic risks associated with inadequate market risk management.
Failing to address market risk comprehensively can lead to a domino effect, jeopardizing the
stability of the banking sector and, consequently, the broader economy. Therefore, managing
market risk is not just a regulatory requirement but a fundamental responsibility for banks to
contribute to the overall resilience of the financial system.

Recent events, such as the COVID-19 pandemic, have emphasized the importance of effective
market risk management. The unprecedented economic disruptions caused by the pandemic
highlighted the vulnerability of financial institutions to sudden and severe market shocks. Banks
with robust risk management practices were better equipped to navigate uncertainties, showcasing
the pivotal role of market risk management in preserving financial stability during crises (McNeil,
Frey, Embrechts, 2015).

Understanding Market Risk: Market risk is a pervasive and inherent aspect of the financial
landscape, and for banks, comprehending its various facets is essential for effective risk
management. This section delves into the definition and types of market risk, encompassing interest
rate risk, currency risk, equity risk, and commaodity risk, with illustrative examples for each.

Interest Rate Risk: Interest rate risk is a primary concern for banks due to their reliance on
interest-sensitive instruments. It arises from the potential impact of fluctuations in market interest
rates on the valuation of assets and liabilities. For instance, when a bank holds a significant amount
of fixed-rate assets and variable-rate liabilities, changes in interest rates can result in mismatches,
affecting profitability.

Currency Risk: Currency risk, also known as exchange rate risk, emerges from fluctuations in
foreign exchange rates. For banks involved in international transactions, this risk is a constant
consideration. Movements in exchange rates can impact the value of foreign assets and liabilities,
affecting the overall financial position of the bank.

Equity Risk: Equity risk stems from variations in the prices of stocks and other equity
instruments held by banks (Hull, 2018). Financial institutions often invest in equities as part of their
asset portfolios, and changes in market sentiment, economic conditions, or company-specific factors
can influence the value of these investments.

Commaodity Risk: Commaodity risk arises from fluctuations in the prices of commodities such as
oil, gas, and agricultural products. Banks with exposure to commodity markets, either through
direct investments or financing activities, face the challenge of managing the volatility inherent in
these markets (Hull, 2018).

Basel 111 and Its Impact on Market Risk Management: Basel 11, developed by the Basel
Committee on Banking Supervision, represents a pivotal advancement in the regulatory framework
governing market risk management (Basel Committee on Banking Supervision, 2017). Introduced
in the aftermath of the 2008 financial crisis, Basel I1l aims to enhance the resilience of the global
banking system by introducing more stringent capital requirements, risk measurement
methodologies, and stress testing mandates.
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Basel I11 also places a heightened focus on risk data aggregation capabilities and risk reporting.
Banks are required to enhance their systems to ensure accurate and timely reporting of risk
exposures. The framework introduces stress testing requirements that mandate banks to assess their
resilience under adverse economic conditions, providing a comprehensive view of their risk
management capabilities (Basel Committee on Banking Supervision, 2017).

Regulations, Compliance and Reporting Obligations for Banks: Banks are required to
adhere to stringent reporting standards, providing regulators with comprehensive insights into their
risk exposures and risk mitigation strategies. In the United States, the Comprehensive Capital
Analysis and Review (CCAR) conducted by the Federal Reserve plays a crucial role in assessing
the capital adequacy of large financial institutions. CCAR includes a thorough evaluation of a
bank's risk management processes, including those related to market risk (5). Banks must submit
detailed capital plans, demonstrating their ability to withstand severe economic stress scenarios.

The banking sector operates within a complex regulatory framework designed to maintain
financial stability and protect the interests of various stakeholders. Regulatory bodies worldwide
establish guidelines for market risk management, emphasizing the importance of robust risk
mitigation strategies to safeguard the integrity of financial institutions (Smith, 2019: 264-283).
These regulations typically mandate a comprehensive approach to risk identification, measurement,
and mitigation, underscoring the need for banks to implement effective frameworks that align with
regulatory standards.

In the United States, the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act serves
as a key regulatory instrument. This act empowers regulatory bodies such as the Federal Reserve to
set and enforce risk management standards for financial institutions, including those related to
market risk (7). The European Banking Authority (EBA) plays a similar role in the European
Union, setting regulatory standards for market risk management to ensure consistency and stability
across member states (European Banking Authority, 2021).

On the European front, the EBA establishes regulatory technical standards for the calculation of
capital requirements for market risk. These standards outline the methodologies and processes that
banks must follow to ensure compliance with regulatory capital requirements (European Banking
Authority, 2021). The EBA's role extends to ongoing monitoring of compliance, with the authority
to intervene if a bank's risk management practices fall short of regulatory expectations.

