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The greatest Azerbaijani poet, the first Azerbaijani poet Samad Vurgun wrote the famous 
Azerbaijani poem when he was 28 years old. Differences between the poetry of domestic 
mysticism, patriotism load and multi-faceted picture of the country. This poem reflects the 
encyclopedic content. The author achieves this result thanks to the complex poetic structure. Each 
of the 22 paragraphs expresses the poet's own ideas about the motherland and is able to convey 
them more fully to the reader, using powerful poetic imagery. All of this makes the poem a work of 
immortality that cannot be erased from memory.
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
