The development of surdopedagogy opened new opportunities for personal training for the deaf. In 

general, a number of methods were used for deaf learning: "Oral method" (Germany), "Clean oral method" 
(Italy), "Belgian method", "Combined method" (USA), "Intuitive" or "Main method" (France). These syste-
ms have many things in common. The difference between them depends on the role of the spoken or gesture 
speech and the location of the deaf in the communication process. 
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