Key Components of Market Risk Management.

Risk Identification and Assessment: Effective market risk management begins with the
identification and assessment of potential risks. Various tools and methodologies are employed to
achieve this, including statistical models, scenario analysis, and stress testing (Goldman Sachs,
2021). Statistical models help quantify the impact of market fluctuations, providing insights into
potential vulnerabilities. Scenario analysis involves assessing the impact of specific scenarios on a
bank's portfolio, while stress testing subjects the portfolio to extreme yet plausible conditions to
evaluate resilience. If a bank holds a significant number of mortgage-backed securities, statistical
models can help assess the potential impact of interest rate changes on the value of these securities.

Stress Testing: Stress testing is a critical component of risk identification and assessment. It
involves subjecting a bank's portfolio to extreme scenarios to evaluate its resilience under adverse
conditions (Culp, 2001). Stress testing goes beyond traditional risk measures by assessing the
impact of severe market shocks, economic downturns, or other unexpected events. Stress testing can
simulate the effects of a sudden economic recession on a bank's loan portfolio, helping identify
potential vulnerabilities.

Risk Mitigation Strategies.

Hedging Techniques: Hedging is a fundamental strategy in market risk management, involving
the use of financial instruments to offset potential losses in a portfolio (7). For example, interest rate
swaps can be employed to manage interest rate risk, while currency derivatives can mitigate
currency risk. A bank may use interest rate futures to hedge against the risk of rising interest rates
impacting its fixed-rate bond portfolio.
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Diversification: Diversification is a time-tested strategy to reduce risk by spreading investments
across different asset classes, regions, or industries (Markowitz, 1952: 7791). By diversifying their
portfolios, banks can minimize the impact of adverse movements in specific markets. A bank
diversifying its equity holdings across various sectors can reduce the impact of a downturn in any
single industry.

Portfolio Management: Active portfolio management is integral to market risk mitigation. It
involves ongoing assessment, rebalancing, and optimization to adapt to changing market conditions
and risk profiles (Elton, Gruber, Brown, Goetzmann, 2014). A bank actively managing its bond
portfolio might adjust its holdings based on interest rate expectations and economic conditions.

Incorporating these key components into a comprehensive framework empowers banks to
navigate the complexities of financial markets effectively. By identifying, measuring, and
mitigating market risks, financial institutions can enhance their resilience and contribute to overall
financial stability.

Challenges in Market Risk Management.

Market risk management faces a dynamic landscape fraught with emerging risks, technological
challenges, and global economic factors. Addressing these challenges is imperative for financial
institutions to maintain robust risk frameworks and ensure their resilience in an ever-evolving
financial ecosystem.

Emerging Risks and Uncertainties.

Cybersecurity Threats: The rise of digitalization exposes financial institutions to cybersecurity
threats, potentially compromising the integrity of data and disrupting market operations (Singer,
Freeman, Hirsch, 2020). Protecting sensitive financial information and ensuring the reliability of
digital infrastructure become paramount challenges in market risk management. A cyberattack on a
bank's trading platform can lead to unauthorized access, manipulation of market data, and
disruption of normal trading activities.

Data Quality and Integration: The volume and diversity of data required for effective market
risk management have grown substantially. Ensuring the quality, accuracy, and integration of this
data across diverse systems and platforms is a persistent challenge (Culp, 2001). Inaccurate or
incomplete data can compromise the effectiveness of risk models. Inconsistent data inputs across
different trading desks may lead to discrepancies in risk assessments, hindering the bank'’s ability to
form a holistic view of its market risk exposure.

Collaboration within the industry and information sharing about emerging risks can fortify
market risk management. Forums, such as the Network for Greening the Financial System and
industry conferences, provide platforms for knowledge exchange and best practice sharing.

The future of market risk management in the banking sector is likely to be shaped by a
confluence of factors, including technological advancements, regulatory developments, and the
evolving global economic landscape. The integration of predictive analytics and scenario modeling
using Al will likely become more prevalent, enabling banks to anticipate and respond to market
shifts with greater agility. Moreover, the increasing focus on sustainability and ESG considerations
is expected to become integral to risk management practices. Banks aligning their strategies with
sustainable finance principles will not only contribute to societal goals but also position themselves
more favorably in an environment where stakeholders increasingly value responsible business
practices.

Tohsil sahasinds keyfiyyat dedikds, tohsilin naticalarine uygun, avvalcadon miisyyoan edilmis
normativlo miivafiq dyronanlorin soviyyasi, iimumi halda isa tohsilin durumu basa diisiilir. Qeyd
edok Ki, tohsilin naticalari tokco dyrananin tohsilini basa vurduqda yiyslondiyi bilik, bacariglarin
saviyyasi deyil, hom do onun diinyaya, comiyyatin inkisafina miinasibatlorini gostoron miiayyan
soxsi keyfiyyatlordir.

Miiasir dovrds tohsilin keyfiyyati comiyyatin inkisafini tomin edon asas gostariciya ¢evrilmisdir.
Tosadiifi deyildir ki, miistaqillik qazanildigdan sonra tohsildo keyfiyyatin yiiksalmasine va onun
somarali idaraolunma modellarinin elmi asaslarinin isloanmosina miinasibat tamamilo doyismis vo
daha konstruktiv xarakter almisdir. Keyfiyyot imumiyyatlo istonilon obyektin miioyyanliyini
bildiron falsofi kateqoriya olub onun xassalarinin macmusunda tazahiir edon obyektiv vo {imumi
xarakteristikasidir. Bundan basga keyfiyyat istonilon prosesin elo bir miiayyanlosdiricisidir ki, onun
sayasinds proses basqa proses kimi yox, mohz hamin proses kimi ¢ixis edir va digor proseslordon
farglonir.

Tohsildo keyfiyyotin idaroolunma modellori, innovasiya proseslorinin vo onlarin idars
edilmasinin - somarali  metodlarmin  tohsil  sistemino  gatirilmasi  vo noticado  yeniliyin
monimsanilmasinin dark edilmasine va totbiq olunmasina sorait yaratmalidir. Bunun ii¢iin todris-
tolim prosesinin ganunlarini pozmadan tohsildo keyfiyyatin pedaqoji qiymatlondirilmasi fasilasiz
olaraq hoayata kegirilmali vo vaxtinda miivafiq korreksiya islori aparilmalidir.

Giris

Son dovrds digor sahalords oldugu kimi tohsilds do idarsedilma keyfiyyst baximindan xeyli
inkisaf etmisdir. Bu hoyatin biitiin saholorinds, eloca do tohsil sahasinds bas veran siiratli
doyisikliklarls birbasa olagadardir.

Tohsilin ¢gagdaslasdirilmasi onun islahatini vo yeni mana va dayarlorin formalagsmasina, tohsilin
mozmununa, tohsil faaliyyatinin noticalorinin  monitoringina va giymatlondirilmasina  dogru
iraliloyisini miiayyonlosdiron obyektiv bir prosesdir.

Tohsilin keyfiyyati tohsilin. mazmununun biitovliiyii, telim texnologiyalarinin, monitoring
tisullarmin va subyektin hayatinin 6z miigodderatini tayin etmasinin fordi inkisafi vo yeni sosial-
iqtisadi soraitdo comiyyatin taloblori baximindan qiymatlondirilmasidir.

“Tohsilin keyfiyyati yalniz bir notico kimi deyil, hom do tohsil miiassisalorinin va fordlorin
foaliyyatindo dayisikliklors va otrafdaki sosial, igtisadi, texnoloji va siyasi miihitin doyisdirilmasine
gora inkisafin kompleks dinamika prosesi kimi nazardon kegirilmasina imkan verir.

Bacariq vo biliklorin inteqrasiyasi, onlarin kogiiriilmasi, interpenetrasiyasi onun sintezi,
umumiyyatlo, yiiksok saviyyali todrisi nazords tutur; 6ziinii tosdiglomo, 6ziinii ifadeetma, 6ziinii
inkisaf etdirmo, Oziinii miioyyoanlosdirma ehtiyacini dork etmoys imkan verir. Naticodo fordin
inkisafi vo sosial hazirlig1 ii¢iin bir meyardir. Miiayyan bir sahada solahiyyatli bir soxs ona bu
sahoni osaslandirmaqla vo bu sahads effektiv foaliyyot gdstormoays imkan veron iimumi bilik vo
miivafiq qabiliyystlora malikdir. Bu daha ¢ox bilik vo bacariglar1 universal sokildo istifado etmok
gabiliyyatini oks etdiron vo movzuya qeyri-standart voziyyatlords (sinergetik yanagma) qoarar gobul
etmok va foaliyyot gostormoya imkan veron bir soxsiyystdir. Belsliklos, tohsilin keyfiyyoti yalniz
islorin naticalori deyil, ham do tolobalorin hartorafli soxsi vo sosial inkisafi tomin edon sistem,
model, togkilatdir” (1).

XXI asrin tolablarine uygun olaraq globallagan diinyada tohsilds, xtisuson do ali tohsildo milli vo
beynalxalq saviyyada keyfiyyat tominati on vacib faktordur.

Umumiyyatlo keyfiyyot anlayisi Ikinci Diinya Miiharibosi zamani1 vo daha sonra E.Deming,
M.Juran vo K.Ishikawa kimi mohsur elm adamlar torofindon inkisaf etdirilon keyfiyyot idaroetmo
yanasmalarina vo bu yanagmalarin xiisusils istehsal sektorunda ilk tatbiglorino osaslanir.

Insanlar homiso daha yaxs1 xidmot tolob etmislor vo tolobatlarmin ddonilmosi iigiin forgli mahsul
Vo xidmatlors ehtiyac duymuslar. Homin mahsul va xidmatlorin tolobata uygun sokildo olmasi bu
giin har sahada, o ciimladon tohsilds do yeni metod vos anlayiglarin inkisaf etdirilmasina ehtiyac
yaratmigdir.

“Keyfiyysttominati-tohsil xidmatinin keyfiyyot standartlarinda gostorilon toloblori yerino
yetirdiyina gora kifayat godar inam yaratmaq va homin talablors cavab verdiyini miiayyanlogdirmoak
tigiin icra edilon planl, sistemli foaliyystlor mocmusu vos onlarin giymatlondirilmasidir” (2).

Tohsil 6z ohato dairasina gora basariyyatin on vacib vo on aktual foaliyyat néviidiir. Comiyyat
vo fordlar, dovlst vo vatondaslar sadaca tohsil deyil, keyfiyyatli tahsil istayirlor. Har yerds tohsil
sistemindo aparilmali olan islahatdan, islahat naticosinda keyfiyyatin tomin olunmasindan danisilir.

“Inkisaf durmadan, dayanmadan irali atilan diisiiniilmiis addimlardan ibarotdir. Comiyyat bir
torofdon olds etdiyi ugurlart qorumaga ¢alisir, digar torafdon iso daima yenilogsmays, irali getmays,
yeni mozmun Vs yeni formalari sinaqdan kegirmays galisir. Diigiiniilmiis addimlarin atilmasi, yeni
tifliglorin agilmasi iiglin doyigsmonin planli sokilds hoyata kegirilmasi zoruridir. Planli doyisma isa
islahat aparmaq demakdir. inkisafa nail olmagin tok yolu giiclii islahat proqraminin hazirlanmasi vo
onun planh tatbiqidir. Bu, 6lkalora, hokumatlars, igtisadiyyata, siyasata, tahsilo va digor imummilli
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sistemloro, eloca do ayri-ayn toskilatlara, qurumlara aiddir. Olke miqyasinda zoruri olan islahatlar
zamanin talobindon dogsa da, oshomiyyatli ugur oldo edilmasi siyasi iradodon asilidir, ayri-ayri
texniki mogamlar miihiim rol oynamir, comiyyatin biitiin alagadar qiivvalari harakoata gatirilmalidir.
Hor hansi 6lkomiqyasli sahada (tohil, sohiyya...) koklii doyismolori hodof alan islahat proqrami
awval-avval pilot layihalorls, tacriilba gazanmag vs ya timumi planli sinamagq ti¢iin hoyata kegirilon
kigik layihalorls baslaya bilor...

Islahatlar iizdoki gériintiilora deyil, dorinlordo duran vo sistemin kokiindo dayanan cohotloro
toxunmali, onlar1 doyismaya, yeni nizama, yeni sistemo salmaga yonoalmalidir. Bu is diistiniilmiis
islahat plan1 ilo borabar, onun hayata kegirilmasi {iciin kifayat godor vaxt da tolob edir. Islahat
hamar yol deyil, agir yoldur, ugurlara barabor miioyyan sohv addimlarin atilmasi1 da miimkiindiir.
Sohvlardan natica ¢ixarib, imumi planda miiayyon doyisikliklor edib yola daha aminliklo davam
etmok olar” (3).

Azorbaycanda tohsil sahasinds dovlst siyasatinin osas istigamatlorindan birini do tohsilin
uzunmiiddatli zamani shato edon strateji inkisafin1 miioyyanlosdirmak tigiin vacib olan milli tohsil
konsepsiyalar1 vo dovlat proqramlari toskil edir. Osas hodof tohsilin keyfiyyotinin artirilmasi
mogsadilo ham talobalarin bilik vo bacariglarinin dovlst standartlarina uygun olmasini, ham do
tohsil miiassisalorinin ugurlu faaliyyst gostormasi, habelo tohsil xidmatlorinds keyfiyyatin tomin
olunmasi istigamatinds idarsedanlarin va pedaqoqlarin somarali foaliyyatini tomin etmokdir.

Tohsil sisteminds inkisafa nail olmaq dovlstin asas hadaflorindan biri hesab edildiyindon bu
sferada gobul olunan normativ aktlarin, hiiquqgi-normativ ssnadlorin vo Qorarlarin islok olmasi
keyfiyyatli idarsetmonin asas sorti hesab edilir. Bu sobabdon do keyfiyyatin tomin olunmasi tigiin
pesokar idaraetmoya sorait yaratmaq, effektivliyi vo davamliligi qorumagq, idaraetmanin nozari va
praktik mosalalarini bilmak, bu sahads zaruri bacariglara yiyalonmak ¢ox énamlidir.

“Tohsilin idaro edilmosindo onun ohato dairosinin diizgiin mioyyanlosdirilmosi miihiim
ohomiyyat kasb edir. Bu istigamatds garsiya qoyulan mogsads nail olmaq tigiin alverisli olan har
hansi bir faaliyyat tohsil idaragiliyinin komponenti hesab edilir. Bu ciir faaliyyst imumtahsil
moktobi, kollec va universitet saviyyasinds ola bilor...

Keyfiyyotin yaranmasi dedikds, bunu toskil edon torof kimi yalmiz dovlst nozordo
tutulmamalidir. Keyfiyyotin tomin edilmasi elo bir anlayigdir ki, burada istirak edon toroflorin
hamisi asasdir. Birtorafli yanagma ilo na tahsil sisteminda, na da digar vacib sahalords nailiyyat aldo
oluna bilor. Buraya dovlatin tohsil sahasinda siyasatini hayata kegiran cavabdeh organ, pedaqoqlar,
toloba va sagird kollektivi, bir sdzla tohsil prosesinds istirak edon biitiin toraflor aid olunmalidir. Bu
toroflorin har biri 6z tutduglart mévqgeyoa gora ganundan irali galorok hom hiiquglarini, hom do
vazifalarini bilmali vo buna amal etmalidirlor” (4).

Azaorbaycanda tohsil sisteminin informasiyalagdirilmasi vo eyni zamanda yeni nosil interaktiv
avadanliglarla tochiz olunmaqdadir. Olkonin tohsil sisteminin informasiyalagdirilmasinin 2sas
mogsadi miiasir informasiya madaniyyatino malik soxsiyyatlor yetisdirmok, 6lkads vahid tohsil vo
informasiya miihitini formalasdirmaqdir.

“Bu miihit yeni informasiya texnologiyalarindan istifads etmoklo asagidakilart tomin etmolidir:

- Olkado tohsilin keyfiyyatinin artirilmast;

- Yeni informasiya madaniyyatinin formalagdirilmasi;

“Umumtohsil maktablarinin comiyyatin tolobat1 vo dévlatin sosial sifarisi osasinda garsisinda
duran vazifalorin ugurlu icrasi tigiin maktabin idarsolunmasi, ona rahbarlik edilmasi saviyyasindan
asili olub, idaraetma faaliyyatindon masuliyyat, askarliq, vahidlik, humanizm, demokratiklik talob
edir. Sosial monada idaraetms todqiqatlarda miioyyan obyektlo miitasokKil, toskilati, sistemli vo
plan osasinda tosir etmok, obyektin foaliyyatinin keyfiyyast xiisusiyyotlorinin imzalanmasi vo
qurunmasi, golocok inkisafinin tomin olunmasi istigamotindo foaliyyot gostormok kimi
saciyyalondirilir.

Mogalodo miisllif miasir dovriin on aktual problemlorindon olan tohsilin  keyfiyyatlo
idaroolunmasi prosesini arasdirmis vo naticoys golmisdir ki, tohsilin biitiin vasitolorinds, 0
ctimladon maktoabda, pedaqoji prosess, hadisa vo obyektlara rohbarlik edorkon tohsilin 6ziinamaxsus
qanunauygunluglarin1 nazoaro almaq vacibdir. Tadris-torbiys prosesini idaroetmokds asas mogsad
soxsiyyatin inkisafini tamin etmakdir.
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
